HENRY CLEWS FINDS ENCOURAGE-
MENT IN THE LAST WEEK’'S

PROSPECTS OF BRISK FALL

A Number of Causes Contributed to
the Strength and Activity
of the Last Few
Days.

NEW YORK, Aug. 18.—(Special.)—
Heary Clews in his weekly financial re-
view says:

©Our foreign trade continues to show
eminently satisfactory tendencies. In
July our exporis of merchandise amount-
ed to $100,413,501, probabiy the largest July
exports on record. They were $5.5(0,000
larger than last year and $27,900,000 largzer
than In July, 18%8. Our imports in July
were also large, $63,536,253, indicating a
free consumption of foreign luxuries and
raw materials. The excess of exports over
imports during the month amounted to
$36,877,000, eompared with $34,824,000 the
samo time dast year. This steady con-
tinuance of large trade balances is some-
thing phenomenal, and could not have
been anticipated even two or three years
ago. Nevertheless, it Is one more mani-
festation of the wonderful development of
the Uinited States. Steam, electricity and
machkinery have so perfected our means
of communication and production that
we are in a pre-eminent pesitien for com-
peting in the weorld’'s markets. More ani
more we manufacture, first for ourselves
and taen for others, the prosucts we have
keen accustomed to buy from abroad;
cur exports of manufactures haviug al
ready become an imyortant factor in the
total shipments and largely accounting
fur the present faverable trade rilance.
As this feature of our development--the
export of manufactured procucts—is likes
ly to ecntinue it seems reasonable to ex-
pect that we shall be able to maintain
nur new position as a creditor nation for
some time to come, if not indefinitely,
Europe certainly cannot decrease her
purchases of American food products to
any considerable extent; and there being
little prospect of our again importing
many of the articiles we have displaced,
we seeru to have entered a period of con-
tinued favorable trade balances, lL.ower
prices here would only stimulate exports
and check imports, so there 1is little
chance of business depression changing
the current. This great alternation in
our relations with Europe has been quiet-
ly preceeding for months and vears; it is
not new; it is only when sume striking
transaction occurs,-such as the placing of
$28,000,000 of British government bonds in
this market, that the change Is really ap-
preciated. That transaction was the
natural sequence of conditions which
have b.en In force for two or three
years, and which as they seem dcslined

to centinue will work still greater
changes in our financial machinery.
They will gradually strengthen that

ascendancy of New York in the money
markets of the world which has been
ambltiously looked forward to.

In spite of midsummer dullness the
market has digplayed unusual strength.
This was due chiefly to strong inside sup-
port, easy money, improvement in the
Chinese situation, good railroad earn-
ings, satisfactory crop reports in general,
improving trade prospects and increas.
ing puplic eenfiderce, With the return of
absen from their vacations, the pros-
pects are for a more active and stronger
market. Considerable diserimination,
however, will be necessary in the pur-
chase of stocks, much more than a year
ago. A few of the best class of indus-
trials, especially the iron and steel Issues,
may afford & fair chance of profit; but
the more conservative operators will se-
lect the securities of rallroads which are
making good reccrds in earnings; and
speculative interest is likely to be chiefly
centered upon the new dividend-payers.
The market has thus far ignored the
large gold shipments, for the reason that
we have plenty of gold te spare for

's needs. More may follow, but
there Is no prospect yet of the movement
causing dis e here.

Before many weeks the supplies from
South Africa, which have been shut oft
since last October, will begin to find
their way to London, and so mncdify the
drain upon the United States. When
crop demands and trade activity reach
their climax, money rates will probably
barden, especially t:: bank rueﬂ'e:hare

These, however, are not factors to be
feared; they are simply conditions that
will bear watching for thelr induence
upon any bull campaign that may de-
velop. Another evidence eof the strength
of the market was the absence of cffect
from the death of C. P. Huntington, whe
belonged to a generation of railroad
glants, nearly all of whom have passed
away,

The closing week has developed sev-
eral factors that work towards cheor-
fulness and betterment, The security
market has been dull, but its great under-
lying strength hasg been demwonstrated ‘n
several Instances. Investors are begin-
ning to realize that the readjustment of
prices of iron manufactures, cotton and
woolen goods, and other finislied products
has begun to bring about increased de-
mand and greater activity in trade cir-
cles. As unmistakable evidence of this,
it 1s stated that never before has the
army of buyers in New York been so
large at this season of the year, a con-
servative estlmate placing the number
at not less than 4,000, This is an lo-
dubitable Indication of a full and brisk
fall and winter trade. And not only are
domestie buyers here in force, but many
more than at any previous time are here
from abroad. The demand for American
manufactures 'n all lines, as noted above,
is rapidly increasing abroad, and places
us In an enviable position. Aside from
this the exportation of coal promises to
add largely to our revenues Lefore many
months elapse, in consequence of the in-
creasing difficulty of obtaining i1t from
the Welsh mines.

The collapse of the South Afriecen war
seems now only o questicn of a short
time and may come at any moment. The
present series of Dritish operationus seems
destined to speedily break down the 1e-

STRAIN MUCH RELIEVED,

London Money Market Much Better
Than a Week Ago.

LONDON, Aug. 13.—The stock exchange
had a quiet experience last week, and
took a holiday yesterday. ILittle business
was done, but the tone of the market
was cheerful and prices were higher in
most departments. A notable feature was
the recovery of Chinese securities simui-
taneously with the success of the allies,
the gain almot equal to the recent fall.
