TELEGRAPH EXAMINATION.

Rigid Requlremtzn(s Inaugurated
by the Pennsylvania.

The Pennsylvania railroad has recently
established a rigid examination for tele-
graph operators in their service.

EMPLOYERS

THEIR TERRITORY INVADED

Plaintiffs Claim That They Were
Robbed of Part of Thel»r
Birthright by Rivalry
of Others.

Bend, Pendergast & Co., insurance
agents In this city, have severed their
connection with the Maryland Casualty
company and have commenced sult
against them to collect commissions on
insurance which they allege has been
written in their exclusive territory, ac-
cording to a previous contraet, behind
their backs by other agents of the said
company. These other agents, it Is
claimed, were allowed lower rates at
which they might secure business. Bend,
Pendergast & Co. estimate their loss by
this gross breach of contract at $6,303.33.
The most of this amount was involved in
the loss of their commissions, aggregat-
ing $4,103.33 on the casualty Insuranece
carried by the Northwestern Telephone
company, the Southwestern Telephone
company and the Cleveland Telephone
company and the Southwestern Tele-
phone and Telegraph company.

In other cases, it is alleged, the com-
pany secretly sent cut agents to capture
particularly lucrative bits of insurance
which the agents almost had in hand,
Among the cases cited are the following:
E. W. Mowatt, Barker & Stewart, Key-
stone Lumber company, Ashland Lumber
company, A. Booth & Co., Pfohl &
Smith, the Northwestern Coal and Rail-
way company and the Northwestern Tei-
ephone company.

The plaintiffs declare that they
promptly forwarded all news of acci-
dents to the employes of the companies
named, together with the names of wit-
nesses, inspectors, etec., and all other val-
uable information, and In every other
way performed their part of the con-
tract, withcut receiving therefor any
part of the premiums.
