Speech at Wahoo, Neb., an Appeal
to Republicans to Vote
the Democratic
Tieket.

LINCOLN, Neb., Aug. 21.—Mr. Bryan
addressed a large audience of Saunders
county people at Waheo, the county seat,
today. The speech was an appeal to Re-
publicans to yote the Democratic ticket:

Giving his reasons for this appeal, Mr.
Bryan said:

“I want to talk to you Republicans, be-
lieving that you are just as anxious to
help your country and help your feilows
by your vote as the Democrats, the Pop-
ulists and the Silver Republicans are

“Now, If you were with us in 1806 there
is no reason why you should be agzinst
us now unless the new questions have
changed your opinion or unless you have
changed your opinion on the old gues-
tions. But I do not believe you can f{ind
in this county any man who voted with
us in 186 who has changed his mind on
those issues and now believes thal the
Repuhlican purty was right in 1856. 1 be-
lieve you will find many people who were
against us on the cld issues who are with
us on the new ones. We had men in 1396
who came to us on the silver questions,

Viece Presidential Candidate Ad-
dresses a Crowd of 40,000,

SEDALIA, Mo., Aug. 21.—The Demo-
cratic campaign in Missouri was opened
here today In the presence of nearly 40,-
000 persons. A parade through the strects
of clubs from different parts of the state
was followed by speechmaking. The
principal addresses were made by Hon.
Adlai E. Stevenson, the vice presidential
candidate, and A. M, Dockery, Demo-
cratic candidate for governor of Missouri.
A reception to the distinguished visitors
was held in the morning at the Sischers
hotel, and several thousand people shook
hands with Messrs. Stevenson and Dack-
ery and others. The Jefferson club, ef.
St. Louls, accompanied by a band,
brought nearly 1,500 visitors from St.
Louls and came in for a large share of
attention in the parade. The parade
started for the park, where the speech.
makirg wrs to take place, about 3 o'claek.
When the speakers reached the park,
half an hour later, they were greeted by
the biggest crowd that has ever gathered

Roosevelt Coming to Chieago.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21.—Gov. Roose-
velt left for New York this morning on
the 10 o’clock train, When asked about
his visit, he replied that he came espe-
cially to see the president, to talk over
matters concerning the campaign and his
itinerary. The president and Mr. Roose-
velt discussed various campaign policies
together with the features of the letters
of acceptarce, which are soon to be made
public: It is the desire of Gov. Roose-
‘velt, as vice presidential eandidate, to
have his utterances during the coming
Western tour thoroughiy in accord with
the views of the presidential candidate,
and he also desires to give expression
to and make feature of the issues which
the president deems most fmportant.

[MPLICATE LABOUCHERE

IMPORTANT SEIZURE OF CORRE-
SPONDENCE AT PRETORIA.

LONDON, Aug. 21.—Truth tomorrow
will publish correspondence, advising
that paper of the seizure at Pretoria of a
compromising letter from Mr. Montague
White, formerly consul general of the
South African republic in London, to
Secretary of State Reltz, dated Aug. 4,
1899, and two letters from Henry Labou-
chere to Mr. White, dated respectively
Aug. 2, 1899, and Aug. 4, 1899, which Mr,
White appears to have inclosed to Secre-
tary Reitz, and a letter of Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain, the secretary of state for
the colontes, inviting Mr. Labouchere to
offer explanations or observations there-
on, and Mr. Labouchere’s reply. Mr. La-
i bouchere's letters are brief and amount
to advice to the Transvaal to gain time
i by acceptance of the proposed commission
to settle the franchise questions, etc., to.
gether with an expression of opinion
from Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman,
the Liberal leader In the house of com-
mons, and the Liberals generally, that
the Britlsh cabinet proposed the appoint-
ment of the commission with the view of
ginving Mr. Chamberlain a chance to
“climb down,” and that the cabinet was
determined to have no war. He also sald:

“The president has a great opportunity
to give Joe another fall. * * * The
great thing is to gain time. In a few
months we shall be howling about some-
thing in another part of the world.”

Mr. Labouchere’s reply to Mr. Chamber-
lain admits the letters are genulne, but
declines to recognize Mr. Chamberlain’s
“pretensions to ask for an explanation
on a matter concerning which he is only
responsible to parliament and to my con-
| stituents,” and invites Mr. Chamberlain,
in the pursuance of his “new diplomacy,”
to publish all the correspondence between
the colonial office and the governors of
Natal and Cape Colony and between the
governors - and military commanders in
South Africa, “so that the public may be
able to form a sound opinion on the whole
business, Including inadequate prepara-
tions and Initial reverses, and also and
especially the Hawksley correspondence.’””

Mr. B. A. Hawkesley was coéunsel for
the British South Africa company at
the time of the Jameson raid, and was
generally supposed to have been well
posted on all matters connected with it.

The Independence Belge, in January,
1899, published a number of letters to and
from Mr. Hawksley, purporting to show
Mr.. Chamberlain was an accomplice to
the Jameson rald, but other and more im-
portant letters are said to be in exist-
ence. It was claimed at the time the dis-
closures did not prove Mr. Chamberlain’s
complicity In the raid, but demonstrated
his complicity in the efforts made after-
wards to stifle the affair.

INTENSE HEAT KEEPS UP, VARIED
FY TORNADOES.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 21.—Reports’ re-
celved tonight by the weather bureau
show that the hot wave continues in
southern Indiana, southern Illinois, west-
ern Tennessee, southwest Missourl and
quite generally throughout the lower
Mississippi valley and in the south At-
lantic and gulf states. There has been
a fall of ten degrees In St. Louls and
Kansas City, and the Indlcations are
for cooler weather in the Ohlo valley.

SAVANNAH. Ga., Aug. 21.—The high-
est temperature known in years has pre-
vailed along the south Atlantic coast
during the last few days. At fthig place
the thermometer reached 102 degrees; at
Brunswick, Ga., 101 degrees. At other
coast citlies the high temperature rec-
ords have been broken and at interior
points the heat has been intense. Few
prostrations, however, have been report-
ed.

TOPEKA, Kan., Aug. 21.—The Intense
heat that has prevailed here for a period
of ten days was broken today by a heavy

ehower. In two hours the temperature
dropped from 100 to 66. The rain is
general throughout the state. Late

planted corn will be materially benefited.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., Aug. 21.—The Intense
heat that has prevailed here for several
weeks, almost without Intermission, con-
tinues with apparently no prospect
of cessation. Until yesterday there have
been few prostratiens, owing to the dry-
ness of the atmosphere. Then there were
two deaths and eleven prostrations.

CLEVELAND, O., Aug. 21.—Telegrams
from various points in northern Ohlo
indicate that last night’s storm was by
far the most destructive of the season.
Many thousands of acres were flooded
throughout Wood, Ottawa, Sandusky,
Erie, Seneca, Lorain, Richland and Wy-
andotte counties and the loss to crops
will be heavy.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, Aug. 21.—An
Evening Wisconsin special from Two
Rivers, Wis.,, says a tornado swept

through that section inflicting incaleu-
lable damage. The path was about four
miles north of there. The granary and
barn of Mrs. Henry Heinecke were un-
roofed and the debris scattered over ten
acres of ground. A daughter of Mrs,
Helnecke was severely injured by a flying
timber. Other barns were damaged.
Crops were damaged and orchards up-
rooted. The lightning and hail were ter-
rific.
