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TOM BIRD FAILED TO LOWER ST.
PAUL-MINNETONKA ROAD
RECORD

HE WAS SIX MINUTES BEHIND

Punctures, Delays and Accidents
Conspired to Prevent the Plucky
Rider’s Success—Rode Twen-
ty-One Miles Unpaced.

For another week at least the St. Paui-
Minnetonka roafl record of 4:54, held by
Larson, is safe.

That veteran cyclist, Tom Bird, made
a most determined assault upon it yes-
terday and although encountering punc-
tures, bad roads and delays of every de-
scription he pluckily finished the hundred
miles and flashed by the finishing post in
five hours exactly, just six minutes be-
hind the record.

From ten miles out right to the finish
Tom in his long ride was handicapped
by a series of exasperating mishaps that
would have caused a less plucky rider to
give up in despair leng before the cen-
tury had been completed.

The start was an auspicious one, and
at § olclock in the gray dawn of morning
Bird tacked on behind Kellogg and
Henze, who took him to Lake Calhoun,
eleven and one-half miles out, in exact-
ly thirty minutes. Here Price and Lew!s
were to nave met him, but they were a
little slow and Tom sped along unpaced
until they caught him a mile further.
They carried him out to the hotel St.
Louis and five miles back, when Alex-
ander and Larson picked up' the flying
rider and carried him back to Lake Cal-
houn, where Kellogg and Henze were in
readiness to continue the rapid journey.
These riders negotiated a mile at a rapid
clip, and then the first real mishap of
the morning occurred. Bird, while rid-
ing at a 2:30 pace, suddenly rode over
some hard, sharp substance which puno-
tured his new racing tires so quickly that
a leud report announced the discouraging
news. It was discovered that the punc-
ture was a good slzed one, and the race
would have ceased there and then but
for the providential fact that Henze was
provided with a large plug which ef-
fectually closed the hole.

This delayed matters nine minutes, and
when the tandem riders returned to re-
mount their machine they found the hind
tire flat. Without any further delay Bird
climbed on to hls racing Rambler and
rode the next fifteen miles, unpaced, in

43 minutes. There he was picked up
by “Birnie” Bird, his brother, and Mec.
Cullum, who carried him to Minne-

haha street, when their tandem also sus-
tained a puncture, and Tom continued to
St. Louis bridge unpaced, a distance of
flve miles.

Here Collander and Price Jjoined the
lone rider and kept him company as far
as the Hotel St. Louis, a matter of ten
miles. On thls stretch the bicycle path
was crowded with plenickers on  their
way to various resorts, and several min-
utes were lost as a result of their clum-
siness in persisting to turn out the
wrong way. From the hotel Price and
Lewis, of Minneapolis, took him back
to tne brilge, and for a portion of the
road the would-be record breaker had to
walk through the loose sand.

“Birnie” Bird and McCullum were at
the bridge and they brought him to the
finishing point at a lively gait, and the
long ride came to an end at 10 o’'clock
exaetly, five hours after the start.

On this last stretch the journey was
interrupted through a weed getting mix-
ed up with Bird’s chain, and another de-
lay of a minute was the result.

Speaking of his ride, Bird said yester-
day afternoon: ‘“In spite of numerdus
and most unexpected delays, I managed
to finish only six minutes behind the rec-
ord. With any kind of luck I should
have done it in 4:40, and I shall do it
in that time before many days are over. 4

“My showing under so many adverse
conditions encourages me in the belief
that I can lower the national century rec-
ord of 4:37, and this also I shall attempt
to lower within the next month.”

It must be ocomceded that Bird's per-
formance of yesterday was a wonder-
ful exhibition of nerve and pluck under
most trying clrcumstances, and when he
next goes after the record the ald cycling
war horse will carry with hitm thg best
wisheg and hopes of every cyclist in the
Northwest. :

One hundred miles in 5 hours, with over
a fifth of the distance riddem wunpaced,
is a record of which any rider might
well be proud and one which speaks vol-
umes for the stamina and gameness of
Tom C. Bird.

ADDRESSING A SOVEREIGN.

Special Forms Are Observed in
Each of the Europeam Courts.

The simple title “Madam’—reduced in
practice to “Ma’am’—is, as most people
know, all that serves between Victoria
and her court to mark the former’'s dig-
nity as the ruler of a world-wide empire,
Had Britaln a king he would be no more
than *“Sire,”” the old French form et
“8ir,” sacred to royalty; With us the
term “Your majesty” is” only for serv-
ants and ceremonial oeeasions.

Not everyone is aware, hewaver, that
thera are few other conrts where this
wholésome simplicity prevails. The em-
peror of Germany is ‘‘Majestat”’—there
is no pronoun in the title—to all and
sundry; even to his family. except when
in absolute privacy. The omperer of
Austria is “'Eurer majestat’” at all times
and under all circumstances; the king of
Greece iz “Votre majeste’”’—French being
the court langvage—and our recent visit-
or, the kihg of Sweden, is ‘“Ers majes-
tat’”” Thelr royal consorts are zddressed
with the same formality.

Only at the courts of Belgium and Italy
may the soversign be greeted as “‘Sire,”
or “Madam,” though the etiquette of the
Russlan court permits - it when the
French larguage 18 belng used. When
Russtan is belng spoken Nicholas II. is
to his courtiers and officlals “Czar’—etr-
ployed, like the: Prussian ‘‘Majestat,”
without a proncun. To the Ups of a Rus-
sian peasant fate to face with his sov-
ereign the time honored *‘Little Father”
or “Little Mother” would spring, as
would “Excellenza” to. those of an Ital-
lan—that melodious southern tongue hav-
ing no other equivalent for ‘‘Majesty.”

It should be noted .in passing that not
even their most privileged eourtiers may
speak to monarchs wunless they ars
spoken to. This plece of etiquctte does
not work out quite sorstifly as might be
expected; once embarked on a conversa-
tion vemarks and opinionss may be of-
fered with a due amoumt.of tact.

HANDSOME VIRGIL, ANOTHER OF
THE EARP FAMILY, GOES TO
HIS ACCOUNT

PISTOL SHOT FROM COWBOY

Had Several Notches on His Gun—
Most of His Killing Pone
While a Pence
Officer.

A fourth book In the wild, red history
of the Earp family was closed In ‘Wilcox,
Arizona, last Sunday. Cowboy Boyett
wrote “flnis” with a pistol shot on the
last page of handsome Virgil’'s record,
Just as it had been written by Ike Cian-
ton for Jullan and by some unknown for
Morgan down in Tombstone twenty years
ago.

In the early and tumultuous days of
Tombstone the Earp boys were more fa-
mous than the mines that made the town,
says a correspondent of the Philadelphla
North American. Thelr record was writ-
Lten in red with a free hand, and they
were admired, hated and feared as heart-
ily and by as many men in the territor-
fes as ever wera the James boys in old
Missouri. Strong, daring, expert with
lethal weapons and quick to use them,
governing their relations with thelir fel-
low men by the simple, primitive code
that Kentucky gave (o the Southwest,
the Earps were an epitome of the life
of the frontler a quarter of a century
ago, before the railroad carried the East
and the ten commandments to the West,
blotted out the frontier and brought its
romance so nfar that it lost its lure and
revealed its ugly blots and blemishes to
the coldly critical eye of the law-abiding
states.

The Earps were the natural product of
their time and the raw-edged soclal comn-
ditions of a pioneer eommunity, and they
were no worse than most of their fellows
—better than many, because in them the
qualities of sturdy, vigorous, impulsive
manhcod were more highly developed.

THEY WERE BAD MEN.

Judged by the code of clvilized, sober-
minded soclety, they would not *stack
up' very well. They were gamblers, fa-
ro dealers and fighters. They might not
have been conscious of the impulses
which made them seek those piaces where
life was wildest and roughest, but they
were in full natural sympathy with him
who wrote:

Oh, for a lodge in the red, red West,

On the crest of a crimson hiil,

Where I can paint without restraint

Creatlon redder still.

The Earps were man killers. Now, that
does not mean that they were assassins,
murderers in the sense that Holmes was a
murderer. But with them, as with most
men of the border, thers were other
things more sacred than human life.

According to their code—the same code
that aH of us acecept without a shiver as
perfectly natural when we read ‘““The
Three Guardsmen,” “A Gentleman of
Frauce,” the Arthurlan tales or any me-
dieval or ancient romanee or history—ae-
cording to that ccde they were not mzle-
factors when they shot a man in sudden
quarrel or in enforcement of law,

As Wyatt Earp, the oldest and now tne
only living member of the (uintette, said
to me, complaining somewhat resentiuily
of the tendency of newspaper writers to
speak disapprovingly of his feats of
slaughter, “I can’t blame myself for any
of the trouble I've had.”

Killlng a man, in frontier parlance, is
*trouble.”

“I never killed a man unless I haa to
do it”

WERE AGENTS OF THE LAW.

In fact, the Earps did most of their
killing as peace cfficers, as did most ot
the noted “bad men” of the West. In
rough frontier towns men of their sort
were in demand as marshals, deputy

sheriifs and general preservers of the
peace, and the only effective way to pre-
serve the peace was to obliterate thoso
who disturbed 1t unreasonably.

Tombstone in the early days was infest-
ed by many men who necded killing, and
the Earps were employed to pacify the
town. Sheriff White had been killed in
the streets by a desperade called Curly
Bill, and the disorderly element was car-
rying things with a high hand. Virgil
was made city marshal and the other
brothers were commissioned formally or
informally to assist in the pacification.
The problem was somewhat simtlar to
the onae that confronts the professional
man killers who have been sent to spread
the light of peace and oivilization in
China.

In some way the Clanton tribe of Texan
cattlamen ot mixed up In the business,
and aft a few killings fer the good of
the town a feud was engendered between
the Clantons and the Earps, culminating
in a pitchred battle in the streets, The
details of that battle are plcturesquely
crimson, and have been told many times
It was a fine, spectacular exhibition of
nerve, skill, courage and contempt for
sudden death. The Earps won, and in
the subsequent pursuit of the routed
Clanton clan CGurly Bill, who had joined
them bhecause on general principles he
was opposed-to peace officers and had ta
be in a fight that was going, was wiped
out with a handful of buckshot from a
“sawed-off’” in the hands of Doec Holla-
day, himself a noted promoter of mortu-
ary statistics,

A BITTER FEUD.

Then Morgan Earp was killed in Tomb-
stone by some member of the opposition,
who flrea a load of buckshot at him
through the window of a billlard hall
The feud went on and became entirbly
disassociated from the peaceful Inter-
ests of the town and the tawful dutles
of the Earps, and when Wyatt killed

_—

Frank S8tillwell, under the impression
that he “had to do it,” Tombstone wear=-
fed of the fighting and asked the Earps
to_select another battle ground.
Warren, another brother, got killed
in some dispute, it matters not what,

even if it could be recalled readlliy, and
the residue of the Earps moved up to
the Gunnison.

Then a feminine Earp had to get in and
complicate matters by falllng in love
with a Clanton and runnlng away yith
him. The three Earp brothers foliow-
ed thelr Injudiciously impulsive sister
and her lover, and corralled them In a
mine tunnel. Julian undertook to maln-
tain the family honor and intalerance of
the Clantons as such by fighting a duel
with Jke Clanton, the Lochlnvar of the
episode, and Ike kiled him, Two years
later Wyatt and Virgll refurbished the
family pride and emphasized their dis-
approval of the Clantons by aholishing

thelr sister’s husband with pistol shots,

By that time the red glow had begur
to fade out of the West, and after ohifter-
ating a few bad men in Colorado Virgil
and Wyatt trekked to California and set-
tled down to faro dealing and referecing
prize fights. Wyatt's exploit in the Wiz-
sintmons-Sharkey fight in 8an Francisco
left him in worse odor than did any of

his little “trolibles” in the territories
And now Virgil has gone the way of the
gun-fighters, boots and all. He banked
too heavily on his reputation, and told
Cowboy Boyett to go and “hegl” him-

self, Joyett did as he was bld and he
returned, and the story goes that Virgil
remembered ali too late that he himself
was not ‘‘heeled’’ and said so. but Boyett
had no right to believe that Virgil Earp
was . without a gun, and he pulled the
trigger and closed Virgil’'s account on
earth.
