TRIALS OF HUNTING DOGS.

Setters and Peinters in the
Contest,

STOUX FALLS, 8. D, Aug. 28.—(Spe-
cial.)—Today commenced the great field
day trials of hunting dogs from through-
out the Northwest, and the Eastern
states -as well, on a course necar this
city. The ground upon which the trials
are being conducted is located about six
miles west of Sioux Falis, and is proba-
L'y as good a course for the trials as
could be found in the Northwest. For
a month past men have constantly pa-
trolled it and have kepl poachers away
from the game. The grounds are three
by six miles in size and are well fllled
with prairie chickens. Today the dogs
were taken to the field and employed in
finding the chickens and pointing them.

Thomas Johnson, of Winni-
peg, is acting as judge, and on his de-
cisions will rest the purses and ratings.
There will be two big trials—that for
dogs born since Jan. 1, 189, which is
called the derby, and is a sweepstakes,
and the other for the all-age stake for all
dogs that have never won first prize in
a field trial. The prizes In each event
are about $125. The dogs entered in the
contests are worth an aggregate of fully
$15,000. About thirty prominent dog
owners from various sectionzg of the
country are heie to witness the contests.
