COUNTY COMMISSIONERS HESITATE
OVER SPENDING $4,000 ON
THE JAIL

SEEK MORE LEGAL ADVICE

—_———

More Than Anxious to Get the
Fower to Issue Thousands

© of Dollars ef
Bonds.
The county commissioners met last

night and sought to find some way out
of the new jail tangle. Scarcely anything
was accomplished.

A communication from County Attor-
ney Bigelow, .in reply to a request,
was received and placed on file. Im his
opinion, the counsel stated that the
county commission was net authorized to
issue bonds for the purpose of buying
real estate. In the case of the several
thousand dellars overdraft om the road
and bridge fund, he stated that any im-
proper charges made against that “und
mignt be charged to other funds, and
that the board was the judge of the pro-
priety of the different charges that have
been made from .time to time.

Commissioner Quehl, who was under
the impression that Assistant County At-
torney Zoliman had rendered am opinion
to the effect that the board had a right
to issue bonds for a jail site, closely
questioned that gentleman, without much
success. He denied having made any
such statement.

Commissioner Hardick said that some-
how or ether they had got the erroncous
idea that they had the power to go
ahead as they were doing and erect the
jail, and buy the site, too, if they wish-
ed. But the attorney stated that the
board had ne general authority te is-
sue bonds.

Commisioner Hardick introduced a mo-
tion instructing the county auditor to
ascertain ' from the state investment
beard whether it would be possible f[or
the county to borrow money for a jail
site from the state of Minnesota. The
metion earried.

The commissioners, hoping that soms
way might be found out of the limijta-
tions in regard to the issuance of bonds
as set down by the county attorney..v.ot-
ed to request Bigelow to ask an opinion
of the state attorney general. .

The proposition to repair the oid jail
instead of building a new one was
brought up by thzs reading of the follow-
ing cemmunication: g
Hon. Rudolph Schiffman, Acting Mayor
of 8t. Paul:

At your request, we examined the jail
buiiding, ¥itth and Cedar streets, and
find the following eonditions:

The south wall we consider unsafe, as
it is very badly buckled. There is nine-
ty-five feet in length of this wall and
thirty feet in height that ought to‘be
taken down and rebuilt and thoroughly
anchored to the front wall, putting in
large windows in the new wall to glve
meore light and air te the cells.

Stone tables on north amd south wall,
west end, should be braced fiom inside.
We find the plumbing in very bad con-
ditfen. The main supply from street is
too small to flush the clesets. [t Tre-
quires. new plumbing throughout,
ventilation to eells.

removed. -
The wooden stairs, seuth side of build-
ing, to be repaired.

Commissioner Powers said that -—only
$2,000 had been appropriated for jail
maintenance and tke repairs could not
come out of that fund.

The report was laid ever to be cunsil-
ered at a future meeting.

Commstsioner Powers moved that the
county auditor be requested to furnish
an itemized statement of all bills and ec-
timates for roads and bridges charged
against the road and bridge fund frem
April 1 to date, also ihe baiance of
money to the credit at present. It was
carried unanimously.

Some complaints against the estimates
furnished by the county surveyor were
brought up. Tre county auditor at the
next meeting will furnish an accounting
of expenses of the surveyor's office dur-
ing the last two years.

Bids on the under grade ecrossing of
Rice street, at its jurction with the Soo
road, were received. The bids ruunged
from $6,500 to $3,595, as follows:

INTERESTING PAPER READ AT
HISTORICAL SOCIETY'S MEETING
ABOUT LOUISIANA PURCHASE

DID NOT KNOW ITS WORTH

The Great French Warrior Was
Afraid Great Britain Would

Steal It From Him, and
Therefore Sold It.

The executive council of the Minnesota
Historical society was entertained last
night at‘the capitol building with an in-
terosting and instructive paper read by
Dr. James K. Flosmer, Minneapolis, enti-
tled “How Napoleon Seld Louisiana and
kought a Great Battle About It which
Histery Has Neglected.”

This subject was in econtinuation of
previous papers read before the society
by Hen. N, P. Langford, of St. Paul, and
Samuel M. Davis, of Minneapolis, who
had treated quite freely the American
side-of the negotiation of the Louisiana
purehase in 1803. Additional infermation
concerning this most important event
in the development of the United States
has been eobtained by Dr. Hosmer from
memoirs pubtisaed in France and littie
known by American historians. >

It was shown-that Louisiana was real-
1y bestowed on the United States by Na-
peoleon, who, on the brink of renewal of
war with England, preferred that this
vast fertile province, with all its grand
possibilities, should be ceded to our re-
publicrather than that it should be wrest-
ed from !'rance by the powerful navy of
Engiand. Mcnree and Livingsten had
endeavored to purchase New Orleans and
the mouth of the Mississippi, but during
long and tedious negotiations had re-
ceived little enceuragement of success.
Suddenly, and unexpectedly to the Amer-
ican negotiators, Napoleon decided that
‘we must purchase the whele prevince,
stretching froem the Gulf of Mexico (o
the British beundary at the forty-ninth
parallel, and from the west bank of the
Mississippi to the Rocky mountains, Jef-
ferson and his envoys were at first great-
ly embarrassed, not feeling sure that
the purchase of this vast region would
receive the approval of congress.

Why Napoleon, after being very anx-
ious to eobtain and keep Louisiana, thus
suddenly changed his mind and became
anxious -instead to sell it to the United
States, was narrated and clearly account-
ed for by Dr. Hosmer, who stated that the
first comsul of France encountered great
opposition against his decision to sell
Louisiana, and how he met that opposi-
tion. Public sentiment in France and the
feelings of his own family were strongly
against the alienation of so flne a prov-
ince. His brothers then possessed great
influenee, ard they withstood him stoutly.
Napoleon, however, insisted vpon having
his ewn way, for the first titlne assuming
autocratic power; and it is impossible to
adequately estimate the effect of this de-
cision upon the destiny of our country.
This was the first aceession of new terri-
tory to the United States. It met, in-
deed, with strenuous opposition by patiri-
otic statesmen in congress; but a majority
approved and ratified the treaty.

The New York Independent, said Dr.
Hosmer, suggests that a statue of Napo-
lecn be inaugurated in St. Louis, in con-
nection with the centennial celebration of
the Iouisiana purchase in 1803, Such a
statue In that central city of our coun-
try, the largest city in the wvast tract that
was called Louisiana, would be appropri-
ate, the speaker thought, in view of the
grand benefits accruing to' the TUnited
States from territorial expansion by the
Louisiana purchase, which came to us
from Napo!eon, unexpected and unsough®.

After the reading of the paper by Dra»
Hosmer, buciness of a routins nature was
transacted. The severe fllness of D. L.
Kingsbury, anrounced at the meeting,
who had been librarian of the society for
seven years, was the occasion of expres-
sions of hope for a quick recovery, and
reselutions were drawn up expressing
sympathy for him in his illness.

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STATE BOARD OF EQUALIZATION
ADOPTS SOME IMPORTANT
AMENDMENTS

G0 BY LAST YEAR'S AVERAGE

Assessments Falling Short of Last
Year's Average Will Be Raiscd
—Assessments Razised in
Several Countices.

The state beard of equalization met yes-
terday, and in the matter of equalization
of the assessments of state and natlonal
banks, the following, which has been the
rule of the board for several years past,
was adopted:

“From the sum of the eapital stock sur-
plus and undivided profits of the bank,
deduet the amount of the legally author-
ized investments in real estate, ete., and
take 50 per cent of the remainder as the
assessable value of the shares of the
bank stock.”

A motion to raise such asgessments, as
do net equal these of last year, to last
Vear's average, was carried.

One yvear old stoek assessments wess

raiged. 10 per cent in the following coun-
ties:  Cariton, Dakate, Freeborn, Jack-
son, Lincoln, Pipestone, Redwood. Riee,
Aitkin, Swift’ Wabasha and Wright; 15
per cent in Benton, Kenebec and Red
T.ake; 5 per cent in Renville and 20 per
cent in Polk. Later a 10 per cent reduc-
iion was made in Itasca, Morrfs and Wa-
dena counties.
A basis of value for the equalization of
the assessments on horses was them
adopted as follows: One year old, $ to
$11 each; two years old, $I5 to $17; three
years old, $25 to $35; one year old cattie,
$67 cach.
