LAKES

WORST STORM IN MANY YEARS

Steam:r Johan D.+Lyon and Schoon-
er Dundee Found Their Last
Resting Places in Lake
Erie,

CLEVELAND, O. Sept. 12.—The tall
end of the West Indian hurricane which
::swept over Lake Erie last night proves
gto have been the most disastrous storm

that has visited this vicinity for some
years. The wind at times attained a
velocity of sixty miles an hour and was
then blowing from the west, having a
i clear sweep of the lake. Dispatches are
now being received and tell of shipping
disasters that resulted from the gale,
At least two vessels were sunk, carrying
down with them several persons, and a
number of other vessels have reached
iport in a badly damaged condition. The
!John B. Lyon, a 255-foot steamer, owned
iby C. W. Gilchrist, of this city, found-
| ered about five miles off Conneaut, 0.,
;and all but two of her crew of sixteen

were lost. The schconer Dundee sank
about fifteen miles off this port, and the
cook, a woman, was drowned, the mas.
ter and crew escaping on a raft.

The steamer City of Erie, with 300 pas-
| sengers on beard, left Buffalo at 7
,'o'clock last evening. A moderata wind
{ was blowing at the time. Wken ol
the port of Conneaut the steamer was
struck by the terrific westerly gale that
1 had been hiowing. She enccuniered a ti-
dal wave, which went clear over the bul-

, warks, smashing some of the upper
works. The engine was slowed
and the steamer headed for the anadian
shore for safety. She arrived here at
4 o'clock this morning, ten hours late,
| with all her passengers safe.
i The steamer Nimick left this port Tues-
' day evening, but was unable to buffet the
sea. She was badly buffeted and a tug
' finally brought her back to port. A
deck hand named Frank Sioan was bad-
ly hurt.

SWEPT BY THE WAVES.

The steamer Cornell, light, left last
. evening for Fairport to pick up her con-
sort, the schooner Bryn Mawr, which
. had dragged her anchor and drifted
! eight miles down the lake. The Cornell
{ finally succeeded in picking up the Bryn
Mawr, but the sea knocked off her
smoke stack and damaged her other-
wise,

The steamer Iroquois went ashora ncar
this city, but was taken off by a tug.
The tug Morgan, bound down the lake,
with a Standard Oil barge in tow, en-
countered the steamer Robert Rhodes,
making for shelter behind Plee island.
The Rhodes had been badly battered and
most of her bulwarks were gone. The

night and reached Detroit this evening,
being urable to make the port of Cleve-
land during the storm.
