DENIES FIGHT WAS A FAKE

Former Champion Corbett, Accom-
panied by His Manager, George

Cousidliif, Mild I* 111. High Spirits.

QUEF3NSTGWN, Sept. 14.—A repre-
sentative of the Associated Press, on
boarding today the Cunard line steamer
Campania, from New York, handed to
James J. Corbett, the pugilist, a num-
ber of dispatches relative to the charges
made against him in New York. He
read them and said:

"It is ridiculous to say that my fights
with Sharkey and McCoy were fakes."

Cerbett and Marguerite Corneille, tha
actress, were booked as "Mr. and Mis.
Martin." Her mother was with her and
Coibett occupied a separate stateroom.

Corbett and his manager, George Con-
sidine, were found on the promenade
deck. The pugilist was apparently in
nigh spirits.

"The allegations of Mesdames'" Cor-
bett and McCoy," he said, /'are too ri-
diculous to speak about. I am here
mostly on a pleasure trip, which I had 1

long contemplated with Considine. I
may, perhaps, take 1 art in scm;; spoiling
exhibitions. I 'have no present inten-
tion of abandoning the ting. '.-^??r-'

'"We traveled under assumed names just
to have a quiet ciepuituie. i would re-
gret for the latiy's .sake if her name got
publicity. l was only introduced to
Mile. Corneille on starting fiom New
York, and Considine, being acquainted '=with her. took the tickets in the name at
'Martin.'
'I do not think my wife has taken

divorce proceedings. Peihaps She has
said unkind things in haste, which hay«
been intentionally magnified by enen
and busybociies. but my character is too
well known and my friends will not .give
credit to lying reports.*'

DENIES THE FAKE STORY.
Corbett did not teem much surprised

on learning that his wire was comingover, but he refused to credit what hecalled the "wild statement" attributed to
her. Both Con?idine and Co;b?u laugh-
ed heartily when the allegations regard-
ing the McCoy-Ccrbett fight were readover. Considine said:

"They are just rylng statements put
forward by New Yorkers who have sore
heads and lost money on the battle. Lor-
bett never knew the lady until he was
introduced to her as we were about leav-ing New York."

The report that.he had taken with him
$17,000 greatly tickled Corbett, who saidthat in any event that was his private
