Coy would agree to lay down to him.

So McCoy
drew out of the Amsterdam bank $10,000
in Canadian Pacific bonds, which were
drawing 5 per cent interest, and depos-
ited them as evidence of good- faith. Ed-
die Burke held them. They were re-
turned to McCoy the Monday after the
fight.

Young* Barbour shot himself: Thursday
I evening at a Brooklyn hotel, situated in
| the shady part ofVtrre city, his body be-; ing found Friday morning. He had c.me
\ to the place with a young woman, whowas describad as being beautiful to a !
degree. She disappeared, and the events
leading up to the affair might have re-
mained hidden had she not been found in
Seney hospital Brooklyn, „ with a bullet
wound in her breast. This wound, shesays, was indicted by Barbour. '-•'\u25a0

The young woman in the case is Miss
Helen Southgate Forbes, nineteen years
of age. When a child she was adopted by
Bishop Horatio Soiithgate, a distinguish-
ed Protestant Episcopal missionary and
Orientalist, ;who died some years ago.
The -girl wa.s given a most thorough
schooling, and .at the convent in George-
town, D. C, she was perfected in music
and languages. While at the convent =h"e
became converted to Catholicism, which
led to an estrangement with Mrs. South-gate, her ;foster mother, and the girl as-
sumed the name of Forbes. This was
two years ago. She went West, and
the family heard nothing of her until this
summer, when Mrs. Sjuthgate, visiting
the Rev. Dr. Edward Southgate, an
adopted , son of the bishop, an Episcopal
clergyman in Baltimore, found the girl
visiting at his home.; She invited her to
visit her at Good ;Ground, L. 1., where
the Southgates and Barbours had adjoin-
ing summer homes for many years,
though at the time of the separation the
older woman was 'exceedingly , angry
and had gone into court to have the legal
adoption by the , bishop dissolved.

YOUTH FELL IN LOVE.
The girl, according to the Rev. Henry

M. Barbour, was-so'charming in manner
that he expressed no 1

wonder that his son
Hem y became fascinated with her. They
were together V frequently, and among
other recreations practiced revolver
shooting, and it was with the revolver
thus used that the shooting was done.
It is said she was one of the five daugh-

ters of a New York'- drug-gist now dead
Wednesday the girl left the Southgate
home at Good Ground, saying she was
going to visit friends 1 in Brooklyn. Young
Barbour followed" her, and the tragedy
came. According to her story, he. was
drinking heavily at the hotel where they
went and proposed a double suicide, she
accepting the proposal. They first burn-
ed off all the laundry marks on their
clothing, then lay. down on the bed, and
Barbour shot her in the right breast.
He then killed himself by sending a
bullet into his mouth. She was only
wounded, and quickly; left the room and
hotel, going to Seney hospital. The phy-
sicians there are in doubt as to her re-
covery. In trying to destroy all marks
of identification the couple forgot to
burn a num"ser of pawn tickets which
Barbour had in his pockets, and these
led to the identification and unraveling
of the mystery. t ';••„.;

Helen Southgate was operated upon
in Seney hospital,' Brooklyn, today by
surgeons, who successfully removed
from her breast the bullet. The young
woman is resting f. well tonight. She is
not yet out of danger, but unless com-
plications arise, her. recovery is practi-
cally assured. While she is not even
nominally under arrest, it would seem to
be the intention of the Brooklyn police
to have Miss Southgate detained at least
until the story she has told has been
thoroughly investigated. The hospital
authorities have been requested to notify
the police as soon as' she has passed the
clanger point. — &t ,

PUTS INDIANA IN AS WEIL

Richard Croker Has Promised His
State Guv. Roosevelt Has an

Interesting Ti'ii* Across.

CHJCAGO, Sept. 16.—J. G. Johnson,
chairman of the ! Democratic'national
executive committee, yesterday told some

! of the reasons why he and his fellow-
campaign managers are counting on
Democratic victories in three states most
frequently mentioned in current political

discussion—New York, Indiana and Ohio.
For New York the Democrats have Rich-
ard Croker's promise, and seem to set
much store by it.

"Mr. Croker told me at Kansas City,"
said Mr. Johnson, "that Mr. Bryan's

chance of carrying New York depended

on how much more than 70,000 majority

could be got for him in the city—Greater

New York, I suppose he meant — in
other words, that the Republicans' were
likely to come down to Harlem bridge

with about 70,000. He said this, mind
you, in July, before the campaign was
opened and before anything had been
done to ascertain public feeling in New
York or elsewhere. .'-:*•\u25a0

"A few days ago Mr. Croker told a rep-
resentative of our national committee
that he could promise Mr. Bryan a ma*

jority below Harlem bridge of not less
than 83,000 or 90,000. His estimate of what
the Republicans would do above Harlem
bridge had not been raised and probably

would be lowered. His estimate is con-
firmed by our advices from other
sources."

INDIANAALREADY POLLED."
Mr. Johnson has just returned from of-

ficial conferences with the leading Dem-
ocratic politicians in Indiana and Ohio.
Of them he said:

"We had 125 men in our conference at
Indianapolis, embracing county chair-
men, state committeemen and candidates.
From their reports I gathered that Na-
tional C'ommitteeman Taggart and State
Chairman Martin had perfected the best
organization Democrats had had in years.
Their polls show that the state is Demo
era tic now. The Republicans cannot get
it except by wholesale purchase. It has
been estimated in other.- yea"rs that In-
diana has a large purchasable vote. Tho
Republicans will buy it this year if they
can. Chairman Hernly, of their state
committee, has already virtually served
notice to that effect on the purchasable
contingent by having himself interviewed
by a newspaper which reaches the pur-
chasable districts and saying fhree times
in that interview that 'the Republican
party does business on business princi-
ples' and will do business this year when
the time comes. That 'business' is the
only thing we have to fear in Indiana.

FREE GIVING IN OHIO.
"At Columbus, 0., yesterday, we had

a similar conference, with more men pres-
ent. I was particularly struck by this
incident: "When the question of campaign
funds arose, man after iran in that meet-
ing got' up and pledged himself for $303
and $500 and $1,000. When politicians who
are not candidates do that" without urg-
ing, they think they are going to win,
and mean to work to win. And Ohio pol-
iticians are not rainbow chasers.

"Ohio men telr me that the stand taken
by Mayor Jones, of Toledo, will swing a
large body of.his supporters of last year
to Bryan.

GOV. ROOSEVELT'S TRIP.

Made No Speeches, but Met Quite a
Xumber of People.

GLENDIVE, Mont., Sept. 16.-The
Roosevelt special remained at Bismarck
until 6 o'clock today when it pulled out
for the Sunday trip to Miles City, 300
miles distant. There was no speech mak-ing during the d«y, but there was some
hand shaking and some very friendly
and informal interchanges of regard, bs-
tween the New York governor and thepeople along the route.

At New Salem two Lutheran clergy-
men with members of their congregations
were at the station to greet the governor
and to shake his Land.

At Mandan the congregat'onal minister
with some of his people was at the sta-
tion.
At Dickinson a stop was made for an

hour to wait the passage of a heavy
freight train that had the right of way
in the opposite direction. Here were the
pastors of the Episcopal, the Methodist
and Presbyterian churches with members
of their congregations, who were present*
ed to Gov. Roosevelt on the station plat-
form. Quite a large number of the citi-
zens of the town generally were also at
the station to see the visitor.

The day was clear and cool, the first
frost of the season having fallen during
the night.

Soon after 11 o'clock the train began to
drop down over the ridge entering the
Bad Lands, and for many miles ran with-
out steam, the speed being regulated en-
tirely by the brakes. Gov. Roosevelt ac-
cepted an invitation to lunch today, ex-
tended by the newspaper correspondents
on the train, and he left his private car,
the Minnesota, visited the hotel car in
which they were domiciled far the trip
and dined on elk steak. Those accom-
panying the governor today were, I'nited
States Senators Hansbrough and Car-

ter, ex-Senator Wilson, of Washington;
Hon. John Praetor Clark of New York,
and Gen. Curtis Guild Jr., of Boston',
Mass. There is also on the train today
one Joseph T.. Ferris, who was with
Gov. Roo-Pevelt eighteen years ago when
he killed his first buffa*lo.*

In regard to this incident Mr. Forii3
says: "I was with him when he killed
his first buffalo, and he tells me that
he has the head yet, and would not
take anything for it. The killfng of thisbig game occurred forty-five miles smith-
west of Medora in the Bad Lands, not far
from the Montana line. Wo had been out
several times before without any luck,
but he said he intended to Stay until he
got a buffalo. On this day we were on
horseback three or four miles from the
camp, when we got a sight of the third
buffalo we had <ten on the trip, and the
only one we got near enough to for any
use. Both dismounted and the governor
killed him at the first fire. He was a fine
old bull. I carried the head behind on my
horse to camp. Roosevelt killed three or
four buffalo afterward."
At Medora, the right of way had to beyielded for nn hour to the regular busi-

ness_ of the road, and the Roosevelt
special was side-tracked for that pur-
pose.

This is the town where Marquis de
Mores is said to have sunk a large for-
tune in establishing immense slaughter
houses and packing houses. The mansion
occupied by the marquis and his family
stand on an adjacent blu - in sight of
the station half a mile away, deserted
and lonely.

Gov. Roosevelt found many personal
friends here, and during the stop he
mounted a broncho and rode mit on the
hills. The train arrived at G!endive at
2 o'clock.

The special arrived at Miles City at
6 o'clock and remained an hour. It then
proceeded to Billing-?., there to remain
during the night. At Miles City a num-
ber of people assembled to greet the
governor and to shake Honda with him.

Those who could do so grasped him by
the hand. This ended the unique ex- .-
periences of this Sunday in Dakota.
