The use of Intoxicating: liquor, cigarettes
and chewing gum, were -prohibited on the
Island. \u25a0' Swearing, boisterous ,'and Im-
proper language and conduct were abso-
lutely forbidden, and the absence of all
disorder and vulgarity . stamped this re-
sort as the most orderly part of the city.
Not one single arrest had \to be. made
for disorderly conduct, nor. was there any
occasion for it. This is i the part of the
whole undertaking of which our city has
the right to be proud. If those who con-
tributed by their generosity towards the
establishment of those baths had seen
the happiness of those who enjoyed them,
their satisfaction for having promoted
such an undertaking would have more
than compensated them for their outlay.
The baths and playgrounds and the beau-
tiful park connected with them. being so
easy of access, accommodated many
thousands during the - hot, swoltrj» days
in summer. They were a boon to all class-
es of people,, they extended their benefits
alike to the rich and the '.poor, to the
young and the old. No distinction was
made,. nor was there any distinction de-
manded. The benefit which they have
been to our city is not all they have ac-
complished, but they have given an; Im-
petus, and have been an object lesson to
other communities to enter upon the same
kind of work.

At the meeting of the board of alder-
men last night Health : Commissioner
Ohage presented his report to the city
council, tilling of the public baths on
Harriet island and their management.
Afterkeeping twenty-six employes on the
pay roll and paying^.'.! other expenses,
the enterprise has "earned $15.12, although
everything was conducted as near cost as
possible. The commissioner tells of the
Innumerable ways that the baths have
helped the city. The report follows:

To the Honorable the, Common Coun-
cil, City of St. Paul— Gentlemen: I have
the honor of submitting for your inspec-

tion and kind consideration this report of
the financial status and the management
of the St. Paul free public baths:

Cleanliness • and healthy outdoor exer-
cise being absolutely necessary to the
maintenance of good health, I came to
the conclusion that the establishment of
public baths and playgrounds, where
they could be in reach of all, came under
the province of the department of health.
With this conception of duty, and encour-
aged by ex-Mayor A. R. Kiefer, this de-
partment took the initial. steps towards
the accomplishment of this object in the
fall of 1899. .

After thorough and careful investiga-
tion a strip of waste land lying in the
Mississippi river, in the midst of our city,
between Wabasha and high bridge, was
found in every respect suitable for this
purpose. This 1 tract' of land, known as
Harriet island, was virtually the property
of no. one, but a huge sandbar overgrow:*
with brush, y wir.ows and other trees.
After considerable difficulty those parties
having an interest in the..land were, lo-
cated and most of tho^e donated theirrights and titles to the commission of
health, for the purpose of establishing
public baths. Notably amongst these
were ex-Gov. Ramsey, Mr. John Farrinjr-
ton, Messrs. Bernheimer, of New York,
and others, while the interest others had
in the property was purchased. All back
taxes were paid, and all right, title and
interest ;in the property was vested by
deed in. the commissioner, of health.' :

-The water-front, on ; the north side of
the island,, facing the city, consisting of
a sandbar, of an even, gravelly bottommore than 1,100 feet in length, and from100. to 200 feet in width, covered by fiomone to five feet of water. \u25a0 The water wasmany : times examined' chemically andbacteriologically, and found satisfactory
in every instance. ,

The land was of absolutely no commer-
cial value, except for this purpose, as ft
is.- often, in the spring; covered with wa-
ter aud 3*nfJLs: f<?r habitation. A crew ofmen were set to .work early in October,
last year, to rid the island "from under-brush and get the ground in shape. forputting up the buildings. In planning and
designing these the engineer's department
very cheerfully lent a willing help, which
this department, hereby gratefully ac-

The object of . the health commissioner
is to have this whole work done and

•paiii' for, ( with the aid of some of our
public-spirited: citizens, so as to make
this entire establishment a gift to the

\u25a0. Most- of our ...'fellow- citizens who are '
financially:able to assist us as ! yet have
not been seen, and only lately has the
Commercial club . expressed ; enthusiastic
willingness, to help in this matter. In or-
der to show the necessity of such an es-
tablishment, and the good it has done,
I wish to submit the following figures:
During the '. season, comprising exactly
100 days, beginning on the 9th of June
and , ending on the 16th of September,
1900, 237,172 bathers were registered. Of
these 211,681 were males and 45,491 females.
The number of visitors to the park and

I playgrounds connected with the baths
exceeded 1,000,000. ; These numbers would
undoubtedly have \ been larger but for
the unfavorable weather and low stage of
the river during the greater part of the
season, and-the closing of the Wabasha

j street bridge. On the warmest days large
! numbers had to be turned away, simply
for want of adequate facilities to accom-
modate them.

While the; average death rate In the city
by drowning amounts lo about fifteen
lives . a year, during the entire season
there was not one single accident of any
moment, nor a single case of drowning,
which fact was due to the care and
watchfulness of. the attendants. Of the
bathers, eight.were' In danger of drown-
ing by being: seized with cramps, but all
were recovered,; five by life boats ana
three by diving after them. There were
at all times three or. four overseers on
the water, one of whom 'was always in
a lifeboat. ' All • were regularly commis-
sioned police officers, and the strictest or-
der was always maintained by courteous

The first paragraph of the notice to the
public, which was. posted in all the dress-Ing rooms, read as follows: "These baths
and playgrounds and everything pertain-
ing thereto belong to the citizens of St.
Paul—to you. You are part owner of
them, and. therefore interested in theirsuccess and reputation. Interest your-
self sufficiently in them by your own
good conduct and your treatment of
others that they may be a source of
healthy and joyful recreation for our fel-
low citizens, as intended." . V;~

This seemed to have created the feel-
ing of mutuality and the desire to please
one another. At any rate, the spirit pre-
vailed at all times over the entire island
that every sentence laid down in the fore-
going paragraph should be carried out to
its full etxent. The deportment of the
visitors and bathers was highly commend-
able, each striving to make the othor
