The report that Miss Clara .Barton is
ill and that she has been compelled to
leave is an error; she is indisposed,
though not seiiously so, and she remains
in her room; but she is directing the work
of. her assistants. A system has now
been inaugurated/ and the work is pro-
gressing smoothly, in conjunction with the
local relief committee.-. The Red Cross
society "has arranged to use the ware-
houses at Twenty-fifth and Strand 'as a
supply depot "and office.

They recommended to the general
committee that this be done.

AMERICANS LOST FORTY KILLED
AND WOUNDED.

SITUATION IS UNCHANGED

No Progress Whatever Has Been:
Made in Any Direction Toward

a Settlement of the
Strike. ;"-.

. HAZLETON, ' Pa., Sept. 19.—The third
day of the strike passed off as quietly as
the preceding days. Beyond the occa-
sional stoning of mine workers going to
or from their work, there has been no dis-
order. It was estimated -tonight that
about 70 per cent of the mine workers of
this region were idle today/ which is quite

•an increase over yesterday's figures.

President Mitchell did not -issue a final
statement because of his absence from
headquarters. He said, however, thai
from reports he had received he figured
on more than 126,000 being idle in the an-
thracite district. He added that most
gratifying reports were received from
this and the Schuylkill,district.

No negotiations for a settlement of the -
strike are yet in sight, and the situa-
tion in that respect is practically - the
same as yesterday.- The United Mine
Workers of this-section are confining'^
their: efforts to get the men to quit work
everywhere, believing that they cannot
successfully carry on the contest unless
every mine in the three districts is tied
up completely. The operators appear to
be doing nothing toward a settlement of
the trouble. They are working the col-
lieries, which are crippled, as best they
can. The mine owners in the Hazleton
district complain bitterly of what they
call the "cruel tactics" of the union.
They claim that- the workmen who are
still going to the mines are being intimi-
dated and even threatened with serious
bodily harm if the do not quit work. They \u25a0

also add that most of the men now idle
desire to resume work, but, through fear'of an assault, they do not leave their
homes."
