These words, the Bohemian national
cheer, shouted by 2,M0 stentorian voices,
ciosed the convention of the Western
Bohemian Catholic unien, at the Audi-
terium yesterday afternoon.

charge. The main floor of the Auditoriuia

presented a brilliant appearance . after
the delegates had been seated. Many of

the societies wore elaboraie military uni-
forms with glistening facings, swoud,
belts and helmets that were resplendent
with crimson and white or black piumes.
The uniformed sections were seated in
different parts of the hall and the con-
trast of the sober black oif the others
with t{he gorgeous paraphernalia of the
Knights of St. Wenceslaus, St. George
and St. Aloygius was a striking one.
All the speakers were apprecialively
received, none more so than Gov. Lind
or Mayor Robert A. Suith, both of whom
were happy in their complimentary refer-
ences to the visitors to the state and city.
The parade formed on Wastern avenu-
and Superior street and procecded to the
Auditorium via Sewventh, Sixilh, Sibley,
Seventh, Minnesota and Cedar.

In commencing, the governor apologizecd

magnificent a gathering, he jokingly ie-
marked, should be welcomed with sil-
very tones of oratory.

Proceeding, he complimented the as-
sembled Bohemians on the enthusiasm
they had displayed in organizing the par-
ade and meeting and expressed his grati-
fication in observing that the only na-
tional flag displayed was the American.
The Bohemians, with the other European
nationalities, settled in the Middle West
states, had contributed to make the coun-
try what it was today, and he was
pround to be able to tell them that in
proportion to their numbers they had
-contributed as much to the prosperity of
the land as had any one other element
in the community.

He was glad also to see that 80 mary
of those present belonged to fraternal so-
cieties.

It spoke well for them that of thejir
plenty they were setting aside provision
for their loved ones’ future use.

“Stay close to your church, it is a sure
anchorage,” continued the governor, and
then went on to mention the temptations
newly arrived immigrants were liable to
encounter. Away from their homes, ear-
ly associations and loved ones, newcom-
ers, in a country free from the restraln-
ing influences of home, were apt to stray
somewhat from the path which they trod
when in their native land. To guard
against this the teachings and influepce
of the church were the -best remedies,
and the faith which was theirs in their
old homes should not be departed from
in their adopted country.

“Neglect not to send your chlldren to
our common schools,” was the governor's
closing word of advice. .

MAYOR SMITH SPEAKS.

Mr. Smith welcomed the visitors to the
city and then pronounced a_ glowing
eulogy on the industry and intelligence
of the Bohemians, as evidenced by their
remarkable prosperity in this city. He
paid an especially warm compliment to
Rev. Father Rynda and spoke in high
terms of his unremitiing efforts on be-
half of the parish of St. Stanislaus, ef-
forts which had already resulted in the
erection of a beautiful church and con-
vent, and which wouid shortly resuit in
the building of a new school building.
These encomiums on their pastor were
highty appreclated by the rsverend
father's parishioners and the manner in
which they and all the other delegates
applauded, showed unmistakably that the
mayor's opinfon was shared by all.

Addresses were then delivered by Very
Rev. Tichy, of New Prague: Rev. Father
Hrachovsky, of Minneapolis, and Rev.
Joseph F. Studnicka, of ‘Wahpeton, N. D.,
who spoke eloquently in English.

British Ship Nonpareil Founders,
but Her Crew Is Saved.

NEW YORK, Sept. 30.—The British
tramp steamer - Glengoil, which arrived
from Alexandria, Egypt,;and other ports
in the Megditerranean, broughtinto port
twenty-nine shipwreceked ‘seamen, taken
from the British ship Nonpareil, Sept.
22. Their vessel foundered shortly after
they abandoned 'her:: Capt. Hatfield on
his arrival here, reported that his ship,
the Nonpareil, sailed: from New York,
Sept. 10, bound for Sourabaya, Java, with
a full cargo of cas¢ oil. Ten days after
leaving Sandy Hook, a strong South-
west gale sprang up and soon Increased
to the proportions: of a. hurricane.
