Furtfermore,
Cardinal Rampolla said that on no less
than three different occasions petitions
had been sent to the Vatican, in the name
of the Filiplno leaders, asking that direct
official relations be opened between them
and the Vatican, but the Vatican has al-
ways refused to listen to such petitions
out of consideration for tHe Amerlcan
government.”

Long List of Conservatives Re-

LONDON, Oect. . 1.—In the following
boroughs poiled today all the sitting
members were re-elected: Devonport,

Durham, Exeter, King’s Lynn, Peter-
borough, Preston, ‘Readlng, Rochdale,
Wigan, and the North and South division
of Westham.

In Durham the Unionists secured a ma-
Jority of 781 as against one of C5 at the
last election. The results in the other
borcughs showed little change with the
exception of a very significant increase
in the Unlonists mnajorities in Westham,
where In the North division, the Union-
ists secured a lead of 2,480 agalnst 780 at
the last clection and in the South di-
vision a lead of 1.19 against 775 in the
last election. Westham is a densely pop-
ulated, working class district at the
east end of Londen and the result there
seems to showithat the Liberals have
little to hope from the metropolis.

On the other hand Mr. Ma‘thew White-
Ridley, son of Sir Matthew ‘Wkite-Ridley,
the home secretary, was elected at Staley
Bridge, as a Unionist, by a majority of
only 8§ against & Unlonist majority of
785 secured by Mr. Sidbotham in the elec-
ticn of 1895,

Both the Conservative candidates were

elected at Piymouth, which is a double
barreled constituency.

At Oldham another *‘“‘Jdouble-barreled”
constituency, one® Liberal and one Con-
servative candidate have been elected,
the latter being »Mr. Winston Leonard
Spencer Churchillj: eldest son. of the late
Lord Randotph' €hurchill. © - .

CAPTURE OF CAPT. SHIELDS

NATIVE RUMORS AT MANILA OF
THE MARINDUQUE AFFAIR.

MANILA, Friday, Sept. 28.—(via Hong-
kong, Oct. 1).—Persistent native reports,
which are generally belleved, have been
current im Manila for several days to
the effect that Cdpt. Devereaux Shields,
and Company F, of the Twenty-ninth.
regiment of infantry, censisting of sixty-
four men, stationed at Boag, Marinduque
isiand, embarked Sept. 12, on the gunboat
and landed on the Marinduque coast, Sept.
14, where three hundred of the enemy,
armed with rifles, supposedly from Luzon,
surprised the Americans. The latter
fought for several hours, uatil their am-
munition was exhausted, after which they
were overpowered and surrendered, re-
lief being impossible. At least four of
the soldiers were killed, among whom,
according to reports, was Capt. Shields.
The Americans also had several wounded.
Lieut. Bates of the staff on board the
gunboat Yorktown, left Manila Mon-
day. After gathering troops at Batangas,
they proceeded to Marinduque to verify
the reports regarding the fate of Capt.
Shields and his men, and, in case the
native rumors were well founded, to
punish and release the captives. News
from this expedition is awaited with
some anxiety at Manila. In the mean-
while the censor prohibits the trans-
mission of news .concerning the affair.
Col. Edward Hardin, of the Twenty-
ninth regiment, who is now in Manila,
admits it is pogssible that the native re-
ports may be carrect.

The first mews. of, the disaster to Com-
pany I, of the Twenty-ninth regiment
was receied by the Associated Press
from Washington, Sept. 23, the cersor at
Manila, as shown in the dispatch of the
Assoclated Press from that city having
refused to permit the transmission of the
rews by cable gdirgct to the Associated
Press. Consequéntly, the correspondent
of the Associaied. Press was evidontly
compelled to send his message by hand
to Hong Kong, from which point it was
cabled to the Assaqciated Press here.

The minister has heard nothing of the
designation of officlals reported by Min-
ister Conger to act in concert in peace
negotiations, but he has no doubt it is
correct. ¢

The war department is in receipt of a
oablegram from General Chaffee, ind-
cating that he had received the instrue-
tions to withdraw most of the United
States forces from China, and had pro-
vided, in accordance with those instruc-
tions, for a legation guard. The aiss
patch follows:

“Received, Sept. 30, 1900, via Taku. Ad-
jutant general, Washington. Sept. 29,
30 cabled from Tien Tsin. Received yours
numbers 42 and 43. The Ninth infantry,
third squadron. of Sixth cavalry and
light battery will constitute legation
guard. Shall endeavor to get all sup-
piles to Tong Chow before water faiis.

—‘“Chaffee.”

Dispatches numbers 42 and 43 referred
to by Gen. Chaffeg were those containing
his mstructions withdraw the Amer-
ican troops frem Pekin.

FROM CANTON AND PEKIN.

Several important dispatche® were re-
ceived todiay from China. Generally
they tend to contirm the events recorded
Saturday. From Canton, Consul Mec-
‘Wade reports the issue of the decree
punishing Tuan and his colleagues, so
that tliere is no longer doubt as to tho
accuracy of Sheng's statement on that
pcint. Mr. Conger also has received of-
ficial notiiication of the Chinese peace
commission which was forecasted by
Minister Wu s advices several days ago.

Minister Conger made no reference to
the corndemnatory decree, hence it 1s In-
ferred that it was not issued when his
dispatch was sent iast Thursday. Tha
text of these two dispatches is as fol-
lows:

“Canton- (China), October 1, 1500. Sec-
retary of State, Washington. Decrees
Just issued—Emperor blames minisfers
for whoie trouble. Tuan, Kangi and
Gther ofiicials degraded and punisned by
imperial courts. Emperor holds "f'uan
and others entirely responsible for blood-
shed. —“McWade.”

Pekin, Sept. 27, 1900 (via Taku) Sept.
30, 1900.—Secretary of State, Washington.
Have received notice today from
Prince Chang that ae, Earl Li, Jung Lu
and Viceroys Tin-Kun-yi and Chang Chip
Tung will act in concert in negotiating
for peace. Jung Lu is in the interior.
Li liung Chang is at Tien Tsin.

It is evident that the two viceroys
mentioned are Liu-Kun-Yi, the viceroy
of Nanking, and Chang-Chip-Tung, the
viceroy of Wu-Chang, the difference in
spelling being in telegraphic transmis-
sicn. There has been some question as
to Yung-Lu beinz a member of the com-
mission, but Minister Conger’s report
setiles all doubt. Minister Wu already
has received an edict naming Yung-Lu
as cne of Lhe commission, but this was
questioned in other Chinese quarters.
The appointment is not llkely to be
satisfactory to any of the powers, as
Yurg-Lu has made himself almost as
offensive as Prince Tuan. He is general-
Lissimo of the imperial troops and is re-
gurded as mainly responsible for . the
persistent fight on the legations durlng
the crisis. The other commissioners are
highly acceptable. Earl Li and Prince
Cking are already favorably known, and
the two viceroys are among the first
enlightaned and pro-foreign men in the
empire.

T1IEN TSIN, Saturday, Sept. 29.—The
German minister, Dr. Mumm von
Schwartzenstein, has arrived here and

established himself provisionally at the
German consulate.

Baroness von Ketteler will start for
Japan soon cn board the German steams-
er Halle.

ACTION AT SANCHAKAN.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 1.—The war of-
fice announces that -dispatches from
Khabarovsk and Xharbin say Gen.
Tschitchagoff sent Col. Kopeiken with a
detachment of Cossacks, railroad troops
and volunteers to engage a force of Chi-
nese, who had occupied the railway -t
Sanchakan. The Russians won two Ob-
stinate fights, Forty-three dead Chinese
were left in the trenches after the seo-
ond engagement.

LEXOWING IN AN OHIO CITY

Sensational Allegations in the In-
vestigation of Alleged Bribery
for Award of Police Tele-
graph Contract.

CLEVELAND, O., Oct. 1.—The star wit-
ness thus far In the council bribery in-
vestigation was on the stand today. He
was W. H. Boyd, the attorney who rep-
resents the Chicago Municipal Signal
company, and the testimony he gave
startled even those who were sanguine
that if money had been pald to secure
the contract for_the police signal tele-
graph by the Gamewell company, the fact
would not be exposed. From Mr. Boyd's
testimony it appeared he suspected crook-
edness in the council even before the bids
for the police signal system were opened,
and that he watched the proceedings
closer than any one on the outside was
aware. He named councilmen whom he
declared he had reason for doubting al-
ways stood together in voting, among
them being President Steur himself.

The greatest share of the information
which Boyd declared he obtained on the
alleged crooked transactions, he says,
came from one of the eouncilmen alleged
to have been bribed.

Mr. Boyd, in his testimony, charged that
the Gamewell company promised to pay
$400 per vote, and that when the goods
were delivered, cut off the men with $200
each. At this, Mr. Boyd testifled, “some
of the councilmen were indignant, and
were seeking to “throw down’ the Game-
well company on the eontract for the fire
telegraph alarm system when it came up
for approval.

The witness also testified that Howard
S. Burgess, the clerk of the council, had
told him that money had been paid to
councilmen.

“Mr. Burgess told me,” sald Mr. Boyd,
‘“‘I am getting nothing out of this my-
self, but you know I am always on the
watch out for the boys, and if there is
anything I can get for them I go after
) Ay

He further testified that Councilman
O’Donnell had said to him that “How-
ard had told him that Directors Barrett
and Hyman were getting a ‘rake off’ of
$3,000 on the contract, and that he did
not like to see them hog everything.”
Also that “Howard was getting in his
work, and that if the Chicago Municlpal
Signal company wanted anything they
would have to go after it with the cash.”
