OBERLIN CARTER CASE.

Hearving in Application for Removal
of His Partners to Georgia.

NEW YORK, Oct. 1.—Hearing on the
application for the removal of the part-
ners in the Atlanta Construction com-
pany to the jurisdiction of the Georgia
federal courts was resumed today before
United States examiner. The session was
taken up in the identification, one by one,
of the notes, bonds and checks of Mr,
Westcott’s bank aeccount, which, the
prosecution claims, shows that the Gay-
nors and Greene gave to Capt. Carter &
full share in all thelr contracts, and from
which the defense promises to show that
Mr. Westcott was a partner in the
Greene-Gaynor combination and acted en-
tirely for himself and not for Capt. Car-
ter.

Mr. Wescott was unable to testify to
the details of the deposits submiited to
him by counsel. Counsel was anxious to
obtain from the witness details as to all
the deposits made by him during 189,
186 and 1897, and Mr. Wesecott could not
remember where he obtained the money
shown on the deposit slips. Counsel
asked If the moneys were not the pro-
ceeds of certain railroad bonds, but Mr.
Wescott could not tell him. The bocks
of Reed & Flagg, Mr. Wescott’s brokers,
were introduced to show his acecount
with them. Mr. Wescott salid he had
been buying and sciling stocks and bonds
all his life and could not recall any par-
ticular transaction of three years ago.

Mr. Wescott remembered the purchase
of only 400 shares of Delaware & Tacka-
wanna stock during his absence in Eu-
rope in 1837. Capt. Carter bought them
under a power of attorney, but register-
ed them in his own name. He trans-
ferred them later to the witness who sold
them for $1,525. Mr. Wescott identified
the slip showing that he had deposited
the money awith the Union Trust com-
pany. The eross-examination of Mr.
Wescott was still on when at 4:30 Com-
missioner Shields ordered an adjourn-
ment until tomorrow morning.
