FEDERATION BREAKFAST.

The feature of the federation midwin-
ter breakfast will be continued, but the
report of the committee on arrangements
indicated some radical changes in the fu-
ture arrangements of the function.

United States Treasurer Ellis H. Rob-

Treasury and the Money Market.” He

Decemper, 1899, which were entirely apart
from treasury operations, quotations for
call. money have not been above 5 to 7
per cent and then only for a short perlod,
while the ruling rate, although touching
2%, has ranged from 134 to 2% per cent.
. Prime commercial paper has found sale
{ from 3% to 4 and seldom has the quota-
| tion been above 4%, thomgh occasionally
touching 5 per cent. These low rates for
money, the lowest in the world, have
i brought Russia and Britain to borrow
from us, and Japan and Sweden to seek
. loang " here; last of all, Germany takes
$20,000,000. of our money. New York has
. bécome one of the two financial centers
i of the world. Without the outflow from
; the “treasury, all this would have been
impossible.

““The balance of trade in our favor for
three years averages $569,946,396. To our
stock of gold, every year since 1896, has
been added more than $100,000,000 on the
average—a record never before known
among nations. The go!d in circulation,
including the certification, has reached
$831,034,025, which is more than all our
currency prior to 1880, and is $10.63 per
capita of our population, which is higher
than the total circulation in 1862

“In spite of the vast outflow, the gross
gold in the treasury is the largest ever
held—$437,221,191, and it is growing. kEx-
cept the abnormal horde of $450,000,000 of
the Bank of France, likely to be soon re-
duced, there is nowhere else in the world
so mueh of the yellow metal under single
control. If this flow of gold shall satisfy
the appeal for more money, how healthy
our currency will be.”

ROBBER SHOT BY EXPRESS MESSENGER

Sensational Hold-Up on the Burlington Road in lowa
Frustrated by Bravery of Train Employe.

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at the morgue in this city with a bullet
through his heart, is a man, powerfully
tuilt, with black halr and mustache,

about six feet tall, aged apparently
forty-five years. He was one of two men
who held up the Kansag City passenger
train on the Burlington road, three miles
south of this city, at midnight. Express

Messenger Charles Baxter killed him.
The two men boarded the train at Union
Pacific Transfer and climbed over the
tender just as the train was crossing the
Mosquito creek bridge. Engineer Don-
nelly and Frank Holman, fireman, who
were In chare of the engine, were order-
ed to slow up as soon as the train had
crossed the bridge. While one man held
a revolver on the engine crew, his com-
panion went back and cut off the bag-
‘gage and malil cars, leaving the day
coaches and sleepers standing on the
main line, *

Acting under orders the engineer pulled
the train half a mile down the track,
where a stop was made. Here the rob-
bers approached the express car and
ordered Messenger Baxter to open the
door. He refused to do so. Under com-
pulsion Engineer Donnelly attached a
| stick of dynamite to the side door of the
{ car and blew it open. In the mean time
Messenger Baxter seized his gun, escaped
from the door on the opposite side of the

L
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car. As soon as the door was opened one
of the robbers entered the car, while his
companion marched the engineer and
fireman back to the engine. Baxter erept
around in front of the engine and seeing
the robber keeping guard over the engine
crew, fired one shot, killing him instantly.
As soon as the shot was heard the rob-
ber in the car jumped to the ground and
fled through a cornfield. The dead man
was picked up, placed on board and the
train backeds Into this city. The body
was searched, but nothing was found on
it by which it could b€ identified. It was
dressed in a neat suit of black clothes,
cver which overalls and jumpers had been
drawn. In the pockets were found about
$15 in money and a watch and chain,
Conductor William McGrew, who was in
charge of the train, thinks the dead
man is one George, of St. Joseph.

The robber who escaped was larger and
taller than the dead man, being appar-
ently above six feet in heighit. The. men
wore masks and both wore overalis and
jumpers. The door of the express car
was badly shattered by the explosion of
dynamite. The robber inside the car
was preparing to blow the safe at the
time his companion was killed. Hg
ceased operations at once and no dam.
age was done to the contents of the car,
nor was anything taken. After putting
on a new express car and trancsferring
the freight the train proceefed to Kan-
sas City.
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CONVENTION oF
CLUES IN SESSION AT
DIANAPOLIS

DEMOCRATIC
IN-

PRESIDENT HEARST ABSENT

Chairman James K. Jones Called the
Meeting to Order—Majyor Jones,
of Toledo, the Orator
of the Day.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., Oct. 3.—The city
of Indlanapolis tonight presented a scene
of Democratic festivities. From the
various parts of the bueiness portions,
streamers of bunting and flags were flung
to the breeze, while portraits, framed in
electric bulbs of distinguished types of
Democracy were displayed. At 8 o’clock
a parade of all the clubs and organiza-
tions marched through the streets, while
thousands of people lined the sidewalks
and cheered to the echo. The display of

Democratic enthuslasm was rendered
more effective by the hundreds of Greek
fire candles burned along the city thor-
oughfares, which, in turn, were aug-
mented by skyrockets and other fireworks
in profusion. The city was entirely in
the hands of the Democracy. The muiti-
plicity of transparencies in the parade
and the vari-colored uniforms of the dif
ferent Democratic clubs added greatly to
the spectacular splendor of the occasion.

The programme for the opening ses-
sion of the convention, as officially an-
nounced, was changed just prior to the
-hour of meeting. President W. R.
Hearst, of Chicago, was expected to be
present to preside, but telegraphed he
‘was 11l and unable to attend. The con-
vention was therefore called to order by
Senator James K. Jones, chairman of
the Democratic - national committee,
Mayor Taggart was introduced and made
an address of welcome, which was briefly
responded to by James R. Rice, of Can-
ton, O. " -

Senator Jones In opening the conven-
tion, sald: :

HOPE OF THE DEMOCRACY.

“In the absence of Presldent Hearst,
who has been unavoidably detained from
this meeting, I have been requested to
call this convention to order, and I do so
now. During the last two or three weeks
clubs have been organized and have been
reported to headquarters at the rate of
500 a day, until there are now by actual
count, 17,635 Democratic organizations,
with -an average membership of more
than 200 already organized in— all the
states of this Union. With an organi-
zation of this kind, consisting of more
than 2,000,000 men, thoroughly organized
and thoroughly awake to the necessities
of the situation, at work in their locall-
ties everywhere there can be no reason-

able doubt as to the result on Nov §
next.”

Organization was then effected by elect-
ing Thomas F. Taggart temporary chair-
man; F. H. IThmsen, New York, secre-
tary; W. Jefferson Polard, St. Louis,
reading clerk, and Myron D. King, In.
dianapolis, sergeant-at-arms.

At this juncture Adlai E. Stevenson
was escorted into the hall by a band, and
his appearanee sent the convention into
a pandemonium of applause. The de-
monstration continued for some time
after Mr. Stevenson had taken his seat.

The next speaker was Mayor Samuel
Jones, of Toledo. Mayor Jones spoke 1n
part as follows: -

MAYOR JONES' ADDRESS.

“No matter what may be said to the
contrary, I think that the only real ques-
tion that iz now before the Ameriean
people in this campaign is the guestion
of the right of self-government. 1 under-
stand the policy of tho administration;
Fresident McKinley and his supporters
seek to set aside the doctrine of se f-gov-
ernment and to establish in its stead the
ancient heresy of the right of government
by brute force. For me, 110 other inter-
pretation of our attitude toward the Fill-
pinos is possible.

‘“I'he only difference between a re
lic and an empire is this: In a republic
of sovereign equals. all of the “people
participate in the government on equal
terms; in an empire subject and depend-
ent colonies are ruled by the home gove
ernment without their consent or partic-
ipation. Which principle shall we ac-
cept? I believe that we will be true to
the demgcracy*of the Goiden Rule rather
than to the autocracy of the rule of gold,
and I believe that the American people
will reafiirm the doctrine of the right of
self-government as set down in the Dece
laration of Independence. .

“It has been sald that our government
was conceived in liberty and dedicated to
the proposition that all men are created
equal. ‘This does not mean all Ameri-
cans; it means all of the people of the
round globe, and let me te.l you, work-
ing men of Amerlca, that only by stand-
ing in solid phalanx for the rights for
the little brown men of the Pnilippine
islands, can you make your own li rty
permanent and secure.

“The'dxresent crisis s one of the ope
Portunities of a national exposition ef
patriotism and I believe that those who
are counted next November, w:ll register
& higher mark for freedom than any of
those who have preceeded them in the
history of the country. 1 believe that the
People of this country are ready fop
.self-government. Certainly if they are,
every individual soul is ready to govern
itseif, for-in no other way can we have
self-government.

“I 'am a socialist, I am a patriot, not
& partisan of any sort and I have no
hope in any party that now is or ever
shall be. My hope Is in the good (the
God) that is the human whole. I belicve
that In this content and under our
is yvet to be reared the co-operative com-
monwealth of equals that has beew th
dream of poets and sages and prophets o
all ages.”
