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GREAT NORTHERN'S SETTLERS’
RATES WILL PROBABLY
BE ACCEPTED

*CHICAGO ROADS ARE KICKING

As They Do Not Object to Low Rates

to Missouri River, They Will
Probably Accept G. N.)s
Rates.

The low settlers’ rate which the Great
Northern annéunced a few: days ago are
creating quite a stir among the roads
running between this city and St. Paul,
but there is every probability that they
will stand as originally ‘announced.

Of course the lines having their West-
ern terminals here are kicking—that was
was to be expected—as their interest in
passengers going west ceases as soon as
the city is reached, and they do not make
much on the journey from Chicago to St.
Paul.

These same roads, however, are always
willing to grant low rates from Chicago
into the Missouri river country, because
most of them cross the river and retain
an interest In the passengers further
West. Among these roads are the Bur-
fington, the Rock Island, the Santa Fe
and the Missouri Pacific,

It is contended by the Great Northern
that the Northwestern gateway to the
far West shouid enjoy the same advan-
tages as the Southwestern gateway. And
as Chieago is the great center of popu-
lation fsom which most of those going
West are drawn it Is claimed that the low
rates should commence at that city.

A meeting of railway men was held
here Sunday, as stated in the Globe
yesterday, at which the Chicago men
asked, first, that the proportion to be
allowed them by the Great Northerns be
increased, and, second, that the number
of days on which the tickets will be on
sale in Chicago be reduced to one-half
the number of days of sale for St. Paul,
This was asked in order to placate the
lines running to the Missouri river.

To these requests the Great Northern
replied, at another meeting held at Chi-
cago Yesterday, that,
had been widely advertised, it was not
practicable.to make any change. Nothing
definite was done at yesterday’'s meeting,
and it is llkely that the matter will be
discussed again today.

The probabilities point to an amlicable
arrangement, although, as a prominent
Great Northern official remarked yester-
day, if the Chicago roads refuse to sell
tickets to St. Paul.-at the new rates, H's
road is ‘‘up against it.”

The Northern Paclfic has as yvet made
no announcement as to the attitude it
will assume, preferring to wait until the
Great Northern and the Chicago roads
have had it out.

A Chicago dispatch of last night's date
says:

The Great Northern rallroad today gave
the Chicago west bound lines to under-
stand that it would not decrease the num-
ber of its low rate excursions from Chi-
cago to the far Northwest. Passenger
officials of the Chicago lines met to con-
slder the action of the Great Northern,
but were unable to reach a satisfactory
settlement, however, and left the matter
to be settled by the executive officials,
who will meet next Thursday.

It is said that all of the Chicago-St.
Paul lines will agree to a $5 one way rate
from Chicago to St. Paul.

BUYING NEW EQUIPMENT.

Baltimore & Ohio Road Orders Nine
Thousand Freight Cars.

CHICAGO, Oct. 8.—Arrangements for
building 3,00 freight cars for the Bal-
timore & Ohio railway by the Pallman

pmpany, at Pullman, Ill., were com-

-eted today. The contract calls for 2,500

X cars, each with a capacity of 60,000,
and 500 flat cars. The total cost of the
rolling stock willi be $1,865,000,

This is the second large order for
freight equipment given by the Baltimore
& Ohlo management within the last week.
The first order was for 6,000 steel cars, to
cost  $6,600,000. With the acquisition of
the 6,000 steel cars and the 3,000 “‘freight-
ers’” the Baltimore & Ohilo's freight
equipment will inciude 80,000 cars, 12,600
of which will be of the steel variety.

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ARRESTS FOLLOW THE SUDDEN
DEATH OF A YOUNG CHICAGO

WOMAN

INSURANCE COMPANIES ACT

Deceased Was Suspected of Con-
spiracy to Defraud, and Now
Her Alleged Accomplices Are
Charged With Murder.

CHICAGO, Oct. 8.—With insuranc_e
upon her life amounting to $12,000, Marie
Defenbach, aged twenty-three, died Aug.
25 in a boarding house on La Salle ave-
nue, under conditions which the police
believe indicate a plot to swindle an in-
surance company and two insurance so-
cietles, if they 4o not point to murder.
Upon bench warrants issued by Judge
Gibbons, three persons said to be impli-
cated in the case, Dr. Augyst M. Unger,
Frank H. Smiley and F. Wayland_.Browa,
have been arrested. The latter is as-
sistant manager of a detective agency
in this city. He was arrested today on
his return from Virginia. When Miss
Defenbach died there were three policles
on her life, aggregating $12,000, all of
recent date, as follows:

New Yerk Life Insurance
$5,000; Canadian Order of
$5,000; Knights and Ladies
$2,000. :

The alleged conspiracy has been Inves-
tigated with searching caré by a pri-
vate detective agency, by the attorneys
and detectives of the insurance com-
panies and latterly by the state's attor-
ney himself.

Sunday, at a meeting between State’'s
Attorney Deneen and Assistant Attorney
William McEwen, on one side, and the
attorneys representing the insurance
company and the detective agency, t#e
case was discussed, and it was decided
that a conspiracy was concocted and that
Miss Defenbach was originally one ot
the quartette of alleged conspirators. She*
had expected that her death was to be
feigned and that another body was to
play the passive role of her corpse; In-
stead of that real death came to her.

WANTED A $10,000 POLICY.

Last April Miss Defenbach applied to
the New York Life Insurance company
for a $10,600 policy. This was refused
by the company as was also an applica-
tion for an $8,000 policy on the ground
that she was not possessed of sufficlent
property interest to warrant such a risk,
She was examined and declared to be
in perfect health. In July Miss Defen-
bach succeeded in obtaining from the
New York company a policy for $5,000,
and this formed part of the estate she
left.

About the middle of August Miss
fenbach also secured insurance in the
Canadian Order of Foresters to the
amount of $5,000. About the same time
she took out a policy in the Knights and
Ladies of Honor for $2,0000 Two weeks
later she was dead, leaving a will which
directed that a part of the policles should
be paid to Frank H. Smiley, her “affi-
anced husband,” and that her body be
cremated. Her death, at a boarding
house on La Salle avenue, was attended
by the most horrible agony. Drs. Leon-
ard and Schroeder, the latter represent-
ing the Knights and Ladies of Honor,
were called. They refused to issue a
certificate of death, but the coroner's
jury later and after the body had been
embalmed, found a verdict of death from
dysentery. The next day the body was
cremated and the ashes scattered to the
winds.

Without much delay proceedings were
begun to recover the value of the in-
surance policies Miss Defenbach had
left. Owing to the wunusual circum-
stances surrounding her death the hurried
embalming of the body, followed the
next day by cremation, payments of the
policies were refused and immediate
steps were taken to trace the woman's
career during the last few months of her
life.

The three men under arrest were later
arraigned before Judge Gikbons and in
default of §15,000 bail each, were com-
mitted to jail.

1t was learned today that besides the
policies taken out on Miss Defenbach’s
life. several others had been appiied for.
In each case $10,000 was sought.

INSISTF‘.I‘; ON CREMATION.

incident was conunected
with the making of Miss Defenbach's
will. On Aug. 21 Miss Defenbach called
at the office of a lawyer In the Unity
building, named Johnson, had told him
she wanted to make her will. Some days
earlier, it is stated, Dr. Unger had told
his lawyer a woman wouid call on him
for this purpose and she announced she

had come in accordance with the ap-
pointment. She told Mr. Johnson she
wanted to leave property to Frank H,

Smiley, her affianced husband, and then
she went away.

Two days afterward she returned and
Mr. Johnson had the will ready. It pro-
vided as she had Instructed, that after
her debts were pald, her property was to
go to Smiley, but she then wanted
another provision inserted. It was that
after her death, her body be cremated.

This somewhat surprised Mr. Johnson,
as he could not understand how a young
and handsome woman would wish_ her
body burned after death, but he com-
plied with the request. He was so struck
with the circumstance, however,” as (the
cremation clause had not been in the
original instructions, that he ecalled in
witnesses to the wiit from edjolning of-
fices as a matter of protection. Miss
Defenbach then signed and executed the
document. Two days later she was dead.

NEW YORK, Oct. 8.—George YW. ITub-
bell, attorney for the New York Life In-
surance company, said today that the
company had issued a policy for $5,000 to
Marie Defenbach a short time ago. They
had been notified of the death of Miss
Defcenbach, but have not resisted paying
the amount of the policy as no claim had
as yet been made for the money.

When asked whether it was usual for
the company to investigate all deaths, or
if this was an exceptional case, and if so,
Mr. Bubbell repied:

“No, under ordinary circumstances, we
do not investigate, but in a case like this,
where polcies from & number of com-
panies had heen issued so short a time
before death, I suppose this would be
dcne a8 & matter of safety. However, I
am without information and I am not
prepared to discuss the matter in detail.”

SEARCHING INVESTIGATION WILL
BE MADE INTO THE DEATH OF
WILLIAM R. RICE

DISTRICT ATTORNEY TO ACT

Delieves There Was a Conspiracy
Headed by the Late BMillion-
alre’s Attoruney, Lawyer
Patrick.

NEW YORK, Oct. 8.—District Attorney
Gardner made a statement today con-
cerning the work done by his office to
solve the mystery surrounding the death
of William R. Rice and the checks with
his name. ~

“This wmatter,”” said the district at-
torney, “was first brought to my atten-
efon by the banking house of Swenson &
Sons, through their counsel, Mr. Gerard,
who considered the conduct of Patrick
and Jones so very suspicious as to make
it desirable that the information in their
possession should be communicated to
the authorities.

“From the information I received froni
Mr. Gerard it appeared that Patrick had
presented a check for $25,000, knowing
Mr. Rice to be dead, and concealed tho
fact from the banking house and when
they tried to commmunicate with Mr. Rice,
owing to the suspicions aronscd by the
checks, they were met with evasive
answers over the telephone by the valet,
who at first concealed the fact of the de-
cease of Mr. Rice. Then they made
further Inquiries and ascertained that
the body had been promptly cmbalmed
with a preserving fiuid, although Mr.
Rice in his life time had said he was
opposed to anything of that sort and the
funeral was belng hastened with intent
to cremate the body.

DETECTIVES ON THE CASE.

“The situation was one which seemed
to require instant attention and the de-
tective force was at once communicated
with by telephone and Mr. Gerard sent
for to tell what he knew. Coroner Hart
was informed of the circumstances ard
prevented the funeral. Meanwhile the
brother of the deceased was hastening
from Texas. Last week Patrick called
upon me with his private counsel. As-
sistant District Attcrney Unger was also
present and the conference lasted nearly
an hour. In that time Patrick’s atten-
tion was called to a number of very sus-
picious circumstances, particularly as to
the embalming of the body with a reson-
ous fluld when it was about to be cre-
mated. He gave no explanation of this,
but admitted that ail or nearly all of Mr,
Rice’s property had been assigned to him.
The object of such assignment, he did
not disclose.

“The questions asked seemed to cause
him some agitation as his hands shcok
perceptibly, which was noticed beth by
Mr. Unger and myself.

‘1l have seen a number of the checks
of Mr. Rice drawn to the order of Pat-
rick, the defendant, and two of them ap-
pear to me to be clumsy forgeries.

“The whole suliject will be thoroughly
investigated. not only as to the cause of
death of Mr. Rice, but also as to this
remarkable series of proceedings.

“To me it seems there has been a con-
spiracy tc obtain possession of the bulk
of Mr. Rice’s property.”

DEFENDANTS IN CUSWODY.

The hearing in the charges of forgery
against Patrick and Jones which were to
have been held this afternoon, was ad-
journed until Monday on the request of
Frederick B. House, counsel for the pris-
oners. Assistant District Attorney Os-
borne made no objection to the post-
ponerient.

The original bail of $10,000 was con-
tinued. Mr. House said he might offer
bail tomorrow.

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NATIVE HAWAIIANS ARE SHOWING
A TENDENCY TO FLOCK BY
THEMSELVES

R. W. WILCOX THEIR LEADER

Is & Half-Breed and May Represent
the Islands as a Territorial
Delegate in the Next
Congress.

Correspondence of the Associated Press.

HONOLULU, Sept. 30.—The native Ha-
waiians are showing much interest in the
approaching election of a delegate to con-
gress and are registering rapidly and in
great numbers. Out of 2,70 voters regis-
tered on the island of Oahu, on which this
city is situated, nearly 2,600 are Hawaii-
ans. This interest is very likely produced
by the report, which has been circulated
among them, that if they can succeed in
electing a delegate to the American con-
gress the annexation bill will be re-
pealed and the queen restored to the

throne. The better educated of the na-
tives have Identified themselves with
either the Republican or Democratic

party in the islands, but large numbers,
led by R. W. Wilcox, are insisting upon
an independent organization. It is claim-
ed that if these independent voters suc-
ceed in preserving their organization and
work together at the election they will
swamp the party organizations. But the
native Hawalian is not, as a rule, an
astute politician, and he is easily led by
strong leaders. It is extremely doubtful
if an independent organiza®on among
them will prove successful, and it is quite
likely that many wlill coalesce with one
or other of the regular party organiza-
tions. There are some signs of a lack of
harmiony in the Republican ranks over
local issues. Up to the present tme
there has been no municipal government
In Honolulu or in any towns of the isl-
ands, all affairs having been conducted
by the general government.

WANT LOCAL GOVERNMENT.

Many, who have become residents of
the islands since annexation, are clamor-
ing for local municipal governments,
while the Kamaainas, or old residents,
are firmly opposed to such a departure,
believing that the government can be
more economically administered as at
present. ¢

It has been generaily understood that
Prince David, of the Kalakaua line, will
be the candldate for delegate to congress
on the Democratic ticket. The prince is
the son of a deceased sister of the late
King Kalakaua and of Liliuokalani, and,
with his brother, Prince Cupid, a legatee
under the will of the late Queen Dowager
Kapolaina.

The candidate of the Independent, or
anti-Dole (anti-white) party, as already
announced, will be R. Wilcox, the leader
of the movement, a half white, and fully
identified with the native element. He
has recently made a tour of the islands
