TWO RAILROADS PROSPERED. "

Kansas City, Fort Scott & Memphis

System's Annunl Report.

NEW YORK, Oct. 15.—The annual re-
Iport of the Kansas City, Fort Scott & !
Memphis railroad, for the June 30, fiscal i
year, issued today shows an increase j
of $981,520 or 22^ per cent in earnings, j
of $636,492 or 21 1-3 per cent in expenses j
and of $345,337 or 25 1-3 per cent in net
earnings. Net earnings increased $ISO per
mile over 1599. The company operated j
719% miles in both years. The surplus for

the .year was $3u0,853, and the deductions j
•were $137,490 for 5 per cent preferred dvi-
dends for the calendar year, 1899, and
$109,992 for 4 per cent dividends for the
first six months of 1900. In addition, $100,-
--000 was appropriated for improvements
and transferred to the general improve-
ment fund, $106,000 having also been de-
ducted from last year's miscellaneous
earnings for the same purpose. The sur-
plus balance for the year, after all de-
duction? was $38,406.

The Kansas City, Memphis & Birm-
ingham railroad operated in the same in-
terest, shows for the fiscal year an In-
crea' c of $270,139, or 19 per cent in gross
earning?, and of $157,057 or 42 per cent
in net receipts. Against the surplus of
$37(!,7£1 for the year there were charges
of $316,5G5, being 5 per cent interest on
the income bonds and $150,000 for new
passenger equipment. No charges were
made to construction account, but $114,-
--500 was included In operating expenses
for improvements.
