CHINESE COURT'S PRESENT INTEN-

TION IS TO REMAIN AT

SIAN-FU i

MR. WIT CALLS ON M'KINLEY

Conveys the Thanks of the Emperor

of China for the Course Taken
by the United

States.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.—Minister Wu
called upon the .president this morning.
Upon leaving the White house the min-
ister said he had conveyed to the presi-
dent a message from the emperor of
China, thanking President Mcfvinley for
the consideration shown by the United
States during the Chinese trouble. The
minister also brought a dispatch from
Shanghai from the southern viceroys,
stating that the imperial party had

r reached Tun^-Kuan, only a few miles
" from Sian-Fu, the new capital, on the

14th lnst.
Referring to the report from Pekin

that 4.he edict for the punishment of cer-
tain Chinese officials had been forged,
Minister Wu said such a story was pre-
posterous, and should receive no credence
whatever. If any one should issue a false
decree of that character it would be very
easy, he said, to ascertain his identity,
and he certainly would be beheaded.

| The advices received by Minister Wu
I give no indication of a purpose on the I
part of the royal family to return t>
Pekin, although there is reason to bo-
lieve that efforts continue to be made
to induce the emperor to return to the
capital. The emperor has heretofore sent
messages of thanks to the czar of Rus-
sia and the emperor of Japan for the
course their governments have pursued,
and the message to the president is along
the same lines.
It is a very unusual thing for a mm

I ister to communicate directly with the
j president. Only the accredited represent-

i ative of a foreign power, having the rank
I of ambassador, according to diplomatic

usage, can hold a personal audience with
the president for the tranactlon of diplo-
matic business, but the unusual charac-
ter of the message which Minister Wu
had to convey warranted the departure
from ordinary diplomatic custom. After
delivering the message, for which the
president expressed his gateful thanks,
the president and Minister Wu talked for
some time about the situation in China.
WAR DEPARTMENT CONFERENCE.
Secretary Hay spent some time at the

war department this morning, in confer-
ence with Secretary Root, after which
he went to the White house. From this

j it was Inferred that there were some mili-
tary developments in the Chinese situa-

I tion, although no statement was made
from officials. Russia's determination to
pursue a policy independent of the other
powers is regarded by officials as a most
important development in the situation.
In the absence of official details those in
authority are in doubt as to whether this
Russian stroke is designed to irisure Rus."
sian occupation of the Manchuria, or
only another move in the pacific tenden-
cies which the czar's government has
given expression to, beginning with the
announcement of the withdrawal of Rus-
sian troops from Pekin. As to Russian
designs on Manchuria, it is being recall-
ed that in the Russian note of Aug. 23
that government specifically stated:
"Russia will not fail to withdraw her
troops from within the boundaries of theadjacent empire, provided, however, that
action of other powers shall not stand
in the way."

There is a strong impression in official
I quarters that the entire trend of Rus-
i slan action is toward the ultimate ac-

! quis-tion of Manchuria as part of the Rus-
sian domain.

The French charge d'affaires, M. Thie-
j baut, called at the state department to-I day and had a conference with Secre-
tary Hay. It Is understood that he pre-

i sented a memorandum proposing that the| peace negotiations with China begin lm-
! mediately with the favorable action of
i the powers on the recent note of the
J French government. Mr. Thiebaut also

made known the satisfactory character
of the answers received from the severalgovernments, and pointed out the desir-ability of having action taken at once to
carry out the several points on which
the powers have been brought into agree-
ment.

SOUTHERN REBELLION.

Rumor at Canton of the Fall of Hul
Chow.

HONGKONG, Oct. 17.-Advices from
Canton say it is reported there that Sun
Vat Sen, the reformer, captured Hui
Chow last Monday. The Cantonese as-
sert that, If Hoi Chow, which resisted

the insurgents in the Tai Ping rebellion,
falls thus, the rebels will be able to take
Canton within a week. Admiral Ho,
with the bulk of his forces, left Sam
Chun this morning in pursuit of the reb-
els, leaving two hundred and fifty troops
to protect Sam Chun and sending two
hundred to garrison the mandarin sta-
tion at Nao Tau, on the Western arm ofDeep bay. The United States gunboat
Marietta, from Swatow, arrived at Hong-
kong, coaled and proceeded for Canton.

TO ARRANGE PEACE.

Chinese Minister to London Says
Negotiations Have Begun.

LONDON, Oct. 17.-The Chinese min-
ister here. Sir Chih Chen Lo Feng L,uh
asserts that peace negotiations have

actually begun, at Pekin, between the

CAPTURE OF MUKDEN/ '

Russian Advance in Manchuria Was
Strongly Opposed. : '-. """ \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0.

\u25a0 ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. I 17.—Detailed
reports to . the war office of the occupa-
tion of Mukden, Manchuria, show that
the Russians met with strong opposition
at Schacho, where the Chinese, with
thirty battalions, twenty field guns, and
Krupps and Maxims, occupied the rail-
way embankments and heights. The

, fighting continued from 9 o'clock in the
morning until 4 in . the :afternoon. The

Chinese cavalry enveloped the Russian
right flank and endeavored to take it in
the rear. The were repulsed, but return-
ed repeatedly to the attack. Finally af-
ter artillery preparations, the whole
-Russian column was thrown against the
Chinese, who, by evening, were in. full
retreat. This resultv was only reached
when Gen. :Fleischer's - column, which

; had been :resting from the fatigue .of a
long march, was called into action.V Next
day ; the Chinese made a less stubborn
stand in a strong position on the moun-
tain chain in front of Liao Jau. The
position was capteured at noon, but the
Russians were unable to pursue the Chi-
nese, owing to extreme fatigue, and the
difficult nature of the country. Another
Russian column \ met with strong, resist-
tance and only arrived at Liao Jau at 5
in the afternoon. The .; Russians in \ the
course of; the two days operations lost
fifty killed and wounded.

Mrs. Sherman's death during the
summer at the old homestendy.Mansfield,
0., where the family was staying during
the summer, also had its effect on the
venerable statesman who "deeply mourned
his loss. :, Mr. Sherman ; returned to
Washington .several . weeks ago from
Mansfield and since that time has ;been
iiving in the family residence here.

CHANCELLOR

SUCCESSOR NOT YET KNOWN

All Signs Point to the Nomination
of Count yon Buclotv, the Kol-

nische Zeltuni; Stating

It UN a Fact.

BERLIN, Oct. 17.—The Kolnische Zei-
tung asserts that Prince Hohenlohe has
tendered his resignation as imperial chan-

j cellor, and that it has been accepted. Ac-
cording to the same authority, Emperor

William has designated as the retiring-
chancellor's successor Count yon Bue'ow,
minister of foreign affairs. Although ru-
mors had been current for several days

that Prince Hohenlohe Intended to retire
j little credence was given to any of them,
I since such reports had returned perlodi-
I cally for several years past. The fact is
I that neither the foreign office nor any
! other government department in Berlin
; knew until this evening of Prince Hohen-
! lohe's retirement, nor of Emperor Wil-
; Ham's approval of it.

The reasons which Induced the prince

j to Insist upon retiring were, in the main,
i his rapidly growing infirmities and his
; distinct disapproval of the emperor's poli-
icy in China. To his intimates Prince
j Hohenlohe, during the last three months,
I has repeatedly expressed strong criti-
i cisms upon what he has called "th«
kaiser's sentimental and Impulsive inter-
ference in the troubles in China."

Since Chinese matters assumed " a
threatening aspect in June, Prince Ho-

\u25a0 henlohe has virtually abandoned the du-
ties and prerogatives with which the con- i
stitution clothes the chancellor, he hold-
ing more conservative and 3ispassionate
ideas regarding the Chinese outrages than
the emperor.

WAS A FIGUREHEAD.
Nearly all. summer Prince Hohenlohe

was away on his Russian and Austrian
estates, leaving the emperor and Count
yon Buelow to conduct the policy of the
empire to suit themselvese. This iigure-
headism of course could not long endure,
Of late the chancellor has displayed con-
siderable physical weakness. Hs rela-
tives and friends have long urged him to
retire from official life and pass the re-
mainder of his days in cruietude.

The parting from the emperor was cor-
dial. At supper last evening, at Horn-
burg, the emperor, after toasting the
prince, thanked him warmly for the serv-
ices he had rendered, and kissed him on
both cheeks.

The Kolnische Zeitung asserts that
Count yon Buelow has also been appoint-
ed Prussian minister, president and for-
eign minister.

Nothing is known positively about
Prince Hohenlohe's successor, although
general credence is given to the asser-
tions of "the Kolnische*Zeitung respecting
Count yon Buelow.

The Berliner. Tageblatt mentions Prince
Eulenberg, German ambas.-ador at Vi-
enna; Prince Hohenlohe Langenburg, the
stadtholder at Strasburg. and Duke Tre-
cenbtrg as possible successors to the
chancellorship. Count Hatfelzdt, German
ambassador to London, is also named It
is suggested tftat if Count vo-n Buelow j
becomes chancellor, Prince Eulenberg I
might be assigned to the foreign office.

It is understood that Emperor William
will send a special message regarding
the Chinese situation to the relchstag,
when that body convenes on Nov. 14,
the date agreed upon today between
Emperor William and Count yon Buelow.
