An effort was
made. to discover his identity. The fore-
man of the Pflaum cigar manufactory
finally identified, him as Landry. He had
been employed in the factory, for several
weeks, but the last few days nothing had
been seen of him and his employers un-
derstood that he had been drinking. .

As far as his employers knew he had
always borne a goOd reputation. They be-
lieve that he was led through drink to
commit the crime for which he was ar-
rested.
