Irish, a second pipeman, and Louis Wag-
ner, a driver, member of that-same com-
pany, ; lost their lives; and

men other than as a personal bereave-,

daily consistency of their lives, to pass
without other thought or comment upon
the inspiring example which they have
held before us than that their duty called'
them and that they were not men to
hesitate or count the risk. . .

HEARING IN COURT TODAY

Miller Will Be Charged With Man.

"We the cornor's jury, find that Albert
Rosen came to his death on Oct. 22, 1900,
the result of an Injury, caused by the
reckless driving of Edward Miller."

This was the verdict reached by the
coroner's jury at the Inquest 'late yes-
terday afternon, after nearly a score of
witnesses had been closely examined.
The testimony as a whole, was very con-
tradictory in regard to some of the cir-
cumstances surrounding the case. Some
of the witnesses claimed that Miller
drove up Fourth street, while most of
them claimed he drove up Robert street.
Others said that there was a man in the
buggy at the time of the accident, whila
some said there was not. There were
even some who thought they saw two
men in the rig at the time.

Angelo Campi, the Italian chestnut
vender, who has a stand at the corner,
stated that the horse knocked his stand
over before it struck young Rosen. A
numiber of newsboys also testified as to
the details of the accident.

Attorney Harry Weiss was present and
represented Miller, while Moritz Helm,
represented the family of the dead boy.
County Attorney Bigelow, was also pres-
ent, and will lay the matter before the
grand jury. The jury empaneled for the
Inquest yesterday was composed of P.
Butler, A. S. Guiterman, H. L. Pierce,
Lewis Finklestein, James Cleary and
William E. Nagle. Coronor Nelson con-
ducted the inquest.

The case against Miller, who is charged
with both reckless driving and man-
slaughter, was again continued in thepolice court yesterday until today, In
order to give time for the filing of a
complaint.
