BUSINESS IN IRON IS GOOD

Ami Marked Confidence in Early

. Trade Improvement In Shown
by the I'irmm'SK of Prices

for Raw Materials.

,'NEW YORK. Oct. 26.— G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review of trade tomorrow
will1 say: .\u25a0.'.;'•
. The elections mean a great deal to all

business, and although confidence in the
:'uture is seen on every hand, it is but
natural that men do not care totake
unnecessary chances and therefore delay
new engagements as far as possible until
after the ballots are counted. But. con-
tracts for steel rails for the season thus
far are within 50.000 tons of last year's
heavy bookings and the confidence in an
ultimate § marked improvement is so
strong that all raw materials are firm
and without any speculative activity to
stimulate them. The agitation for .in
advance in billets, though a small one, is
an indication of what the iron ana steel
markets expect in the next six months
and in the great industries sellers of raw
material could easily make heavy con-
tracts if they cared to attach political
provisions to their agreements. How-
ever, unreasonable fears may be, it is
likely to hi better for business in the
long run that conservative ideas for the
present; are entertained. The weather
over a great part of the country has been
favorable for agricultural operations
which are progressing well and in the
East the unseasonable temperature has
retarded general trade comparatively lit-
tle as there has been no great stimulus
yet this season.

IRON TRADE ACTIVE.
Conditions in the iron and steel market

steadily improve;, orders gradually swell
in volume and buyers make less effort to
secure concessions". In most cases quo*
tations are not altered, but there is an
advance to $20 at Philadelphia for bil-
lets owing to the better business in rails.
Pig iron moves freely, especially at Chi-
cago, where manufacturers have con-
tracted heavily for finished stuff in ex-
cess of raw material on hand.' Cast iron
pipe is In urgent demand, and new plans
for shipbuilding will take plates. Bridge
builders are buying structural forms
heavily. Makers of rails and other pro-
ducts of iron have been accused of quot-
ing better terms to foreign ' than to do-
mestic buyers. If this is done it would

\u25a0 seem to be the manufacturers affair
rather than the newspapers. Miner
metals are quiet except for further weak-
ness in tin. Silver has reached the high-
est price In four years.

Cotton showed little recuperative power
after the last week's decline and closed
lower. The loss In price is $7.80 a bale
since Oct. 9, and exporters are still hoM-
ing off.

WHEAT LOWER.
Wheat also continued its downward

course, owing to the good news here and |
abroad, but an encouraging feature was
the accelerated foreign buying as quota-
tions declined. Atlantic exports for the i
week were 2,033,028 bushels against 2,253,. i
£25 a year ago, and Pacific shipments,
875.043 bu, against 658.593 last year. Corn
is slightly weaker, while pork products
have fallen sharply. Most other provis-
ions are heavy, but linseed oil rose \
sharply to 7.'c. /

The better tone of the boot and shoe i
market was sufficient explanation for the !
advance in materials. New England I
shops are busier than for many months |
before, but thus far manufactured goods
have not advanced with materials. Sales
of wool at the tincc chief Eastern mar-
kets continue to increase, exceeding
5,000,000 pounds last week. Prices are not
altered and bids slightly below the mar-
ket are refused. Cotton? goods move
rather more freely as the price comes
nearer parity with raw material, but
wide sheetings aie dull at the advance to
:-2c.

Dfaweuaged Holders Let Go at Low
Prices.

BOSTON. Oct. 26.—The Commercial
Bulletin tomorrow will say of the wool
market: At low prices a large amount
of wool has been sold during tne week.
The tired holders have let go Ohio
fleeces at 27c for XX and 27%@28c for fin.;
delaine. Manuafcturers have been quick
to buy at these figures and have taken
territory freely at 45c clean. The Ameri-
can Woolen company and other large
cossumers have been operating. Advices
from abroad are less encouraging. Heavy
withdrawals at London and early clos- j
ing of the auction sales do not indicate
an improving tendency. Melbourne is
off 35 per cent from last year. The
sales for the week are 3,597,000 pounds do-
mestic and 245,000 pounds foreign, a to-
tal of 3,308,000 pounds last week and a
total of 17,634,000 pounds the correspond-
ing week last year. The receipts to 1
date show a decrease og 260,960 bales do-

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Active Market and Advancing
Prices Were Features.

NEW YORK, Oct. 26.—Bradstreet's
financial review tomorrow will say: At
the end of last week it was apparent
some large financial and speculative in-
terests were taking an aggressive posi-
tion on the bull side of the account. This
week has witnessed the development, un-
der such auspices, of an active and rising

" speculation. Transactions have each
lay attained very respectable dimensions
and though the manipulation and pro-
fessional activity contributed largely to
the Interest in the proceedings there
have been more evidences of outside
participation than for a long time past.
Buying of stocks by commission houses
has, in fact, recommenced on a scale that
costrasts sharply -with the lack of any
such support to prices for several months
past. London also has taken a part in
the demonstration, and, although ; the
foreign participation was maintained in
its character, Europe was a considerable
buyer of stocks on balance. This, how-
ever, does not mean that bullish specula-
lion in Americans has broken out in Lon-
don. On the contrary, it seems to re-
sult from the fact that heavy operators
there concluded that, as a consequence
of election uncertainties In this coun-
try our market would break, and sold
many . calls on "Yankee rails" besides
selling them short to a large sum total. j
This foreign bear Interest was cosse-
quently alarmed and started to cover
extensively, thereby helping the advance
along. Long bear traders have likewise

• been obliged to cover In. the stocks, of
which they were largely short, but it

was only prompt to take on the succes-
sive advances in different stocks, but
also seemed inclined to put out fresh
short sales. In fact, the street as «%
whole seemed to be Impressed with an
idea that before election day there might
be a reaction in prices.

BRADSTREET'S OPTIMISTIC.

Settlement of the Mine Strike Has
Favorable Influence.

NEW YORK, Oct. 26.—Bradstreet's to-
morrow will say: Despite some irregu-
larities, growing out of unseasonable
weather conditions, heavy price changes
in leading staples or increased conserva-
tism in some trades as the election ap-
proaches, the general business situation,
as a whole, is encouraging and new ele-
ments or manifestations of strength ap-
pear from ttime to time. Perhaps the
most notable feature of the week is
found in the industrial situation which
has been distinctly improved by tne
apparently official and final action
taken toward ending the anthracite coul
miners' strike. In view of the fact that
most of the miners have obtained in-
creased wages, the effect on business in
the producing regions can hardly be

otherwise than beneficial, while the trade
at large must reap benefits from thr>
return to normal conditions. Other
lines of trade which showed improvement
are those of shoes, leather and kindred
products at the East, which are reaping

the benefit of better distribution in tha
country at large, and rather more than
an average business has been done in
wool at the East with holders more in-

clined to demand full prices for their
products. The continued weakness of
cotton is an element of uncertainty in
the dry goods trade, but the firmness of
these products, in the face of the l^c

decline in price from the high-

est, is a tribute to the strength of the
competitors as a whole. The situation
in cereals shows little change.

Wheat, including flour, shipments for
the week, aggregate 4,932.978 bushels
against 3,796,643 last week, 4,416,495 in the
corresponding week of 1899, 5,560,991 In
1898, 5.811,391 in 1897 and 3,628,000 in 1896.
From July 1 to date, this season, wheat
exports are 60,244,143 bushels, against 35.-
--381,542 last season, and 62,789,107 in IS9S-
-1899.

Corn exports for the week aggregate
3,365,151, against 2,586,993 last week, 4,515.-
--519 in this week a year ago, 2,424.376 in
1898, 1,589,193 in 1897, and 2,649,425 in 1806.

V-i WASHINGTON, Oct. 26.—1n diplomatic
quarters there is felt to be : some signifi-
cance in . the fact that Russia, France
and Japan, as well as : the United - States,
have not yet accepted the Invitation to
accept th» principles of the Anglo-Ger-
man alliance. It is understood that this
non-action of the powers is not due to- any concerted movement among them,
although each appears to be halting on
the third clause. A diplomatic official
said today that on mature consideration
of this third clause it was seen to in-
volve-two constructions; first, that if any
power took territory in China as a re-
sult, of. the present trouble then Ger-
many and Great Britain would also take
territory; or, second, that if any country
took territory in China, German ami
Great Britain would seek to prevent this
action or otherwise jointly act against
the country seeking to extend its do-
mains. • Either construction, it was
pointed out, was such that the powers
not party to the agreement could not be
expected to bind themselves to its ac-
ceptance. Under the circumstances It
was said that the powers would proba-
bly seek to learn Russia's views on the
third clause, as Russian approval un-
doubtedly would remove the idea »oat
there is any possible menace intended.
But It is recognized among diplomatic
officials that it would be extremely dif-
ficult to secure an expression from Rus-
sia on this point as an unfavorable re-
joiner which she might be expected to
give would amount to a declaration that
she had some territorial designs on Man-
churia, and a refusal to answer would
be similarly open to such construction.
The impression is growing among the
representatives of these powers that the
present none-action will continue for
some time and that the agreement will
be confined to Great Britain and Ger-
many, at least: until there is a fuller un-
derstanding of the third clause than
either of these governments have given

thus far.
