IS UNDER MARTIAL LAW
SERIOUS STRIKE RIOT AT VALLEY-

FIELD, CANADA.
MONTREAL, «Oct.. 27.—There are now

on duty at Valleyfleld, guarding the ex-
tensive works of the Dominion Cotton
company twenty-five officers and 35S non-
commissioned officers and men of % the
Royal Scots, Victoria rifles and Garrison
artillery, augmented by a bearer corps.

The Victoria rifles have their Maxim
gun with them. The sending of;reinforce-
ments was decided on late Last night,
after the first detachment of the Royal
Scots; : had come into collision with the
strikers and jas - the result had nine of
their men sent to the hospital. The Scots
were practically at the mercy of the
strikers, as Col. Ibbolson was unable to
find a magistrate who was willing to
read the riot act. The officers had to con-
tent themselves with firing their revolvers*
into' the air. In the meantime the men
were the targets for a fusillade of stones
and other missiles: The town, it may be
explained," is largely French-Canadian
and has at all time been a "hot bed of
race hatred, culminating in trouble re-
cently over the employment of English-
men in the mills where there are some
4,000 employes paid by English capital.
Although the present' trouble is on ac-
count of a refusal on the part of the mill
management to recognize the union in the
matter of a demand for more pay for the
men working on the construction of a
new mill, the difficulty has all the ap-
pearance of assuming the. old phase of
racial antagonism, fuel being added to
the flames by the presence of the British
redcoats from Montreal. A detachment
of the Duke of York's royal Canadian
Husears (cavalry), is under orders to
proceed to Valleyfleld today. Only one
striker was wounded last night. He was
shot in the arm and is not seriously in-
jured. Four hundred more operatives
joined the* strikers this morning. The
town is now under . martial law.'.l
