ROBERT PINNEY CUT TO PIECES

ON A .CABLE
l DRUM
HE WAS THE ENGINEER

While Working on the Cable Tower
Nezr Meeker Island His Foot
Caught—Killed in an
Instant.

Robert Pinney, one of the engineers
on the cable tower on the east side of
the Mississippl river at the government
lock and dam, No. 2, near Meeker isl-
and, was caught in the cahle drum used
for moving the tower shortly after 9
o’clock yesterday morning and literally
cut to pieces. For the next haif-hour
his fellow workers worked hard taking
apart the machinery so as to get the
lifeless mass of human flesh out of the
coils in which he was wound up. Then
they proceeded with the gruesome 3ob
of gathering the fragments together and
laying them out in order, after which
they covered him up with blankets.

It was nearly two hours before the
coroner arrived, and during this time not
one of the 175 men at work at the dam
did a stroke of work, so greatly were
they affected by the awful sight.

Coroner Nelson decided than an inquest
was not necessary.

Pinney had just started the drum for
the purpose of moving the tower some
vards up stream to pick up some ma-
terial. The wire cable started to run
crooked, and stepping around in front
of the machinery he tried to kick it
into place. His left foot was <caught
under the wire rope, and he was drawn
onto the iron dsmum. Two revolutions
were made before the machinery could
be stopped by Fireman Samuel Scott,
who heard his cry for help.

Pinney had been in' the employ of the
government as engineer on the cable
tower for about three years, and lived
at 800 Lennox street southeast, Minne-
apolis. He was twenty-eight years old,
and leaves a wife and two small children,
a boy and a girl.

Capt. A. O: Powell, the civil engineer
in charge of the work, telephoned Pin-
ney's parents, who llVe at Anoka, and
shortly before noon the dead man's
father arrived with an undertaker. The
remains were taken to Minneapolis and
will be taken to. Anoka for burial.

‘This is the first fatal aceident that has
occurred at the dam, the construction
of which is under the general super-
vision of United States Engineer Lock-
wood, - since it was started.

Capt. Powell explains that the left
foot of the man was caught first be-
tween the cable and the drum, and that
the body was drawn in by the leg. This
idea is substantiated by the fact that
the left leg was torn from the body
and. that the left side of the body was
the worst torn.

Pinney is said to have been in the hab-
it of pushing the cable with his left foot
in order to guide it to its place on the

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COUNTY MAN SAYS
LANDS ARE BEING CUT BY
TRESPASSERS

AUDITOR DUNN NOT ADVISED

He Does Not Think Any Tres-

pass Has Been Done onmn
the School Sec-
tions.

The Globe is In receipt of a com-
munication from a settler at Langor, in
the north&mn part of the state, to the
effect that considerable trespassing is
going on in the Red Lake country, in
townshlp 153 north, range 31 west. The
communication g‘ives a list of men who
have cut 5,790,000 feet of timber.

The . state auditor was seen with re-
gard to the matter yesterday, and he
said that the statements might all be
true, but, if they were, it was not likely
that the timber was cut on state lands.
Last year the auditor had several ‘“cruis-
ers” in the Red Lake country and a
number of trespassers were found. The
fines aggregated between $10,000 and
$15,w0. In one case the fine was ag hign
as $4,000. This year no ‘‘cruisers” were
sent to the Red Lake territory, but the
auditor is confident that the school lands,
sections 16 and 36, in township 153, have
not been trespassed upon. The commun-
ication also states that considerable tim-
ber is being cut in the Duck river and
Battle river districts.

The auditor will investigate all the
charges and if any violators of the law
can be found will take pains to bring
them to justice. In past years it has
been noticed that many men have taken
homesteads in the northern part of the
state, cut all the timber, and then de-
serted their lands.
