Heretofore reduced west-bound settlers*
rates have applied only to St. Paul and
Chicago, but the Northern Pacific an-
nounced yesterday that hereafter these
tickets may be purchased at interior
points in Minnesota and North Dakota.

The new rule takes efi>»t next Tuesday
and the Great Northern and Soo lines
will grant the same privileges. Settlers-
tickets will only be sold for the regular
Tuesday excursions run by all three
roads.' 7777

The reason for making this move la
that it was felt to be a hardship to com-
pel Intending settlers located along the
lines in this state or North Dakota to
come to St. Paul before starting on the
journey west.

There is no intention of encouraging

the people of this state to settle furth.r
west, but those who do wish to go from
outside points are entitled to the same
consideration as those who start from
Chicago or the Twin Cities.

The result of this step will be that
hereafter the excursions leaving St.
Paul will not be quite so large, but this
will be more than made up by the time
North Dakota has been passed.

JOBBERS AND THEIR RATES.

Middle Western Dealer* Claim to

Be Injured by Eastern Monopolies.

Traffic officials of the Northern Pacific
and Great Northern met representatives
of the Chicago, St. Louis and Twin City
jobbing interests Wednesday and dis-
cussed several proposed changes in
rates.

The main contention of the Jobbers was
that the difference now existing between
the charges on car load lots and leas
than carload lots is too great.

This difference they wanted removed
and they also wanted all rates graded
according to distance.

A complaint of long standing is the
tendency of Eastern dealers to monopo-
lize the jobbing trade by securing low-
rates on goods destined for the far West,
thus cutting out the middle West job-
bers.

The Jobbers in Chicago and St. Louis
claim they should have proportionately
lower rates to the Pacific than the rates
from New York. The rates from the
latter point, however, are known as
clipper rates, and are based on deep
water competition.

Nothing was definitely decided upon.

RESIDENTS OPPOSE THE PROMISED

The order allowing the street railwaycompany to erect wires and poles inmany parts of the city came up yester-day afternoon before the aldermanic com-

mittee on streets. Attorney E. S. Dur-
ment was present and urged serio«s ob-jections to the passage of the order. IIspoke for the affected citizens in thsSeventh ward. Those who protest
against the order declare that they ha\egone to considerable expense to boule-vard and curb the street in front oftheir property, in order to beautify itand that now it is an outrage to allowthe street car company to erect a hideous
line of feed wires on the improvement
and completely disfiguring the streetThe company say that if they are allow-ed to run a line of feed wires across onDale street, from University to the
Grand avenue line, and still further to
the Seventh street line, they will accom-plish a considerable saving of energy in
the transmission of electric current for
the operation of their cars. The opposi-
tion claim that the measure is simply one
to save the pocket of the street rail-
way company at the expense of the prop-
erty owners, who would suffer by the
proposed disfigurement.

The committee seems about evenly di-
vided, and the matter was at length laid
over till the next meeting, when th<*railway company and all the residents
opposed to the order will be invited to
be present and express their Ideas on
the subject.

The company desire to put their feed
wires on the following streets: On Dalefrom Aurora to Como; on Aurora, fromDale to Grotto; on Grotto, from Aurora
to Grace street; on Bay street, from
Grace to Langford; on Market, fromThird to St. Peter, and on St. Peter, fromMarket to West Seventh street.

MARTHA WISE CORROBORATES HER

YOUNGER SISTER TESTIMONY
IX ANOKA CASE

WAS A COLD-BLOODED MURDER

At Her Father's Request She Played

the Piano for Her Parents at
the Very Time Set for

Their Murder. '-'*\u25a0'.

ANOKA, Minn., Nov. Martha Wise
was on the stand In the Anoka murder
trial today. She is the. girl who, when
asked by her faitlher and mother a few
minutes before they were murdered to
play the piano for them, played "Nearer
My God, to Thee." Her testimony was
strangely confirmatory of Eliza's. It dif-
fered in only one essential particular.
Eliza has said that when she went out
on the porch the night of the crime, .he
saw the defendants there. . Martha testi-
fies that Eliza tcld her she paw nobody.

Eliza left the court room smilingly, re-
lieved that the ordeal was over for her.
Misunderstanding the injunction of the
attorneys, she did net leave at once, but
poked about, looking over the papers In
the case. She went behind the bench at
recess and stood there for a moment
where Judge Giddings had sat before,
gazing out over the curious faces below.
There was not a trace of embarrassment
in her demeanor. She was more calm
than any casual spectator. Then Eliza
was excused and the county attorney ap-
peared with Martha.

MARTHA WISE'S STORY.
The latter gave her answers In a voice

so low that there was constant difficulty
In understanding what she said. At in-
tervals of half a minute the attorneys re-
quested her to speak out, but she ap«
peared incapable of talking louder than
a whisper.

Her recital of the circumstances at-
tending the late call made by Milter and
Hardy on Sunday night preceding the
murder, were identical with that given
by Eiiza. There is nothing to be gained
by repeating it. She talked with Hardy
about the Blake trial In Anoka county
and had remarked to him that it Was
"awful about that woman." Hardy had
replied that one could do anything in
Anoka county and get away with lt. Sh.*
recalled that Hardy had a letter in his
pocket, and she asked. him who the fet-
ter was for. He had told her that it was,
for her, but that he was going to .mail
lt to her. She asked him why he didn't
give it tc her at that lime and save the
cost of postage. Ho said he wanted to
read it over after he got home. Then,
had been a playful struggle over the let-
ter and she had read a part of it. The
part she read said:

"You will be dearer to me next Sun-
day jjig'ht than you are tonight."

At that time the pian of the murder
was already cut and dried. It had been
arranged that the boys should murder
Mr. and Mrs. Wise on lite following Sun-
day night. The significance of this line

in the letter was. therefore, apparent.

NO QUALMS OF CONSCIENCE.

The lamps had been lit in the kitchen.
Martha and Eliza went into the parlor.

Martha closed the door in the passage
behind her, and shut the baby brother,
her mother, and, as she supposed, her
father, as well as little Joe, into a com-
mon grave. '-The two girls knew that the moment
was approaching when they would toe rid
of the others, and when they could
claim that $1,500 in their mother's name.
In the parlor they lit a lamp and sat
down by the sewing machine facing the
window. There they waited expectant.
For a long time nothing happened. The
clock ticked loudly on the shelf and
It was dark outside. Still the girls wall-
ed for a sound from without. It was
restless work—a waiting that should
have tried steadier nerves than theirs.

At last Eliza rose and looked at the
clock.
"It was twenty minutes past nine,"

she said, "I don't believe they are com-
ing."

And almost at the same instant there
was a noise outside; not the kind of
noise that would have been noticedby other than waiting ears, but to the
strained senses of the conspirator quite
distinct. it was the noise made by a
bua^y driving up.

The signal had been given.
Even* then it did not occur to Martha to

stop the deadly work. She made no at-
tempt to warn her father and mother-
none to save the life of the baby brother
for whom she has professed affection, or
that of little Joe, who came so nearly be-ing sacrificed. All she did was to tell her
father and mother that the glass door hadopened, and the mother smiled and said
that that was nothing to be frightened
about. Eliza came in from the porch and
said she could see nothing. Then the two
girls went back into the parlor, shutting
the door behind-them. They put their
faces close to the window and' looked out.
Then, almost immediately, came the
shots, the shrieks of the mortally wound-
ed mother, the groans of the father, the
pitiful lamentations of little Joe, as he
started wounded across the floor and fellacross his mother's prostrate, bleeding
body. The murderers had done theirwork. _ - _:.V. _-

Mr. Lane's cross-examination of Elizathis morning was even more scathing
than that of yesterday. Eliza appeared
today in a blue cloth suit throughout
with the little blue woolen Tarn O'Shan-
ter pushed jauntily on the back of her
high-piled auburn coiffure. Evidently she
had slept soundly. Her eyes werebright, but not with weeping. She seem-
ed not to have a care in the world as
she took • the stand. The twelve coun-
trymen of the jury, whose countenances
are absolutely inscrutable, filed ln and
took their places.

REFUSED TO ANSWER.

sat there stolidly refusing to speak.
Every eye in the room was fixed upon
her.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
The crowd at the court house this aft-

others stepped ln to fill their places.

Martha Wise was still on the stand
when the court was called to order at
1:30. She was dressed in a brown dress,
with black colorette and jaunty Tan
O Shanter. She was not so bold, but
more retiring than her younger sister.

Looking into the kitchen she saw h.r
mother fall from her chair. Joe said tie
was hurt and fell over his mamma. Papa

had his head on the table. Baby Willie
was hollering on the other side of the
table.

"Right behind the north back window
I heard a noise. Willie looked out of
the window and then ran toward the
pantry, but before he reached the pantry

door he was shot and dropped dead be-

hind the kitchen stove."
The two girls then pulled their moth-

er from the kitchen into the passage.
She told them to put on black cloaks
and go for help. Went over to Floreen's
for help, running very fast. In regard
to going, and after her return, she cor-
roborated testimony of Eliza.

Tuesday night, after the murder, Jim
was there. Sheriff Merill, Detectives
Murphy and Lawrence were there talk-
ing to Martha out doors. When Mar-
tha came in, Jim said: '

"What did you say? Did they have any

suspicions of me?*' \u25a0

Martha said she told him they had
only found the loaded shells and had
them In the house.

"Is that all you told Merrill?".
"Yes." V.
"You stick to that story and you won't

get mixed up in it."

THE GREATNESS OF A NATION

The American People Possess All
the Elements Necessary to At-

tain lloundleKH Power With- .
out Abusing; lt. .

PITTSBURG, Nov. —With a grateful
enthusiasm past ail precedents, the fifth
Founders Day of Carnegie institute was
celebrated today. -An and around the
beautiful building at Schlenley park en-
trance more than 5,000 ' people thronged
ln their desire to express to Andrew Car-
negie their appreciation to the distin-guished guest of the day. Minister-Wu
Ting Fang, their homage and of the
treasures of art, science and literature
their regard. *

The capacity of the music hall was
wholly inadaquate for the crowd. iAt
least 2,000 people were turned away.

W. N. Frew, president of the board of
trustees, Introduced Wu Ting Fang, Chi-
nese minister to the United tSates, who
made an address. The minister was
greeted with prolonged aplause.

MINISTER WU'S ADDRESS.
"China has a great deal to learn from

this young republic. I hope, however,
she will learn, not the arts of war, whichhave for their sole end and aim the de-
struction of life, but the arts of peac6,which make for the happiness and wel-
fare of the people.

come really great by -war. True great-
ness does not lie in the extent of terri-
tory nor the strength of battalions, but
In the character of the people. Frompersonal observation, I am inclined to

sess the elements of national greatness
In a high degree. The test of loftiness
of character is to possess boundless pow-
er without abusing it. Wealth is power.
V.here can you find such vast aecum-
rnulations of wealth in private hands as
in America, with so little attendant evil
felt by society? I have seen countries

root of all evil.' The reverse seems to bethe case in America. Here the: rich use
