Steamship Companies Have Ruised
Iassenger Rates Considerably.

As a reral rule passenger tariffs on
the Atlgellli(: lines are slightly lower in
the winter months than those in vogue
in summer. This year the ll_ncs'com-
posing what is known as the Continent-
ul pool have raised rates to a point
ihigher than ever before. The .ines in
this pool are exclusively French, German
wud Italian, and the ports of call are
ali situnted In these countries.

‘The mcrease in rates is confincd to
third-class trade, but as most of the
traffic in winter is of this class, the
raise will be felt. From New York the
price of tickets has been raised, on an
gverage $2.50, and the revenue tax nere-
tofore assumed by the «:ompa‘.rlies wil}
be paid by the purchasers of tickets.

ANNUAL REFORT COVERING THE
EXPENSE OF TRANSPORTATION
OF MAIL

RURAL MAIL BOX A SUCCESS

sSystem Will Be Extended in Future
Star Route Contracts—improve-
ments in Alaskan Mail
Delivery. }

WASHINGTON, Nov. 2—The annual
report of W. S. Shallenberger, second as-
sistant postmaster general, ‘was made
public today. It shows that on June
30 last/ the annual rate of expenditure for
inland mail service was $55,146,060, for
foreign service §2,014,533; total expendi-
tures, $57,160,598,

There were 22,84 star routes, with a
total mileage of 269,858, involyiLg e an-
nual rate of expenditure of 25,133,378;
1,843 special office routes; 182 steamboat
rovies, 2,668 railroad routes (annual ex-
pense, $33,424,782); 228 railway postoffice
car routes (annual expense, $4,369,000) ;
8,685 railway postofiice clerks (annual ex-
pense, $6,696,424); 7,190 mail messenger
routes, 220 wagon routes (in cities); 287
electric and cable car routes; 5 pnea-
matic tube routes (annual expense, $222,-
266). Necessary and special facilities on
trunk lines of railrcads- involved an ar-
nual rate of expenditure of $159,723 and
mail equipments cost $325,744.

T..2 routes of all kinds in the domestic
mail service cover over a half million
miles in length and the miles traveled
over them per annum was 495,205,773. An
average .of almost nine trips a- week on
each route was maintained throughout
the country. Mr. Shallenberger refers
to the steps taken looking to Stopping
speculative bidding for mail contracts,
and announces that the new policy of
awarding all new contracts only to per-
sons diving on or contiguous to the route
involted has worked satisfactorily. The
experiment of box delivery on star routes,
whereby persons-.along the line could
have the mail brought from the next
postoffice by the star route carrier and
left in a box erected by such persons
has worked satisfactorily in South Caro.
lina, and the next star route contracts

ALASKAN MAILS.

Letter mall for the jinterior of Alaska
was carried last winter by a service .t
was reasonably well performed. For the
coming winter the arrangements double
the frequency of dispatches for the
points supplied by various overland
routes, supplying the offices along them
with letter mail four times a month.

RAILWAY MAIL SERVICE.

In the railway mail service relief legia-
lation for families of those killed in the
service is asked and the creation of a
fund to retire on pay a clerk whose use-
fuiness is cut short by permanent dis-
ability incurred in the line of duty. Re-
organization and reclassification of the
railway mail service, legislation requiring
separation of second-class -mail matter
by publishers and legislation for the pun-
ishment of persons who by force attempt
to enter a postal car or assault a postal
clerk on duty are recommended. No es-
timate is submitted at this time for
Pneumatic tube service or for special fa-
cilities on trunk lines.

The total estimate for all mail trans-
portation for the fiscal year ending June
30, 1902, is $61,430,249, being $2,158,610, or
3.64 per cent more than the current ap-
propriation.

AI:L SIGNS INDICATE INCREASE IN
BUSINESS AFTER THE
ELECTION

IRON AND STEEL LOOKING UP

With the Possibility of Free Silver
Coinage Out of the Way, Buy-
ing Orders Will Be
Numerous.

NEW YORK, Nov. 2—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade tomorrow
will say: The period of suspense is near-
ly over. Business has been longing for
a free field in which to leap forward, but
restricted buying largely to wants for
immediate consumption. Some evidence
appears of willingness to take specuia-
tive chances in the movement of a few
standard goods, notably of iron and
steel. The actual resumption of opera-
tions in the Anthracite coal fields has
added largely to the working force and
closing down of a few small steel plants
is only in the nature of concentrating of
operations at more advantageous poinig
and has not much reduced a number of
men employed. The weather in some sec-
tions has favored business, but at New
York has been unseasonable, accounting
for much of the loss of 15.3 per cent in
bank clearings here as compared with
last year, though the week shows a gain
of 20.3 per cent over 1898.

Enccuraging signs multiply in the iron
industry. Strength in Bessemer and gray
forge at Pittsburg shows that the recent
increase in activity of finished forms has
at last affected the market for raw ma-
terial. Improvement in domestic buying
of pig is the more noticeable because of
decrease in exports. Structural shapes
continue in urgent request plates advanc-
ing with active demand from ship bulld-
ers and with talk of a pool to sustain the
price. Bar iron would sell readily at firm-
er prices, but holders grow stubborn.
Reports are current that American con-
cerns have contracted for machine shops
in Bremen and numerous bridges abroad,
including some In South Africa. Billets
at Philadelphia cost $20, which does not
look like reduction in steel rails._ Buyers
in these lines declded not to wait for
election to place contracts.

FACTORIES ARE BUSY.

Full forces are employed at New Eng-
land shoe shops and heavy orders insure
brisk work for the rest of the year.
Prices have not advanced for the fin-
ithed articles with leather and hides.
Textile operations are more vigorous,
sales of wool at the three chief Eastern
markets exceeding all recent records with
a total of 7,804,500 pounds. This is largely
for prompt consumption and consequently
makes poor comparison with the same
week last year when unprecedented spec-
ulation made the total 25,386,700 pounds
with many large transactions missed in
the excitement of the Boston market.
With the greater activity there appears a
tendency toward firmer prices and 100
grades on Nov. 1 averaged 19.55 cents,
according to Coates Bros., of Philadelphia.

Cotton has recovered a little of the re-
cent sharp decline, attributed to reports
that frost would surely do serious dam-
age. The market does not show much
fear of disaster and there Is more reason
to believe that the slight advance was
induced by better purchases of spinners
who were attracted after the fall of $7.80
a bale in less than three ‘weeks. There
was also some recovery in wheat started
by the statement that Argentina would
not be able to export freely this vear
because of the injury to the growing crop.
Corn did not join the advance to any ex-
tent and provisions were generally quiet
except a. corner in October pork, which
compelled traders on the short side to
cover contracts at $20 when the month
ended. Small concessions are made by
importers of raw sugar.

Failures for the week were 198 in the
United States against 183 last yvear and
23 in Canada against 25 last year.

UNDERTONE IS FIRM.

Dividend-Paying Stocks Quickly
Taken on Any Price Concessions.

NEW YORK, Nov. 2—Bradstreet’s
financial review tomorrow will say: As
the national election draws near the
speculative stock market has become
more sensitive to the uncertainties which
it involves. The upward movement of
prices, which was the feature of the
preceding fortnight and which was in
effect a discounting of the expected re-
sult, has been checked by the general
disposition to take profits or to reduce
committments in the market. “The hard-
ening of money rates over the election
has also created conservatism on the
part of commission houses, and the
tending in such quarters is to have cus-
tomers restrict transactions for the mo-
ment. It is also noted that throughout
the street the disposition has been to
call for such larger margins and to
otherwise prepare for any emergency
arising from elther the action of the
market prior to election day or after it
in the event of the general estimate of
the result proven to be mistaken. The
market thus seems to have placed itself
in a position to await the outcome in a
calm way and it is also noted that the
realizing by people who bought early in
the recent rise have not realized in any
material declines. Large interests angd
bull pools have not made themselves
prominent or given much open support
to the various prominent stocks. The
professionals, in fact, have shown an in-
clination to hold off, and the trading
element among them were nearly ready
to act on the bear side. It is noticed,
however, that at any concessions in
prices good stocks have been readily
absorbed by outslde buyers. This was
especlally the case with the high grade
dividind-payers, thocgh it extended 1o
other stocks as well, and represented to
a considerable extent the outright pur-
chase of securities to take them entire-
ly out of the market. The process was
sufiiciently well marked to afford sup-
port to prices at the decline and to
check the tendency of the room to in-
dulge in short sales. It would also seem
to result from the general feeling in
stock market circles that in the event of
a satlsfactory victory for the sound
money cause the market would be like-
ly to broaden and advance. The foreign
markets were dull and heavy this week,
and London did little here, being a
seller on balance.

WOOL MARKET REVIVES,

Business at Boston the Best Since
Last January.

BOSTON, Nov. 2.—The Commercial Bul-
letin tomorrow winl say: Wool sales are
largest since last January. Manufaa-
turers have continued to cover in view
of possible higher prices after the elec-
tion. There is a firm undertone, and
holders are more confident. Cheap ofrer-
ings have been quite generally cleaned up,
London is firmer on good wool, available
supply of which will be smaller than now
and next spring.
