There were four of them, and they wero
seated in the corridor of the Midland
hotel the other evening, smoking and
talking over the experiences of their
younger days. All of them were rail-
road officials whose nam&s are familiar
the land over. None was less than fifty
years old and all had reached the age
when the hopes and ambitions of life
have either been realized or laid care-
fully away, like faded flowers, never to
be looked at again, perhaps, except with
regret. But the world had treated them
kindly, and they had watched each oth-
er clinrb up the ladder step by step,
steadily, persevering!y, until the top had
been reached and the long-delayed and
well-earned reward had come.

"It is very easy to get into the wrong
department of a railroad," said one of
tho group, a pertly man with hair that
was snowy white. "I made that mistake
in the beginning of my career. Went
into the operating department and it re-
quired one of the severest lessons of my
life to teach me that I didn't belong
there. Let me tell you about It. The
first position of importance that I ever
held on a railroad was as a dispatcher on
on of the Western roads, in the hottest
country the sun shines upon in this hem-
isphere today. It happened in Arizona.
The heat was so intense that to sleep
was utterly impossible until*nature be-
came exhausted. During the day the
thermometer frequently registered 120,
and I remember how we used to hold a
lighted cigar under the instrument just
as the overland passenger train pulled
In at noon with tourists almost pros-
trated. And many a hearty laugh we
bad, too, as they gazed wonderingly at
the thermometer with the mercury up
to the highest point, after which they
would srnd scores of telegrams to friends
in the East describing the heat.
"I was working what we called the

'third trick,' from midnight to 8 o'clock
in the morning. Our office controlled
nearly 500 miles of track. We had three
mountain ranges on our division an-1
every railroad man knows what that
means to a dispatcher. It was necessary
to split all freight trains into several
sections to cross these mountains, and as
we had only a few telegraph offices, and
those we did have were far apart, we
had to do some pretty close figuring to
prevent delay in trains. This" sort of
work is sufficiently trying in a cool cli-
mate; in a land where every one was
constantly on the verge of collapse it
was rendered doubly hard.

"One night in August I went on duty
es usual at midnight, and received the
transfer of everything on the division,
v c opened a new train sheet at 12
o'clock, and, after checking off with a
blue pencil all the trains that had
leached their destination, I placed this
new pheet over that used the urevtouaday. There was an order on the hook
to run a regular west-bound water train
ahead of time for a point at about the
middle of the division, and at 1 o'clockI started out. I must have been half
asleep when I gave the order to theoperator, for 1 neglected to do whatevery dispatcher does, what I had donealways before issuing running orders—
failed to look at the old-train sheet. Had
1 done so I might still be a dispatcher
Instead of a general manager. Now allof you know that a train runninar ahead
of time has the rights of an extra only.

PREVAILING SENTIMENT OF
THE ENGLISH

SATISFIED AT THE RESULT

LONDON, Nov. 7.—The afternoon pa-
pers voice the general sentiment of Eng-
land over the result of the presidential
e'.ection in the United States. The Even-
ing News says:

"Anti-Imperialism, the attempt to stir
up jealousy against England, the chani-
pion of the Boers and pandering to thi>
Fenians all availed Bryan nothing. His
defeat is even more a defeat for Cioker
and Tammany, and that is Its happiest
feature. It really looks as though Ameri-
cans are tired of the gang of corrupt
Irish-Americans who have degraded
American politics so long."

The Star says: "Had Bryan kept to
the issues of Anti-Imperialism, anti-
Trusts and Social Reforms, he might con-
ceivably have won. Sound money proved
his undoing. He has been 'crucified on a
cross of gold,' but it has been very much
of a. voluntary crucifixion. The most
remarkable feature is the personal de-
feat of 'Boss' Croker."

The Times in a. special edition, says:
VICTORY FOR HONESTY.

"McKlnley's victory is no ordinary par-
ty triumph. It !s a victory for common
honesty, sound sense and sober, enlight-
ened political Judgment."

After reference to Bryan's endeavor to
make Imperialism the paramount issue,
the Times says:

"Free silver and its attendant heresies
are the real matters upon which the elec-
tors have given judgment."

After commenting upon Bryan's advo-
cacy of unsound principles and uncon-
stitutional methods and his appeals to
class hatred, which stirred the passions
of all the worst elements of the popula-
tion," the Times expresses the oplni in
that had Bryan been elected, even all th*
checks of the constitution, could not havo
restrained him from experiments fatal
to social order and material prosperity,
and it concludes:

"From that danger the country is mer-
cifully delivered, certainly for the pres-
ent, and we may hope for all time."

SENTIMENT IN BERLIN.

General Satisfaction Expnemed at
MeKialey'a Re-election.

BERLIN, Nov. 7.—German government
circles are all delighted at President Me-
Klnley's re-election. The United States
embassy today received a number of ex-
pressions of that kind.

Generally speaking the German public
is taking much greater interest- in th?
American election than heretofore.
Everybody is discussing the results.
Dr. Yon Hollenben, the German ambas-
sador to the United States, who is now
in this city said to the correspondent
of the Associated Press about the re-
sult: "We all rejoice over it."

Dr. Barth, in? Feeissinige leader said:
"I regard Mr. McKinley's election, all
things considered, as the best result, al-
though I cannot indorse his imperial-
istic tendencies."

The Tageblatt says: "The Germans
greet McKinley's election above all as
a victory for sound currency over revolu-
tionary monetary experiments, which are
calculated to most seriously shake the
base of the entire world's commerce."

IX PARIS. "

Characteristic Comment by French
Press 611 the Election.

PARIS, Nov. This year's full Ameri-
can election details were published here.
The Paris edition of the New York
Herald issued a special at noon, contain-
ing full returns up to 4 a. m. The paper
was finely illustrated, and the entire edi-
tion was rapidly sold on the boulevards.

The Temps says: "Bryan is beaten,
but this does not mean that McKlnley
has triumphed. He had to make himself
small and modest and leave Lhe leading
role to Roosevelt. He has assumed an
attitude of neutrality and inertia regard-
ing the foreign policy, especially China
and the Philippines. Finally it is still
possible that the new congress may not
have a Republican majority. This, per-
haps, is the best solution for the United
States."
