LECTURE ON THE BIBLE
»R. BI'RTOK'S ELOQLEIST EFFORT

WAS CLOSELY FOLLOWED.

To an audience silent and rigid as
stone, so rapt was the attention, Dr.
Richai d Burton, of the University of Min-
nesota, delivered, last night, in a master-
ly manner a remarkable discourse upon
the Bible, speaking not from the stand-
point of the clergyman, but through the
eyes of a profound student of literature,
and closing with the words that, while
he had paid most attenlon to the artistic
wonders of the sacred volume, he would
never lose sight of its true beauty and
great mission.

But
what the doctor does most heartily com-
mend, and pray that they be placed in
the hands of the people, are the editions
of the Bibie in which drama, the epic,
the essay, the lyric, or the poetry, have
been properly put into chapters, para-
graphed and arranged with due regard
to its value, either as a foot note or the
main thread of the story, argument or
history, as it may be, metrical speech
designed as such, and all other means
taken as are usually used by an up-to-
date publisher to make his production
attractive-and both easily and compre-
hensively absorbed.

RAILROAD AND COAL MAGNATES

Cox AY. Mackenzie, D. D. Mann and

CUm Roarers, of Toronto,

Were Here on a Short
Visit.

Chatting in the rotunda of the Ryan

hotel yesterday afternoon was a group
of Canadian financial magnates whose
aggregate wealth and interests is not
less than $100,000,000. The group included
Messrs. William Mackenzie, D. D. Mann,
Senator George A Cox, Elias Rogers, MaJ.
Pellat and E. R. Wood, of Toronto, and
Hugh Sutherland, of Winnipeg.

Messrs. Mackenzie and Mann are rail-
road promoters and builders, and among
the largest street railway owneTS in the
world. They own and operate the sys-
tems in Montreal, Toronto, Ottawa, Win-
nipeg and Vancouver. In England they
own the street railway system in the
city of Birmingham; in Cuba, that of
Havana, and, in Brazil, that of Santa
Paula, a city, of 260,000 inhabitants.

In addition to these possessions, they
are building the Ontario & Rainy River
railroad, and are the principal owners
of the Canadian Northern railroad, a
line which, if completed, will extend from
the Pacific coast to Hudson's bay, prac-
tically paralleling the C. P. R. With
Hugh Sutherland, they are on their way
to Winnipeg in connection with their rail-
road interests there.

Senator Cox is the president of the
Crow's Nest Coal company, and, with
Messrs. Rogers, Pellatt and Wood, is
going to inspect the property before mak-
ing his annual report to the directors
next month. They will reach their desti-
nation via the Soo line. Mr. Ellas Rogers
is the largest coal dealer in the Dominion
and with his companions ranks as one
one of the richest men in it. The railroad
men and the coal magnates met in Chi-
cago by chance, and came on to St. Paul
together.

All of them are prominent Liberals, and
are naturally pleased over the outcome
of the general election held In Canada
Wednesday. Not one in the two parties
cast a vote, but their side won just the
same.

Mackenzie, Mann and Sutherland left
for Winnipeg last night, while the others
went West.

Senator Cox has not been In St. Paul
for some years, and, with Maj. Pellatt, he
took a drive through the principal streets.
He was impressed at the marked im-
provement in appearance, and to a
Globe reported stated that some of the
avenues were as tine as any in the United
States.

HARD TO CHOOSE JURORS
COOK-HEXNEISSY CASE HAS XOT

STARTED YET,

In the neighborhood of seventy-five
venlremen examined and only seven of
the twelve men necessary for a com-
plete jury secured, is the record of two
days' work In the case of Fire Marshal
Hart-N. Cook, now on trial In the mu-
nicipal court on a charge of assaulting
Patrolman David Hennessy.

Thursday a panel of thirty-three venire
men yielded four jurymen, . -while yes-
terday a similar number was exhausted
with only three to the credit of the
day's work. Hennessy av>d Cook tat Re-side their respective counsels and seemed
interested in the questions propounded
to the various would-be Jurymen, and
scowled whenever their attention was
drawn to each other.

Public discussion ;%1 Ilie reading of
the daily newspapers containing an ac-
count of the encounter between the two
men seems to be a stumbling block that
invalidates nearly every man called. Al-
most to a man the question "have you
formed any opinion as to the guilt or in-
nocence of the defendant?" brought an
affirmative answer. Public discussion
seemed to have also biased their minds,
and a number credited their, opinions to
this source.

Attorney Crosby, vho appears for Chief
Cook, in nearly every case declined to
challenge, while Attorneys Donnelly and
Finehout, who appear for Hennessy, let
few opportunities, escape in their ef-
forts to secure a purely unbiased jury.

Business men predominate! in the list
of venireinen called, and this fact called
forth a protest from the attorneys, wno
desired men from the country and sub-
urbs summoned. Those examined seemed
to have acquaintance with the differences
between the two men, and frequently
during the examination as to their fit-
ness, allowed their preferences lor one
of the two men to creep out.

Those examined included the following
business men: J. V. Crump, George
L. Crawford, hatter; R. K. Armstrong,
music dealer; Samuel Cummings, shoe
dealer: Jacob H. Arnold, cigar manufac-
turer; O. C. Burns, lumbar dealer; L.
S. Gushing, real estate dealer; E. A.
Drew, of Plymouth slothing house; Wil-
liam. Butler, contractor; Charles V.'.
Ames, West Publishing Co., and many
others equally as prominent.
Allmore or less seemed to have a reluc-

.tance toward having anything to do with
the case, and many excuses were of-
fered. Their one prerogative, "I have
a decided opinion," however, seemed to
meet the emergency, and they were ex-
cused.

Louis A. Ege, Daniel W. Burke and
K. F. Wetzell were the jurors that re-
sulted from Lhe overhauling yesterday.

As Is allowable, tho state expressed a
desire to go on with the ca3e before
the seven jurymen, but Attorney Crosby
would not have it, and announced his
intention of holding out until twelve
men were secured. Judge Hine stated
that he would call another venire, and
adjournment was taken until Monday.
