The other
two days have alse been lost during (h2
term through secrét practice.

“If the men were not playing football
the four days’' absence would not be con-
sidered unreasonable, and I fail to see
why #t is any worse because they zarve
playing the game. 1 think the gentiesmen
of the Chicago colleges who are making
the criticisms had better ‘look to their
own records and note the leave of ab-
snce of their men since the term com-
menced.” )

Dr. Williams substantiated President
Northrop in the matter, saying that nis
men had not been away from their stud-
ies one-half as mueh as have the team
of any of the Western colleges.

ARGUMENT POSTPONED,

Colonial Cases Come Up in Supreme

Court Dee. I7.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 12.—The United
States supreme court today postponed

the argument in what are known as the
Porto Rico and Philippines cases until
Dec. 17. The cases are entitled in sne
instance “J. H. Goetze vs. the United
States,” which involves the right te col-
lect a duty on goods imported from Porto
Rico into the United States after the
peace treaty with Spain went into effecr.
and “Fourteen Diamond Rings vs. the
United States.” In this latter case Em'l
J. Peptke, a United States solaier, i1s the
clalmant of the rings, and he is accused
of smuggling them into the United States
from the Philippine islands. The Post-
ponement was made at the instance of
Attorney General Griggs, and the object
of it is to have other cases involving
cognate questions, nosw pending .in the
United States courts, argued in the su-
preme court together with these two
cases. In their broader significance thesa
cases involve the question whether Ports
Rico and the Philippines are part of the
United States, and as such entitied to
free commercial intercourse with it.

TREASURER ROBERTS' REPORT

Covers the Trausactions of Unele
Sam’s Finance Department, In-
cluding a Resume of Ex-
isting Conditious.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 12—The aunuval
report of the treasurer of the United
States, filis TL Roberts, on tke cpera-
tious and conditions el the treasury, was
subm'tted to Secrclury Gage today. The
net ordinary reveunues af the government
for the fiscal year were $567,240,852, the
largest in the history of the eouniry. ex-
ceeding those of 1%§, the mext highest,
by $47,201,288. On the side of cxpenditures
tbere was a net decrease of $117,55%3%S in
comparison with 133, so that the defi-
clency of $89,111,560 fcr the year was con-
verted into a surplus of $79,527 460 in  1300.
The gross receipts under warrant, includ-
ing those on account of the pubiic debr,
were $1,368,199,262, and the disbursemeants
$1,135,943,472, a large increase on hota sides
over the previous year. With the excap-
tien of July, 189, when there was a defi-
ciency of $8,506,532, a surplus was realized
for every month of the year, one for
June being the largest, at $17,395 1°9." -Tha
largest receipts for a single day were ¥5,-
199,513, February 26, 1900, and the largest
expenditures $4,803,000, July 3, 1) The
largest surplus on any one day was $4,-
047,396, Aug. 29, and the largest deficiency,
$2,318,621, July 5, 1899,

Exclusive of the reserve fund, the
available cash balance of the  treasury
was greater June 30, 1500, by $248%7,143
than ut the same date in 1899, but this
gain was partly offset by a decrease of
$8,663,273 in the next ensuing quarter.
The cash assets bevond labilities were
$46.723,017 June 20, 1889, £50,227502 June 30,
1900, and $41,183,36C Oct. 1, 1900,

The exchange of 5 per cents, the old
4 per cents and the new 3 per cents for
2 per cent consols, uuder the provisions
of the financial act, has proceeded stead-
ily. The total amcunt of the exchange-
able sccurities outstanding was $%39,146.-
340, and by June 30 337,125,456, or 36.6 per
cent of them had been converted into the
new 2s. ’

MONEY IN CIRCULATION,

The aggregate aipoupt of money of all
kinds in eirculation on Oct. 1, 1906, i8 es-
timated at $2,113,204,983, an increase of
$180.810,744 in fifteen months, of which
$91,440.930 was due to the enlarged use of
gold and gold certificaies. The increase
per capita was from $25.3% to $27.01. The
per capita of gold at the latter date was
$10.60, which is greater than that of all
the currency in 1862, while the total of

On Oct. 1 39.24 per ceut of the total cir-
culation was in gold and zold certificates,
