LITTLE IDOLS WHICH THE ARIZO-
NA MOKI GIVE CHILDREN
FOR PLAYTHINGS

SOME ARE MOST ELABORATE

A Remarkable Collection Brought
Together in the Peabody Muse-
um Through the Efforts of

an Indian Trader,
CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Nov. 17.—(Spe-

clal.)—One of the most curious collections
of dolls to be found in the world has been
arranged In one of the cases in the Pea-
body museum at Harvard, comprising
nearly 100 figures carved out of the root
of the cottonwood by the Mokir Indians
of New Mexico. Nothing can be !m-
agined more nalvely grotesque in form
and coloring than these little fAgures,
which symbolize indeed the katcinas, or
Moki gods, but are nore the less the gea-
uine playthings of the little Mokl girls.
They belong to the Mary Hemenway
collection of Tusayan objects which was

While the priests are by themselves in
the kiva celebrating the rites of the god,
wne body of men who are to performn the
public dance retire Into another kiva to
prepare the paraphernalla which they
must wear on the day of their appear-
ance. If it is the lightnjng katchina, fey
instance, that has been selected for this
occasion, each man 18" dressed to repre-
sent him and no otheér divinity, tn J50,
when the members of the Hemenway ex-
pedition observed the farewell dance, the
antelope katchina hdd Been chosen. The
forty dancers—more 9or /less—who were
10 take part retired into the kiva allotted
them and occupied several days in paint-
ing the masks, Kilts. and  implements
which they were to Wear: or carry, with
«e symbols proper t9. the antelope god.
1iiere were 1o be th‘h't_v;three men and
six women represented, But all the pec-
formers were meén. “<Each fashioned for
himself a helmet of_such odd pleces of
leather as he could procure, or more
often refurnished an old one used be-
fore. The helmet amounted to no more
than a rough mask; in_the form of a
eylinder, which sheuld rtest upon his
shoulders so as completely to hid his
head and neck. A couple of slits were
cut for his eyes, and alother for his
mouth, and the whole was appropriately
decorated with symbolical bands and
spots of paint inr houor of the antelope
katcina. In addition, the dancer got
ready a long kilt of cotton canvas, or, if
he were to be a woman, a blanket.

which these dolls are derived, are among
the most interesting in the world, and
though the dolls are really dolls and not
idols, they furnish the most complete
commentary possible on the preligious be-
liefs and customs of the Indians who
make them. The Moki dances—the great
snake dance in particular—are well
known. In these dances the men of the
tribe appear in masks representing, by a
definite symbolism, the gods in Wwhose
honor they are held: and the dolls which
are glven out to the children—with the
intention, probably, of thus instructing
them in this symbolism—not only are
made to suggest the dancers in their
masks, but are themselves distrlbuted at
the ‘“farewell dance,” so called, or kat-
cina—for the word means both the god
and the ceremonial in his honer--which
takes place the last of July or the first
of August.

Moki mythology includes a great num-
ber and variety of gods. There are the
great gods who dwell forever in the beau-
tiful San Francisco mountains, the Moki
Olympus, seventy-flve or eighty miles
westward from the Moki villages; and
the lesser gods, who come among the
Moki in December and leave them to re-
turn to the mountaing in midsummer.
The latter are the katcinas. The object
of theilr sojourn in the villages is that
they may learn the needs and wishes of
the Moki and report them to the great
gods.

While the katcinas are in the Mokt
villages, the inhabitants take every op-
portunity to please them and do them
honor. In the course of the season half
a dozen festivals take place, not every
vear to the same katcinas (except the
first. or ‘“return” festival is always in
honor of the war Kkatcina), but so ar-
ranged that in the course of a few years
all may. receive their fair amount of
worship.

There §s something like sixty or seventy
of these katcinas, many of them the gods
of rain and water, as is natural ™Th so
dry and torrid a country as Arizona,
while others are called after the com-
moner wild animals, as the ante’ones, kat-
cina, the wolf katcina, or the mountain
sheep katcina, or after the staple articles
of food, as the maize katecina.

The farewell katcina may be given in
honor of any one of these gods It lasts
nine days and nine nights. ‘There are
both secret and public ceremonies con-
{ nected with it, the former being carried
on by the priests or chiefs in an under-
ground chamber called a “kiva,” and the
latter consisting of a dance in the vil'u:z -2
in which thirty or forty persons take

tles—one made of a dyed gourd contain-
ing small stones, and fastened to a han-
dle; the other an arrangement made of a
tortoise shell, to be' tled to the ecalf of
the left leg in such a way that it would
rattle in the dance.

Besides making ready these parapher-
nalia, the performers in this farewell
katcina must make a number of toys for
the children, miniature bows and arrows
for the boys, roasted ears of corn cnd
cakes of meal, and, above all, the dolls
for the little girls.

Some of the dolls are so elaborate that
it is impossible for a man to make one
of them in the few days that he spends
In retivement In the kiva. As a matter
of fact, therefore, he has been at work
on his doll, very likely, for some time
before he finally goes Into the kiva;
and if he only puts the finishing touches
on his work while there, it is thought
that he has satisfled all religious re-
quirements.

On the morning of the dance, the per-
formers issue from their kiva, and go to
a recess in the rock called the “house of
the Katelnas,” not far from the town.
Trom this rock-room, which lies fo the
west, the dancers enter the village at
daybreak, each bearing in his left hand
a doll, or, it may be, two dolls, and a
twig of spruce, typifyving the mountains,
tec which the katchinas are to return; and
in his right, his gourd rattle. During the
morning they dance from time to time
without attracting anv special attention
from the villagers, In the afternoon,
however. the peaple, dressed in their best
clothes, gather fo watch the dancers, who
appear bearing gis time not only the
dolls, but the roasting ears, the bows and
arrows, and the other things meant for
the childrer., There is no speclal cere-
mony connected with the presentation.
The children sit with their elders, and
the bows and cakes and dolls are hand-
ed to them without any formality.

As has been said, the dolls are whittled
out of the root of the cottonwood, which
is chosen for several reasons. One is that
there is very little but cottonwood grow-
ing near the Moqul.' Another is that it
is a sacred tree, gince it grows along the
water courses, the most preclous pos-
- session of the Mdqui.~ Moreover, it is
very light, and soisoft that #t cuts with
the greatest ease,. The dolls are now
whittled out with jack-knives, but in the
old days. before the white man came,
stone knlves were useid. and even now
the smoothing and; polishing of dolls is
mainly done with a plece of sandstone.

The money does not reappear in
the Indian banks. The soil of India ab-
-sorbs ihe golden flood just as the sands
of the desert swallow the overflow of the
great rivers. When it is remembered
that this work of absorption has been go-
ing on without Interruption for ten cen-
turfes, and still continues under our eyes,
it is easy to form an idea of the im-
mense treasures that are hidden ‘n that
country.

“All thix gold remains sterile, and con-
sequently is Jost. It is absurd to say that
it is brought into monetary circulaiion
or that it passes through the hands of the
native goldsmiths. It is dlsseminated in
innumerable places, from which it never
emerges,

‘It is estimated that in the regency of
Bombay alone there are 12,000,000 gold sov-
ereigng hoarded. Hundreds upon hun-
dreds of millions of dollars lie in the hid-
ing piaces of the fomine-stricken land,
Ali classes are afflicted with the incura-
ble habit of hoarding gold. The splendid
maharajahs have became shrewd enough
to use banks of deposit, but there is still
barbaric display of jeweled idols in the
strong rooms and of golden vessels In tha

HINDOO PRIESTS HOARD GOLD.

“‘Even the gods of India,’ remarked
a writer In the Courrier des Etats Unis,
‘are very fond of gold. They whistle for
it through the lips of their priests. Obe-
dient to the divine call, it comes ripping
from all points, until it reaches the sa.
cred parnis. It accumulates in the sub-
terranean passages of the temples, to
which the priests alone have access,
Thence it overflows and takes its place
like a proud conqueror upon the altars,
where it shares with the gods the in-
cense and the homage of the men it has
bewitched.’

“It seems curious that while half the
world is engaged in an eager search for
gold the teeming populations of India
and China devote most of their energies
to keeping it out of use and circulation,

But India and China are not the only
countries which absorb gold without ever
giving it back again. As a matter of
fact, in all countries there is a tendency
on the part of coined gold to get out of
sight and stay hidden. This is a subject
which has occupled the students of
finance in all lands, and there have been
many analyses of the different causes
for the disappearance of gold. Yet. with
the most ingenious explanationa, the pro-
blem always has remained a very in-
teresting’ one. Our own treasury officials
have given it a good deal of study.
