Williams is a well known
man in the county and his word is con-
sidered reliable, He declares his convie-
ilon that the verdict rendered by the
jury which tried Miller and Hardy for
this murder was a just one, and that the
real murderer is still at large. Williams
asserts that he brought the facts now re-
lated to the attentlon of Sheriff Merrill
and other officials when they were
searching for evidence to conviet Miller
and Hardy, but these officers refused to
consider his disclosures Important.
Williams bases his helief in the guilt
of 2 man now in another part of the
country on the fact that this man ap-
pliad to him as justice for a warrant to
secure the arrest of Willlam and Mrs.
Wis=e for robbery. This man’s name is
sald to be Goerick. When he refused to
issue a warrant on the statement of the
case made by the applicant, the latter

swore to Willilams that he would ‘‘take
it our of thelr hides."”

Revenge Is not the only motive thig
person had for committing the crime,

according to Willlams. The man’s state-
ment to the justice included a recital of
relations with Martha, the cldest daugh-
ter of the Wises, which Willlams says
provides the additional motive of jeal-

» man against whom Williams® accu-

in September he was working near the
Wise farm and for convenience sake
secured hoard with the family. His state-
ment to Williams was that he became
enamored of Martha ana that his affec-
tion for lier was reciprocated.

Williams is of the opinion that one
man did all the shooting. He thinks the
rifie stolen from Giddings had no connec-
tion with the crime at all, but that it was
stolen by a person who afterward becamse
afraid of having it found in his posses-
sion while the murder was being inves-
tigated, and therefore planted it in Round
lake to await cessation of the excitement
in his neighborhood.

Williams comments on the fact that
Wise himself had a shot gun, and he
points out that this gun had never been
accounted for. He also claims to be In
possession of much detail corroborative
of his belief in this absent man's guilt.

IN THE STATE LEGISLATURE

&

Bill Will Be Introduced@ to Enable
the Famous Comrvicts to Secure
Their Release on
Parole,

STILLWATER, Nov. 17.—(Special.)—
It has been stated hieré-on good authority
that another effort will be made at the
coming session cf the legislature to pass
a bill that will enable Cole and James
Younger to secure theilr release from
prison on parole. Some of these who
fought for a similar bill two years ago
without success are going to try it
again. Next Tuesday the Youngers will
have completed twenty-four years as
convicts at the prison, and during all of
that time they have mot violated a single
rule of the institutlon. It {s argued by
those who are interesting themselves in
their behalf that the Youngers have been
model prisoners, and have earned zomeo
consideration from the people of this
state, especially when it is known that
s0 many lifers have been liberated from
prison, who have not served one-half of
twenty-four years. The Youngers are
growing old, and it is understood to be
their desire, if liberated from prison, to
go back to their boyhood home in Mis-
souri, there to spend their remaining
years. As prisoners the Youngers are in
a way remarkabie men. They try to do
everything and more than is expected of
.them, and ,unlike many convicts, never
have an unkind word for anybody. Even
when the bill was defeated two years
ago, which, if passed, would have glven
them their release, both accepted the in-
evitable, and, In speaking of the matter
to officers of the prisen, said they hadn’t
an unkind word to say against any-
body, not even those who had worked
the hardest against the bill,

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END OF THE CHINESE TROUBLE
FAR FROXM BEING IN
SIGHT

MORE SEVERITY IS NEEDED

Weird Tales Published in Chinese
Papers of Humiliating Defents
Inflicted on the Allied
Armies.

(Correspondence of the Assoclated Press.)

SHANGHAI, Thursday, Oct. 11.—From
Pekin to S8hanghali it is next to impossible
to meet European or American, who
has resided any length of time in China,
but who belleves that the real trouble
has not really commenced. All bitterly
reproach the powers for not being more
severe in thelr measures, particularly for
not absolutely destroying the Forbidden
City at Pekin.

Residents of Tien Tsin, Che Fco and
Shanghal say it was a grave blunder
that will in the near future cause the
loss of thousands of lives and the de-
struction of much property. It is a well
authenticated fact that hardly a China-
man outside the province of Chi Li be-
lieves that the allies have had any suc-
cess at all. Papers are sold in Shanghal
giving graphic details of the alleged cap-
ture of Admiral Seymour, Gen. Chaffea
and others as any of the wonderful
storles that emanated from the Shang-
hai liar a few months ago describing the
butchery of the ministers and their fam-
ilies, which were so freely published in
the European and American papers.

CHINESE LIARS ARE GOOD.

Not only are the details given at full
length, but pictures are also published
showing the admiral and several generals
with canons around thelr necks, being
tried before the native judges. Two Chi-
namen were beheaded recently in Shang-
hai for publishing ‘“willful slanders and
maliclous falsehoods,”” in stating that
Pekin had fallen into the hands of the
allies and that the empress dowager
and the emperor had fled. The most
serious part of the whole affalr {s con-
sidered to be the fact that the Chinese
judges themselves believed the men were
really lying.

The presence of foreign troops in
Shanghai is not objected to because it
means that an immense amount of mon-y
is being spent there and anything that
is worrying the Chinese storekeepers is
that ‘some day soon ‘‘the ever victorious
army of the son of Heaven” will come
and drive ‘‘the foreign devils out,” a
constimation that from one peint of view
they devoutedly hope for, but from finan-
cial reasons they would rather have post-
poned for the present. 2

It s an acknowledged fact that Chi-
nese, as a race, are indifferent to pain,
and practice carelessness with reference
to human life, either their own or
others. It i3 a fact the same
time, a seeming contradition, that here-
tofore the Chinese have not shown
themselves brave in battle, at least
when it begins to go agalnst them, act-
ing on the principle that “he who fights
and runs away will live to fight another
day.”

The white people in this part of China
say that Chi Li is but a very small part
of the country—only one province of
elghteen—and but of medium size . in
population, and that if it took as many
men as it died to subdue Chi Li, what
will it take when the whole country
rises, as it is ripe to do?

MENACE TO THE ALLIES.

The removal of the empress dowager
and the court recently from Shan Si
to Shen Si is looked upon by foreign
merchants, missionaries, and even by
most of the converts as a danger and a
menace. A merchant who has bzen thirty
yvears in China told a correspondent of
the Associated Press that it was a place
almost impossible for foreign troops to
reach if they so desired, and the only
feasibie way was to go about 1,500 miles
up the Yang Tse river and then 500 miles
by land. If this were attempted, how-
ever, they would have to fight the
greater part of the way. He believes
that the empress dowager has a hold
on the situation, and 1s only endeavor-
Ing to make terms in the name of the
emperor just to galn time, and trusts
that in the meanwhile some of the pow-
ers may get to fighting among them-
selves,

The empress has {ssued an edict or
proclamation announcing her departure
from Pekin, not as a flight, but merely
to be In a more central position, and in-
forming all officials that the country is
menaced by foreigners, but that not
enough of them exists In the world to
disturb the serenity of the Chinese
court.

Some English missionarfes who have
been years in the country, and who are
at present at Shanghal, say that the
empress dowager has a better knowl-
edge of the ‘hinese situation, the char-
acter of the people and their possibili-
ties than any other human being alive;
also thta she has one or two very
able advisors. These  missionaries’'
believe that her removal of the court
further into the Interfor means that
with time on her side she will come off
victorious.
