Ajs to the Demands Whieh They Will
3iukc Upon the Imperial Gov-

ernment in Settle-

PEKIN, Nov. 17, via Shanghai, Nov.
IS.—The belief that the note of the pow-
ers to the Chinese commissioners, Prince
Ouing and Li Hung Chang, will be com-
pleted soon is strengthened by the re-
eults of the recent informal conferences
of the ministers of the powers.

-Sir. Conger, the United States minis-
ter, said to a correspondent of the As-
vciatcd Press today:

"The situation is apparently very fa-
vorable to the early beginning of nego-

" tiations for a preliminary settlement. I
believe the next meeting of the foreign
envoys will virtually settle all points of
differences between the representatives
of the powers, who will lose no time
In presenting their demands. What the
result will be it is impossible to fore-
tell. Events have placed China in a
very critical position. "Whether she "will
be able to preserve her integrity and to

" eave her trade relations with the rest
of the world will depend upon what the
powers determine in the final settlement
and upon her willingness to accept
promptly the conditions proposed.

"It is quite unlikely, If not impossible,
that the Chinese court will return to

| /Pekin before next spring, but I do not
'anticipate any serious delay in the prog-
ress of the negotiations with the Chi-
nese commissioners, as they are in tele- -

Yuan's troops have al?o been* active in
southwest Wu Ting Fu, where it is said
that early in the summer an entire com-
munity of native Christians, numbering
about 120 persons, were massacred by
Boxers. Yuan dispatched a force to that
region recently and it is reported they
found the perpetrators' S of the outrage,
Wiling seventy of them. _

HAVE HOPES_FOR CZAR.
OFFICIAL WORLD DOES NOT CON-

SIDER CONDITION DANGEROUS.
ST. PETERSBURG, Nov. 18.—The Rus-

sian official world is anxious regarding
tho condition of Emperor Nicholas, but
there is a feeling of confidence that he
will recover. A foreign office official tol-1
the correspondent of the Associated Press
last evening that the bulletins were re-
garded as favorable. He called attention
to the distinction between typhus in the
American sense of the word, and typhus
as understood in Russia, where the term
corresponds to typhoid'in American term-
inology. Typhus is common in all Rus-
sian cities on account of defective sani-
tary arrangements, but is not feared in
this country as in America.

"Moreover," continued the .official* "the
ezar's general health has bee^. good.
Persons who have seen him frequently
and at close quarters during the last few
months give no credence to the stories
regarding his alleged feebleness. They

m. today his temperature was 99.6, and
his pulse 68.

An only son, George R. Kinyon, was
bcrn to them. W. R. Kinyon is president
of the First National bank. He was
speaker In the house of representatives
in 1875 and 1870. Mrs. Kinyon . was a
member of the Congregational church,
and numbered her friends by the score.

MORE HOPEFUL FOR HAWAII.
Conditions Slioivn.in Annual .Report

of ex-Prewident Dole.
WASHINGTON. Nov. 18.—The decrease

of the Hawaiian race hasUsen steadily
growing less rapid for the past several
decades, especially - the female popula-
tion, according to the annual report of
ex-President Sanford Dole, of Hawaii.
The increase of part Hawaiians tends to
keep down the pure Hawaiians. While
the figures) show race progress the cen-
sus reports as to surviving children are
discouraging. In both the census of- ISK)
and 1596 the pure Hawaiian percentage oi
survivors was the lowest'nationalities re-
ported in the islands. An encouraging
outlook for the Hawaiian exists in the
fact that out of 6,327,-owners .of. real es-
tate in 1896, 3,995 were pure Hawaiians
and 722 part Hawaiians. The facts are
significant as showing the ownership of
holdings by so large a number ! of pure
Hawaiians, and the evidemt tendency of
the race to acquire homesteads. The
ex-president reports that there is reason
to expect that annexation is going "to
influence Hawaiian character very fa-
vorably through the changed conditions
effected. Their old dependence on their
sons has ceased, and they are forced torely more upon themselves, and the foot-
ing with, the white men in the future will
be equal with the political privileges
they enjoy in common with other Amer-
ican citizens here, will tend to educate
them in public affairs.

KNOCKED OUT PHILIPPINES
MUST BE SURRENDERED

S» SAYS CMWKSSUI RiY
CHAIRMAN OP THE HOUSE COMMIT-

ANY OTHER COURSE RUINOUS

As It Would Admit All Foreign

Products to the Slates Ju»t

NEW YORK, Nov. 18.- Congressman
George H. Ray, chairman of the house
committee on judiciary, who was one of
the leaders in the fight for the Porto
Rico tariff bill, said, while in this city,
today that until the test case brought to
determine the constitutionality of thePorto Rican tariff was decided by the
United States supreme court, there would
be no tariff legislation by congiess for
the Philippines.

"That decision," he said, "will show us
where we stand and we can then pro-
ceed intelligently. If the court sustains
the Republican contention that Porto
Rico is not a part of the United States,
but territory belonging to the United
States, and that therefore the constitu-
tional provision for uniform taxation
thi-oughout the United States does not
apply to Porto Rico, of course the same
will hold good wiith regard to the Philip-
pines, which will provide the necessary
revenue for the government of the Phil-
ippines on progressive lines and so af-
lord the necesssary protection to our
manufacturers and labor."

MAY HAVE TO GIVE THEM UP.
"What if the decision of the court

should be that the Porto Rican tariff is
unconstitutional and that Porto Rico is a
part of the United States?"

"If such should be the decision of the
court it might necessitate our having to
give up the Philippines. We are bound
to keep the open door In the Philippines.
That means that the products of all na-
tions can come into the Philippines on
the same basis as our own. If we can-
not raise a tariffagainst Philippine prod-
ucts coming into the United States then
our labor would be brought into competi-
tion with the cheap labor of the Orient.
If that condition should come about we
might feel that our interests demanded
our withdrawal from the Philippines."

UNDER WATER TO EUROPE
INVENTOR HOLLAND OUTLINES

TRIPS FOR SUBMARINE BOAT.
NEW YORK, Nov. 18.—John P. Hol-

land, the inventor of the submarine boat,
today announces that he has planned a
number of sea voyages for his boats now
under course of construction. These In-
clude a trip to Cuba and another one
to Europe. As a precautionary measure,
the tender will accompany the boats. The
tender twill carry extra men and dupli-
cate parts of the machinery, in case any
of the crew are incapacitated or the
submarine boats meet with accident.

A full crew of seven men will man
each craft. These sea trials will be made
in March next, when the heaviest weath-
er and the roughest seas are encoun-
tered in the Atlantic. The Southern trip
will be taken when the trip across the
ocean is made. The first stop will be
at the Bermudas and the next as Lis-
bon.

ATTACKON PANAMA IMMINENT
Latest Advices From the Rebellion

in Colombia.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, Nov. 18.—The

British steamer Atrato, Capt. Copp,
which left Southampton, Oct. 17, for Bar-
badoes, arrived here today from Colon,
Colombia. Capt. Copp reports that
the insurgents had gained several im-
portant victories during the fortnight
that preceded his departure, and that
when he left Colon they were marching
in force against Panama, where the
stores had been closed in momentary ex-
pectation of an attack.

He . says the three-masted schooner
Marie Isabelle was ordered to leave Colon
Thursday, because she had a cargo of
gunpowder, which the Colombian au-
thorities believed was intended for the
rebels, although it was consigned to a
neighboring republic.
It appears also from Ct.pt. Copp's

statement that business in Colombia isgenerally at a standstill, that exchange
is now at. 1,200, and that the military
diiticulties of the situation are compli-
cated by an outbreak of yellow fever,
rapidly approaching the proportions ofan epidemic at Port Limon and Bocas
del Torro.

DIAMONDS IN HER TRUNK.
Treaisury Agents Seize Bngga«e of a

Myisterions Wojjuiu.

NEW YORK, Nov. 18.—On the arrival
of»the American line steamship New
York today a squad of special agents of
the treasury department and some secret
service men hurried on board and asked
to be shown the state room occupied by
Miss M. Dorrance. She had left her roon.
when the special agents reached it and
succeeded in having her three pieces of
baggage passed. This consisted of two
trunks and a large portmanteau. The bag-
gage was again overhauled. Subsequently
one trunk and the po.rtm< inteau were
sent to the appraisers' store, while the
other trunk was sent to the hotel. It
was said Miss Dorraance had brought in
much jewelry and about $5,000 worth of
unset diamonds, from which, she had an
invoice showing that the diamonds, had
been sold to her by a Parisian firm. Miss
Dorrance declined to discuss .the seizure.,
and the treasury officials were equally-
reticent.

BERLIN, Nov. . 18.—Discussing the re-
port of Mr. H. F. Haneur,. United States
vice and deputy co-nsul at Frankfort-on-
the-Main, in which he • recommends the
establishment of permanent exhibitions
of American goods in German . cities, the
Kreuz Zeitung remarks: s .

"The government cannot legally pre-
vent this, but Increased duties would
afford a remedy."

The proposal has provoked a lively dis-
cussion in the press. -While the signers
do not include all the National Liberal
and Centrist leaders, they do represent
about half of the membership of the
reiehstag, and it is highly probable the
bill will attract enough support from
other sections of the house to insure a
majority. A leading journa!, commenting
upon the proposition, says: "It means
in a certain sense a declaration of tariff
war against the United States."

Sew Tariff Law Proposed in tlie
Reielistagr.

BERLIN, Nov. 18.— ~. Count Kanitz,
Dr. Lieber and other prominent mem-
bers of the reichstag have given notice
of a bill to amend the tariff law, by.
empowering a levy under imperial de-
cree, and with the approval of the
bundesrath, of ad valorem duties on du-
tiable goods from countries where'Ger-
man goods are accorded similar treat-
ment, providing existing.treaties are not"
violated.
' By the bill a duty may be levied of 200
per cent or ad valorem duty on the

' countries treating German goods less
favorable than other nations, while free
duty goods in similar case- may be sub-
jected to a duly not/exceeding 40 per cent
of their value.

The decree will cease, at any time if
the reiehstag withhold its assent.

Sensational Arrest Made in Poplar

Walter Alexander, the fifteen-year-old

son of Richard Alexander, a farmer liv-
ing across the line in Arkansas, is -under
arrest on suspicion of being implicated
in the death of his father, who was shot
and killed yesterday. Young -Alexan-
der, who was arrested pending an in-
vestigation, is said to have confessed the
crime and to have implicated his mother,
sister and the latter's husband, James
Hogan, all of whom have been arrested
and put in jail at Corning, Ark.

Citizens are aroused, and-IIogan; whom
i they profess to believe is at the bot-

tom of the affair, will be taken to the
county jail at Paragould, Ark., for safe
keeping.

Alexander was killed with a shot gun,
receiving the contents of both barrels in
the breast and stomach and dying almost
instantly. Young Alexander, it is sat-
ed, admitted in his confession the killing
had been deliberate, and that he fired
the shot as his father appeared suddenly
around the corner of the house.

Alexander was well-to-do, owning ex-
tensive farm lands in the vicinity of
Corning.

CITY IN A PANIC YESTERDAY

It Is Feared TluU Cilieers of the
liauli Will Be ViolentlyDealt

With When Clo-sinis -\
Is Known.

CINCINNATI, Nov. IS.—United States
Bank Examiner Tucker today took pos-
session of the German National Bank
at Newport, Ky., and posted a notice
that the bank would remain closed
pending an examination.

Examiner Tucker also announced that
Frank Brown, the Individual bookkeeper
and cashier, was missing and that a par-
tial investigation showed that Brown
was short about $201,000. Brown hau
been with the bank eighteen years, wa.s
one of the most trusted men ever con-
nected with this old bank, and it is
stated by the experts that his operations
extended back as far as ten years.

The capital stock of the bank is only
$100,000. Brown's alleged shortage is dou-
ble that amount and more than the re-
serve and all the assets, including the
real estate.

ALVORD NOT SO STRONG.
While Alvord got away with $700,000 in

New York, ha did it in a large bank,
but Brown did not have so much to go
on and seems to have gone the full lim-
it for a small bank in a city of less than
80,000 inhabitants. The First National
Bank of Newport was wrecked two years
ago by Cashier Youtsey, and now with
the German National closed Newport has
only one bank left. For two weeks there
have been rumors that Brown was short
and some depositors withdrew their ac-
counts. Three weeks ago the bank ex-
aminers made a good statement for t;.<
bank and the officers and directors al-
layed suspicion by referring to the re-
port of this examination and to their
last statement, in which any defalcation
was covered up.

BOUGHT TICKET FOR ODIN.
Wednesday Brown left and it was an-"

nounced that he had (Vne hunting, on a
vacation. He did get a ticket for Odin,
111., but It is learned now that he did
not go there, and it is generally believed
that he is out of this country with plen-
ty of money in his possession. It Is
learned that Brown was suspended last
Tuesday, pending an investigation, and
that experts have been at wo;t all the
past week, while the officers and direc-
tors have been making announcements
thnt everything was all right. Last Fri-
day the officers and directors over their
own names published in the papere of
this city a statement that the bank had
been found to be all right and that the
rumors about Brown were false. They
continued making these statements to
the press as late as last midnight, but:
the statements were not accepted by
the Tribune, which accused
not only Brown, but also the bank of-
ficers.

PANIC IN NEWPORT SUNDAY.
This caused a panic in Newport today,

so that the bank had to be taken in
charge of by the examiner. The wildest
scenes were witnessed in Newport today
and serious trouble is feared tomorrow.
' FURY OF WOMAN SCORNED.
Brown was living a • fast life, with

wine, women and gambling in his reper-
toire. His career was not cut short by
any discovery at the bank till a jealous j
woman gave him away. Brown Is a.
widower, with one son, aged ten years,
who lives with Brown's father, Paris C.
Brown, ex-mayor of Newport, and one
of the leading business men of Cincin-
nati. Last summer Brown visited Yel- ;
lowstone park, and a certain Cin- j
cinnati woman want?d to accom-
pany him, but this he denied
her. Yv'hen she ascertained some time
afterwards that another woman was with j
Brown on the Western trip, the Cincin-
nati woman gave the bank oflicials some
information that brought about a crisis.
The only farewell letter that Brown is
known to have left was to this woman,
whose appartments are on Ninth street
in Cincinnati, and in this leiter he ad-
mit? that he had secured about a 1 that
he could get, and that tha time had I
come to say farewell. Brown was a I
groat poker player, and it is said he has
been a plunger en horse races for years.

Among the directors is Paris C. Brown,
the father of the missing man, who is ;
known from Pittsbiirg to New Orleai;?,
at every river wharf, as the head of the
stoies for boat supplies. The cashier
of this bank is also the paying teller, and !
Brown relieved him as paying teller when
the cashier went to luncheon. It is stat-
ed that Brown did most of his work dur-
ing the absence of the cashier. There i
was quite a run on the bank yesterday, |
but the usual announcement was made,
as it continued to be made to the press
till after midnight. But more of a rush
is expected at the bank tomorrow, even
If there has been a notice posted that the
bank is closed pending inve^t'gation,
and some fear that there will be serious
trouble, even to the extent of vi <] -nee.

Bank Examiner Tucker took possession
on Sunday, because of the p::nic in New-
port that followed en the publication of
Brown's flight. The bank examiner
]>osted a notice that the bank would not
be open 'tomorrow, or pending Irivi
tion. There are about 1,500 depositors,
among them being many building asso-
ciations that have savings of many poor
persons. These classes talked more to-
day about the statements given out last
Thursday, and since then about Brown's
operations.

Brown, it is said, wrote to a woman
in Cincinnati that he was bound for
South America, but the Enquirer will
pay tomorrow- that it ha? good authority
for saying that Brown sailed from New
York yesterday and that his destination
is China.

and at once took a prominent place in
financial circles. He became the head of
the brokerage firm .of Carley, S;ukes & j

F. D. Carley & Co. In 1890 Mr. Carles
began building the Kentucky &' Louis-
ville railroad, which entailed- a loss of
thousands. He spent-, a fortune in th 3
road and finally gave up. Mr. Carley, in
an interview, blames certain-Wall .strc t
men 'or forcinghim in financial matter.3,
and says he. will soon make an exposure.
