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ARGUMENTS AND TESTIMONY AS TO
IRON RANGE FREIGHT AND
- ORE RATES

IHREE ROADS ARE INVOLVED

Buluth & Irem Range, Duluth,
Missabe & Norihern and
the Eastern Min-
nesoin,
Pursuant to notification by the state

railroad and warehouse commission rep-
re-#:tatives of the three iron ore rail
roads of the state appeared at ithe com-
missioner’s office yesterday afternoon for
the hearing upon the rates now in vogue |
for the transportation of iron ore. Tn:2
scssion lasted for some two hours and
terminated in a decision to actually bhe-
gin the hearing Dec. 3 at 10 a. m.

Counsel representing the several! par-
tles were the following: Eastern Minne-
sota, M. D. Grover; Duluth & Iron
Range, Frank B. Kellogg; Duluth, Mis-
sube & Northern, George Wellwood
Murray and James B. Cotton. T A
O'Brien was there in the interest of the
remmission.

Mr, Kellogg was the first of the roun-
pel to address the commission. He plead
for a continuance of sixty days, in which
to make answer to the notice served
upon his company, urging that it would
be impossible to prepare the cace in any
less time. He argued that he had not
attempted any preparation of the case
gince the receipt of the commissioner’'s
notice, on account of other matiers oc-
cupying his time. Mr. Kellogg stated
that he, having conducted the company's
case in the hearing had two years ago,
was the only attorney prepared to pro-
ceed with the présent case He said
that it would not be possible for the tes- |
timony used in the former action to he
ma.de use of now as the conditions had
changed and a complete revision would
be necessary.

Commissioner Knox asked Mr. Kel-
Jogg if he had not understood that the
notice served upon his as well as other
companies last January, pertaining to
merchandise rates, involved also rates
upon iron ore. Mr. Kellogg replied that
he did not so understand it. That un-
derstanding was logical from the notices
as viewed from the commission’s stand-
peint, but none of the roads had so tak-
en it.

EASTERN'S POSITION.
Mr., Grover, for the Eastern
Bota, submitted the following:

The Eastern Railway.ccmpany of Min-
nesota, herein for convenience called the
Eastern company, appears pursuant to
notice in the matter of the Investigation
of rates embraced in a resolution by the
commission, as follows:

“Resolved, By the railroad and ware-
house commission, that it do now pro-

d upon its own motion to investigate
reasonableness of the tariffs of rates

w in force for the transportation of
fron ore, logs, lumber, and all other
freight, merchandise and commodities,
to the city and port of Duluth, and the
port at Two Harbors, from the several
stations in Minnesota on the lines of rail-
wav of the Duluth and Iron Range Rall-
road company, the Duluth, Missabe and
Northern Railway company, and the
Eastern Railway Company of Minnesota,
and between the several stations on the

Minne-

above llnes of railroads, and the tariffs |
now in force for the transportation of |
the merchandise and commodities in car |
loads, hetween the several stations on |
each and all of the said lines of railroads
within this state, and of the classifica-

tion under which such rates are deter-
mmed.”

No complaint has been made that the
rates referred to in the resolution are
t or mable. The resolution

unreaso

) not state that the rates are unjust
unreasonable. There being no com-

laint as to the reasonableness of the

rates, either by the commission or oth-

s, the jurisdiction of the commission
denied.

The Eastern company have been noti-
fied of the resolution of the commission
and the proposed Iinvestigatlon of its
rates, in case its objection to the juris-
diction of the commission is overruled

and the investigation proceeds, proposes
to establish by evidence facts, as follows:
AS TO ORE RATES.

The Eastern company has not made or

bublished any tariff of rates covering
shipments of iron ore to Two Harbors,
to Duluth, or to any point in the state
of Minnesota. The Eastern company
transports Iron ore from mines reach-d
by its line of railroad and branches to
docks at Allouez bay, on Lake Superior,
rt 80 cents per ton of two thousand two
bundred and forty (2,240) pounds, under
end as part of the conslderaticn of con-
tracts between it and shippers of ore. The
rate named in Its several contracts is
uniform and was made in view of facts
end clrcumstances connected with the
business and set forth in the contracts.
No rate is published rezpect'ng shipments
of ore, except a statement filed with the
interstate commerce commission showing
that ore is shipped in carloads with a
minimum of 50,000 from Mahoning and
Hibbing, Minn., to Allouez bay, in Wis-
consin, at 80 cents per ton of 2,240 pounds,
This is a contract rate and not a pub-
lished tariff rate, and it covers the mat-
ter of construction of branch and spur
tracks, the switching of cars to and from |
mines, and charges for dock storage and ;
for loading on boats. The other railway |
companies named in the resoluiion tran-- !
ert ore under contracts involving switch-
ng, dock storage and loading onto b-ats |
at 80 cents per ton of 2,240 pounds. The
rate of 80 cents per ton of 2,240 pounds is
not unjust or unreasonakbly high.

ta) "The distance from mines reached
by the line of the Eastern company to
docks at Allouez bav, to which ore is
trunsported, is about 12) miles. Ore is
hauled in train loads. The traffic s one
Way. The trains are hauled empty from
the docks to the mines, because thiere is
no return traffic and. bocause cars usad
in transporting ore are especially adapted
for that and no other use. The haul of
each ore from m'nes to

train load of
docks Involves the return of an unload=d
train a like distance. In short, every
train hauling ore from mines to deck and
return, moves 120 miles, and the rate, bas-
e€d on a gross ton of 2,240 pounds. is but
a fraction over three mills per ton per
mile; taking into account the total mile-
age of the haul necessary to the move-
ment of every train load of ore, based
upon tons of 2,600 pounds, the rate |s
within a fractlon of three mills per ton
per mile.

(b) There being no tariff rates, and
the charge made being a matter of con-
tract, covers not only the construction of
branch and spur tracks, so located as to
be convenient for the breaking up and
making up of trains, but the switching
of empty cars to mines, moving of cors
from mines to yards to be placed in
trains, the transportation of trains to
docks, the storage upon docks and the
loading, without charge to the shipper
of ore, from docks into boats.

(¢) Delivery is made to railway com-
panies at elevators, warehouses or sta-
tions on its line of grain, lumber, coal,
merchandise and all classes of freight,
Tariff rates cover this item of transpor-
tation from place of delivery to place of
consignment, and do not embrace loading,
unloading or storage charges. Should
the rallway companies put in force a tar-
iff of rates on shipment of ore from
peints on their lines, such tariff would
relate solely to ore dellvered to them
for transportation at the points namead.
To make such delivery would require a
team haul or the construction of a rail-

There is no mine opened and worked on
the line of the Eastern company which
is not reached by Iits tracks, and the
shipment of ore from which is not cov-
ered by contract relating not merely to
the cost of transportation but involving
the construction of branch lines, yards
spur tracks, switching, dockage charge.%
and the loading from docks into boats.
SOME COMPARATIVE FIGURES,

(d) Coal, though less valuab
fron ore. is a class of frelghtaﬂ}g x?a]i]tae:
upon which may be referred to for pur-
]poscs of comparison. The commission
1as by its order, as is understond fixed
or approved rates on hard coal from Du-
futh to St. Paul, a dlstance of about 150
foiles, at a rate ylelding 8 mills per ton
per wile. On soft coal at 8 mills per ton
Dbér mile, The coal i3 loaded and unload-
ed witheut cost t% the rafiway company
t_raz‘.spo:'th:g it. here is no storage or
oocknga‘ charge, ;I‘here is a large ship-
ment of gra!n and other freight to Du-
luth. Many cars would be returned emp-
ty uniess lcaded with coal, The coal is

noet transporied in train loads or smaller
number of cars constituting par: of a

rain.

Trzains are loaded both ways.

Though the coal rate is low, the. cost
of handling coal traffic is less, among
other reasons, for those stated, than the
cost of transporting ore at the rate fixed
in the contracts referred to. -« -

The Reading company during the last
ilscal year transperted 13,735,315 tons of
coal, the average length of haul being
107 -miles, at the rate of seven miles per
ton per mile;. the New Jersey Central
transported 6,304,801 tons, with an aver-
age haul of 108 miles, at 8.6 mills per ton
ger mile. The contract rate of the
Castern company, for a haul of 120 miles
is a fraction over six mills per "ton per
mile one way, but as the train hauliag
¢re must be transported empty from
dock to mine, the actual length of hanl
of each coal train is 240 miles, and the
rate per ton of 2,600 pounds, but a frac-
tion over three mills per ton per -mile,
and this rate, as stated, covers switch-
ing, transportation, dockage, and the cost
of loading onto boats. It is also to b2
borne in mind that coal is transported
throughout e year, whereas ore is not
iransported in the winter season, and
ore equipment must lie idle during four
or five months of each year.

(e¢) The Eastern company does not own
the docks upon which ore transported by
it is unloaded and stored. Such docks
are very expensive structures. The cost
of their maintenance is lérge, b=cause
the Znber of which they are eonstructed
% eapdsed to ihe wealher, and is rapidly
wasted and wo¥h where it comes in con-
tact with ore. -

(f) The transportation of ore requires
special equipment, strong, adapied to the
use, and not fitted for any otheg use, un-
less it be the transportation of coal. It
cannot be used for transporting merchaa-
dise or freight. The Eastern company
Las, under contracts which it has made
with shipgers, and for the purpose of
reaching ore mines, constructed many
miles of railway at large expense, andi
purchased equipment for hauling ore at
an outlay of nearly $1,000,000.

The cost of the constiuction of rail-
ways to reach ore mines and of the equip-
ment necessary for the purpose would
not have been incurred except in con-
sideration of contracts which It has
made covering the shipment of ore. It
is dependent on two or three mines and
upon contracts with the owners or opera-
tors of those mines, so far as its ore
shipments are concerned. Should these
contracts be canceled, should the mines
become exhausted, should the owners of
the mines construct an independent line
of railway reaching docks on Lake Su-
perfor, or arrange to make shipments by
way of competing lines, the Eastern com-
pany would lose milllons of dollars on
account of investment in railway con-
struction and its equipment. Its con-
tract rate was made in view of risks in-
cident to the business which it assumed.
The quantity of merchantable ore which
can be reached by its line is limited.
The quantity of ore within the mining
district reached by the lines of the other
companies named in the resolution is
limited, and the limit can be shown with
reasonable certainty by the testimony
of experts familiar with the locality; the
character of the ore, the extent of the
deposit ‘and the conditions surrounding
it. Should the mines in the mining dis-
tricts ‘become exhausted, as they will
in time, there will be no use for the
lines of rallway, or a very considerabie
portion of the lines, reaching the dis-
tricts, or for docks which have been
constructed at a very large expense for
the purpose of storing ore for shipment
by lake. i

(g) The production of ore In the United
States is very large. The market is lim-
ited. The supply is greater than the de-
mand. A reduction in rates of transpor-
tation over the line of the Eastern coms-
pany and the lines of the other com-
panies named in the resolution will not
benefit mine owners, but will, in the end,
make a-.proportionate reduction in the
selling price of the ore.

AUTHORITY IS DISPUTED.

The commission has no authority to
investigate contract rates on shipments
of ore. Should it proceed with the {n-
vestigation, with a view of inguiring into
the reasonableness of rates, the Eastern
company asks time to enable it to pre-
pare testimony to prove:

(a) The circumstances under which its
contracts for transporting ore were
made.

(b) The cost of construction and re-
construction of its railread, its structures,
the equipment used in transporting ore;
and the cost and operation of its road,
especially in connection with its ore
traffic.

(¢) The cost of docks and their main-
tenance by the company which owns and
has constructed them, also the cost of
storage charges upon such docks, and of
loading boats from them.

(d) In investigating cost of operation
account must be taken of the fact that
ore is not transported in the winter sea-
son, and that a large and expensive
equipment lies idle nearly one half of
the year.

CONCERNING THE LOG RATES.
The Eastern company has no published
tariff for the transportation of logs. All

‘Jogs are transported over its liné under

contracts with lumber and logging com-

anies at rates fixed in the contract mada
n consideration of privileges, advantages
and conditions attending each particular
contract.

The reasonableness of such rates In-
volves an inquiry:

Into the coutracts and their considera-
tions.

intc the cost of equipment specially
adapted for the purpose.

Into the cost of railroad, branches and
spur tracks, constructed for the pur-
hose.
l1nlo the term of the contracts; the
auantity of logs and the probable length
of the traffic.

DETAIL ON MERCHANDISE RATES.

An fifvestization of the merchandise
rates requires:

An examination of local shipments be-
tween all the stations upon the line of

The separation of the local from the in-
terstate shipments,

A showing' of the classification under
which each shipment has been maie.

An investigation of the rates of the
Fastern company on the classes of tratiic
referred to Ta the resolution of the com-
mission, involves an inquiry into the
earnings and jncome of the company.
1ts line is interstate. A large part of its
business is interstate. Its rates are not*
unreasonable, nor are they unjust. Proof
of the facls bearing upon the questivn
will require the production of testimony
based upon an examination of way bills;

the separation of local from interstate
shipments; a classification of the ship-
ments.

ITS JURISDICTION IS DENIED.

Denying the jurisdiction of the com-
mission to proceed in the matter em-
braced in the resolution, the Eastern
company, should the commission contin-
ue the investigation, claims that it has
a right to be heard, especially as respects
shipments of ore and the reasonableness
of its contract rate therefor, because,
though interstate, a reduction of the
contract rates of other rallway companies
named in the resolution would necessa-
rily involve a corresponding reduction
in its charges for transporting cre, and
it would have to handle the business
at an unreasonably low rate or abandon
it, thus sacrificing hundreds of thousands
of dollars expended in purchasing equip-
ment and constructing rallroads solely
for the purpose of engaging in the traf-
fic.

The Eastern company is not prepared to
make proof upon any of the matters In-
volved in the investigation for the follow-
ing reasons:

Tts chlef engineer was absent When the
notice of the resolution was served upon
it and has not been in the state since
the date of such service. It will require
at least sixty days in which to make
penses incident to the traffic, the exam-
inations for the purpose of showing the
cost of construction and reconstruction
of its line of railway, the cost of docks
and their malntenance and operating ex-

nses incldent to the traffic, the exam-
nation of way bills and accounts for
the purpose of showing earnings from
merchandise on shipments local to the
state and between stations. Accounts
cannot be examined and proof prepared
as the case requires inside of two months
from this date.

Mr. O'Brien was heard for the commis-
sion.

He held that the cas<e under discussion
was not an ordinary one cf adjournment,
but was simply a matter of whether the
commission wanted to proceed with an
important action already begun neariy a
year ago, or whether it wanted to inter-
rupt that proceeding. He said the hear-
ing must be had on the resolution issued
by the commission, and this was con-
curred in by the other counsel. If the
commission abandon its work at this
stage of the proceedings, it will be left
incomplete and in an unsatisfactory con-
dition for the new commission to take up.
It would be far better, he argued, to
have the matter carried through, now
that it is begun, and be completed by
the body of men who have ptarted
with 1t.

The argument of the counsel for the
railroads was that if the rates were low-
ered It would not benefit the state, and
that there was no reason for reducing
the rates, since they are at present rea-

sonable and just. Mr. O'Brien declared,
however, that so far as the Duluth &
Iron Range road Is concerned he had
satisfied himself by careful investigation
that their earnings are vastly in excess
of what has been legally determined -
upon as reasonable and just. :

DATE FIXED FOR DEC. 3.

The three members of the commlsgion,
Chairman Ringdal, Messrs. Knox and
Becker, retired with their counsel, Mr.
O'Brien, to consider the matter privately.
Upon their return Chairman Ringdal
stated that a majority of the commis-
sion had decided upon Dec. 3 as the day
upon which the hearing should begin.
Messrs. Ringdal and Knox constituted the
majority, and Gen. Becker took excep-
tions to that date.

The decision was vehemently objected
to by Messrs. Kellogg and Murray, both
declaring that they could not be ready
and present at that fime. The commis-
sion made the order effective, however.

WILL BEGIN SERVICE MONDAY.

Illinois Central's New Service Re-
gins Next Week.

The plan of the Illinois Central to en-
ter the Twin Cities over the Minneapolls
& St. Louis road, which has been matur-
ing for some time, has reached iis com-
pletion and will be put into operation
Monday.

From Lyle to Glenville the Cenitral
will use the Albert Lea & Southern
tracks, and the Burlington, Cedar Ravids
& Northern from Glenville to Albert Lea.
Here the M. & St. L. takes control of
the trains and brings them into St. Paul
and Minneapolis.

The new line under process of con-
struction between Faribault and Albert
Lea by Cedar Rapids, will be compieted
in time for the former city to be reached
by the first of the vear. The CeGur Rap-
fds will run their trains to that city, and
from there to St. Paul over the Great
Western.

SOUTHERN BRANCHING OUT.

Has Bought the Louisville, Evans-
ville & St. Lownis.

LOUISVILE, Ky., Nov. 22.—The Louis-
ville, Evansville & St. Louis railroad,
commonly known as the “Air Line,” was
bought at public sale today by the South-
ern railway at Huntingburg, Ind., for
$4,030,000. udge Wogod, of ths United
States court, is expected to confirm th:
sale at Indianapolis tomorrow, but the
Southern railwayswill not assume control
until Jan, 1.

In securing the Air Line the Ssuthern
railway galns an entrance to St. Louis,
thereby placing it on an equal footing
with the Baltimore & Ohio Southwestern,
Louisville & Nashville and other roads
entering Louisville and the South having
terminals at St. Louls. In addition t>
this, new and valuable territory is open-
ed up to the Southern railway in both
Indiana and Illinois.

New Grand Trunk Western,

LANSING, Mich.,, Nov. 22.—Articles of
incorporation for the consolidation of the
former Chicago & Grand Trunk railway
systems, in Michigan and Indiana, were
filed with the secretary of state waay.
The corporations congolidated are the
Port Huron & Indiana Railroad company,
of Michigan, and the Indiana & Illinoils
Railway company, of Indiana, which
were organized by the purchasing com-
mittee of the road after it has bid in the
road at recelver's sale. The name of the
new corporation, which has a capital
stock of $6,000,000, is the Grand Trunk
Western Railway company. A franchise
fee of $3,000 was paid the state.

Interstate Commission Adjourns.

CHICAGO, Nov. 22—The interstate
commerce commission concluded its ses-
sion here today, and this evening the
commission left for Washington, having
finished its work in the discrimination
cases. The commission held a special
session and investigated complaints of
underbilling freight to Eastern points by
a number of shippers. This investiga-
tion was begun several weeks ago_and
some testimony was heard in New York
a week ago. Joseph F. Tucker, chalr-
man, and Paul P. Rainer, chiel inspecior
of the Central Freight association, w:re
examined by W. A, Day, special counsel
for the commission.

‘Bought by the Illinois Central.

ST. LOUIS, Nov. 22.—The St. Louls, Pe-
orla & Northern railway filed a deed for
$3,000,000 for record in the office of the eir-
cuit court of Madison county, Illinois, at
Edwardsville, today. The deed conveyed
the track, buildings and equipment and
all holdings of that railway company ex-
tending from Springfield to East St. Loais
to the Illinois Central Railway comp:ny.
The grantors were Frcderick P. Voor-
hees and wife and Alice Voorhees,

. Extension Is Nearly Reniy.

W. Shepard and Assistant Chief Engineer
Darling, of the Northern Pacific, return-
ed yesterday from a trip over the Mani-
toba division of the road. They repor
that the extension from Oakland north to
Delta along the shores of Lake Manitoba,
bas been completed and will soon be
piaced in operation.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 22.—In order
to meet the opposition of the steamer
Mexico, which has been placed on the
run between thig city and Mexican coast
points, the Pacific Coast
company, which heretofore enjoyeg a
monopoly of this trade, has made a cut
of about 50 per cent in both freight and
passenger fares.
