Case Is Taken Under Advisement by
Judges Tboyer and Hook—

Statement by the

Prisoner.

LEAYEN WORTH, Kan., Nov. 23.—1n
the United States district court today,
before Judges Amos, Thayer and Hook,
hearing: was begun in the habeas corpus
proceedings brought by attorneys for
Oberlin M. Carter, ex-captain of the
United States army, who was dismissed
from the army, fined and sentenced to a
term of years in the federal prison at
Leavenworth, on the charge of complicity
In alleged attempted frauds In the gov-
ernment harbor works contracts at Sa-
vannah, Ga.

Carter was brought from prison to the
court room in an ambulance unattended,
save by Warden McClaughrey. He ap-
peared self>possessed, but avoided the
gaze of spectators, who crowded the
room. He was attired in a new black
suit, which the warden had, at the pris-
oner's earnest solicitation, permitted him
to substitute for his prison garb. His
hair and heavy mustache were much
grayer than when he began .serving his
term, and his face was wan.

Frank P. Blair, of Chicago, and Con-
gressman Grosvenor, of Ohio, appeared
for Carter, while Col. J. W. Clous, depu-
ty judge advocate general of the army,
and District Attorney J. E. Lambert and
his assistant, H. K. Hone; represented the
government.

Judge Thayer limited Carter's attor-
neys to three hours, and the government
to two and one-half hours' argument.
Blair opened for Carter, whose convic-
tion, he said, was illegal, was unlawful,
as it should have been under the sixtieth
article of war, instead of under the sixty- 1

second,and that the president disapprov-
ing several findings in a court-martial,
the full sentence pronounced by the
court-martial ceased to exist, and its exe-
cution-was illegal and void. He also ar-
gued that when Carter paid " a fine and
was dismissed from the army and de-
graded, the power of the court-martial
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was exhausted . and bore no right to
cause Imprisonment.

The prisoner showed a slight nervous-
ness as the hearing proceeded. His eyes
went quickly from his attorney to the
judges, and occasionally he took notes on !
the argument.

When court convened at 2 o'clock Col.
Clous began the argument in behalf of
the government. In reply to Mr. Blair,
Col. Clous contended that the court-mar-
tial was competent to decide under which
charge the prisoner should be tried, and
that its decision was not subject to re-
view by any other court.

Argument closed at 5:30. Judge Thayer
announced that the case would be taken
under advisement, and will notify attor-neys when ready to fcand down a deci-
sion.

Attorney Blair asked that, in case Car-
ter is discharged, he may be permitted
to go without guard to Savannah, Ga., to
surrender himself for trial under the in-
dictment found against him there by thegrand jury a few months ago. Carter
was remanded to the federal prison. A
decision is looked for in about a month.

Judge Thayer will go home tomorrow.
CARTER'S SIDE OF IT.

Oberlin M. Carter, degraded captain ofengineers, today, for the first time since
his arrest last winter for defrauding the
government on Southern harbor con-
tracts, made public a statement in de-
fense of his acts. Carter was taken, dur-ing the noon recess, accompanied by hisattorneys and the warden of the peni-
tentiary, to a hotel for lunch, when hewas accosted by a newspaper reporter.
It was the first time that Carter had beenout of the prison walls since his incar-
ceration last April.

"Since my arrest," he said, "I havenever given out a statement for publica-
tion, but I have prepared one today."
With these words he handed the reporter

a typewritten document, which is, in part
as follows:

"Until this moment I have never au-thorized an interview, and you will un-
derstand that considerations of delicacy
and propriety forbid me .saying now onewora concerning the matters before thecourt. It seems manifestly proper, how-ever that I should give you my reasonsfor instituting these proceedings. lamentirely innocent, and I 'shall not restuntil my tnnocen.ee, proved at my mili-tary inquisition, is officially proclaimed
It was proven that not one dollar of nub-iie funds was every misappropriatedor misapplied by me, and that the gov-
ernment was never defrauded through
me In any manner whatver."

Mr. Carter then quotes Gen. Craighill
and other engineers to- prove that his
duties were performed faithfully and in-
telligently," and adds that the only
ground assigned, by the-attorney general,
for his condemnation was "admittedly'
tlvat of pure suspicion, not only unsup-
ported by any evidence whatever, but in

| direct conflict therewith, and has since
been shown in a court of law utterly
false.

"In instituting habeas corpus proceed-
ings I have an infinitely higher motivethan to gain liberty. What is mere lib-erty or even life, to a man of my aims
associations and 'ambitions, to a man
whose life has been devoted to the
ful service of his country, and whose good
name is b?yond prize? I have sought
liberty because I am innocent, and thatI may have the opportunity before health
and strength are gone, to compel the le-gal vindication of my character. I rec-ognize thut a soldiers life is in the hands
of his military superiors, and may be
sacrificed by them at will, but no gov-
ernment has the right to permit militaryor political power to sacrifice the reputa-tion of an innocent man, no matter whoseerrors or interests are concerned nor
whose crimes sought to be shielded

"What becomes of- my body matters but
little, for 1 am but one man, but it does
matter to this entire country that a man
should have been denied a fair trial and
declared guilty when he is Innocent, andthat subsequently, on a. pretended judicial
leview of the evidence, virtually on a
secret retrial of his case, at which h°was not even allowed to be present. My
innocence, established even during my
military inquisition, could have beenproven again and with absolute certainty
long ere this had net the means of doirg
so been suppressed, but sooner or latenotwithstanding the crimes of my perse-
cutors, and the conspired clamor for the
shame of an innocent man, my vindi-
cation is bound to come."

In case the application for the writ is
denied, Carter's attorneys will appeal to
the United States supreme court.

BOERS ASAiN ACTIVE.
BRITISH CABIXET WANTS KITCH-

ENER TO SUCCEED ROBERTS.
LONDON, Nov. 23.—A special dispatch

from Middleburg, Transvaal colony, says
that in the surprise of the outpost on the
"Buffs" (Third infantry), southwest of
Balmoral, Nov. 20, the Boers lost sixty
men killed and wounded. The Burghers,
the dispatch adds,simultaneously attack-
ed a garrison- of fusiliers on Wllge river,
but were beaten off with the loss of 180
men killed and wounded.

The Star today commending on the re-
port that Gen. Botha, with his com-
mando, is close to Dewetsdorp, regards
the news as most disquieting and says:

"We have heard many strange and un-
verifyable stories, but one thing we
know, that French was pursued all the
way from Middleburg to Standerton andgot through the terrible nieck of the
mountains only by the skin of his teeth."

Proceeding, the Star suggests that Gen
Botha pursued the British, marched
south and joined hands with Gen. Dewet
and thiait thus Bloemfonteln is en-
dangered and the Orange Free State will
have to be reconquered before the sub-
duing of the Transvaal can be com-
menced.

In connection with the above, a belated
telegram today announces that Gen.
French arrived at Johannesburg Nov
17.

BRITAIN WILL SETTLE
FOR GERMANS IMPROPERLY EX-

CELLED FROM THE TRANSVAAL.
BERLIN, Nov. 23.—1n the reichstag to-

day, replying to a question regarding the
expulsion of Germans from the Trans-
vaal, Baron yon Richthofan, secretary
for foreign affairs, said that internation-
al law justified the British authorities in
removing from the seat of war undesir-
able persons. But Germany, he added,
had energetically intervened in favor of
those expelled without cause or expelled
with unnecessary hardships. Germany had
also formulated demands for compensa-
tion, and Great Britain had replied that
she : was prepared to compensate those
who had been unjustifiably expelled.

WASHINGTON, |%g 23.-Mail advices
from Manila give in considerable detail
the story of the re^o^ of Capt. Shields
and fifty men of the in-
fantry, after their capture by the in-
surgents in Marinduque. The fight that
Capt. Shields and his party put up
against an overwhelming force is de-
clared to have been one of the mo3t bril-
liant incidents in the history of bushfighting in the archipelago.

The fifty men in question were pursuing
a party of insurgents of superior force
Into the mountains when they were am-
bushed in a box canyon by a force of 250
riflemen and 1.800 bolo men. They made a
continuous fight for eight hours, killing
a large number of the insurgents, andwere overpowered only after they had
fired their last shot and practically were
smothered in a hand-to-hand fight with
their 2,000 adversaries. Sergeants Wil-
liams and McCarthy, who were in charge
of some of the wounded, come in for par-
ticular praise. They' were cut off from
the rest of the party during the retreat,
and i;itren<hed themselves on the hill-
side, where they stood off their assailantsfor about three hours, surrendering afterevery cartridge had been exhausted.

MANY WERE WOUNDED.
Scarcely a man in the expedition es-

caped being grazed, or slightly wounded
during- the fight. The total list of killed
amounted to <mly five. Capt. Shields was
wounded early in the. fight, but continued
to direct the operations of the rear guard
during four mrles of retreat. He finallywas knocked out by^a bullet through thejaw, neck and shoulder, which wasthought at the time to be a fatal
wound.

The rescue of the party was effected by
Cxen. . Hare, who. some months before
when only a colonel, led the party whicheffected the rescue of "Lieut. GHmore
and the men from! the Yorktown., aftertheir long months of captivity in North-ern Luzon. Capt. . Shields and his mensay that they have no complaint to makeof the r treatment during captivity. Max-imo Abad was the insurgent in commandand. In response to .jCapt. Shields' re-quest, permitted som« of his men to pro-
cure medicines and: dressings for thewounded soldiers. The release of theparty seems to hava.been due in somepart to the object lasso® which Gen Haregave to Lieut. Gilm&re's captors duringthe long and persistent chase through thealmost Impassable mountains of thenorthern districts.

STOCK BROKERS IN JAIL
MEMBERS OP CONSOLIDATED EX-

CHANGE GO BROKE.
NEW YCRK, Nov. 23—Chester B.

Lawrence Jr., a member of the consoli-
dated stock exchange, made an assign-
ment today to George J. Wcolbert.

Among Lawrence's customers were
nuiry women, and a number of them
became hysterical in his office when the
assignment was announced. Lawrence,
who had five offices in this city. Is said
to have had difficulties for several weeks
and his troubles were brought to a head
by a customer, who has had Lawenca
and Edward B. Underbill, his managel-,
summoned to court on the accusation
of withholding his money and bonds and
refusing to give him an immediate state-
ment.

Lawrence has done a large business for
several years. Several brokers were em-
ployed to execute his orders on the con-
solidated exchange. Edward Underhill,
who was known as the office manager,
\s said to have been Lawrence's finaa-
<iial backer. He organizd branch offices
in different parts of the city and directed
the advertising, which were so extensive
that orders were received from every part
of the country. It is believed the lia-
bilities will exceed $200,000.

Late this afternoon Lawrence, with
Woolbert, the assignee, and Edward B.
Underhill Jr., manager of the business,
were arrested by central office detectives
and locked up in police headquarters.
They are charged with grand larceny
on the specific complaint of Mrs. Cath-
erine Rouckendorf. She claims that the
stock broker has three $1,000 bonds be-
longing to her.

Lawrence became a member of the con-
solidated exchange in March, 189?. lie is
said to have dene a very large business.

Edward B. Underhill Jr. was the fictivs
manager of the business, according to the
statement of complaint. Underhill ia said
to have considerable property and real
estate in his own interest.

A VIGILANCE COMMITTEE
SAYS BISHOP POTTER, IS NEEDED

IN NEW YORK.

NEW YORK, Nov. 23.—Bishop Henry

G. Potter today delivered an address on
"God and the City" before an audience
of 2,500 persons in St. Paul's chapel, in
which he suggested the organization of
a vigilance committee of 25,000 reforme:s
to cleanse the city of vice. He favored
a central committee of three or five
men, under whose orders the police com-
mittee should act. The bishop said in
part:

''If in New York tomorrow there could
be organized a vigilance committee, such
as was in San Francisco, of 25,000 mem-
bers sworn to serve for three years, andpledged by nig-hit and by day, when their
business and their opportunities gave
them the freedom to see for themselves,
why our souls have been smitten with
sorrow. A little victim of five years oldwas picked up in the city the other day
in "broad daylight and ravished by Fame
brute who lived here. Would such things
be possible in a God fearing community?

"No, men and brethren, not if you andI had our eyes open and kept them open
and stood where God calls us to standtoday. And then, finally, we must have
not only vigilance, but persistence.

"We shall not redeem New York, men
and brethren, by emotions; we shall not
redeem it by denunciations; we shall net
redeem it by pessimistic temper, whichwraps its garment around it and turnsits back upon it. There are burning with
zeaj. and enthusiasm and a high purpose
of sacrifice in this great city today
great multitudes of men and women;they are of different religions; they must
forget that; they are of different na-
tionalities; they must forget tha; they
are of different political affiliations- they
must all forget that; and if, having
reached that point, we can find threeor five men whom all of us
trust and believe in (there arehundreds of them) and say to these threeor five men: Now, then, tell us whatyou want us to do, where you want r.-ie
to stand, what relation you want ourparty, our church, our organization tobear to the betterment of New York
We will trust your judgment; we wilifollow your lead and the work is doneand in this service of enlightenment we
want vigilance."
