LONDON, Nov. ?A.—Mr. Kruger's trl-
umpl ant passage from Marseilles to
Paris .!£ regarded with curiosity and un-
expected Indifference in Great Britain.
Every detail of the remarkable ovation
has been regarded with interest, but the
underlying feeling here is more one of
amusement than irritation. The nation
'hat boiled over with fury when Queen
Victory was caricatured by Parisian
Journalists takes the French homage to
its v.rch-eiiemy as an exhibition of in-
evitable enthusiasm not likely to effect
Internal Issues or create any more seri-
ous friction than already exists among
the populace of the two countries.

The recognition of Mr. Kruger as being
still president of die Transvaal by both
the French government and the queen of
Holland calls forth from the Westmin-
ster Gazette the remark that this ap-
parent unfriendliness is due to Groat
Britain's own fault in not communicating
:o the powers the annexation of the
South African republics. So long as this
s not dene, Mr. Krusrer, according to
his English authority, has a perfect

•ight to be treated as a sovereign travel-
ng incognito.
This failure to notify the powers, the

same paper declares, militates still more
\u25a0erioußly against Great Britain, for, un-
il this international formality is cb-
icrved, no right exists to treat the in-
labitants of the Boer republics as rebels.

ARE OFF FOR AMERICA.
DIKE AXD DUCHESS OP MANCHES-

TER STARTED YESTERDAY.

LONDON, Nov. 24.— The last person to
board the American line train for South-
ampton at the Waterloo station this
morning was the Duke of Manchester,
who had a great deal of baggage to at-
tend to and was just in time to jump

into his compartment as the train moved
out of the station. The ducal party, in-
cluding the three Misses Havens, aunts
of the bride, arrived in cabs just before
the train started. Simultaneously with
them came Sheriff Lawrence's state car-
riage. The public and the railway of-
ficials mistook the latter for the convey-
ance of the duke and duchess and their
cabs passed almost without notice. The
duke was attired in a blue flannel suit,
with tan shoes and a shaggy Scotch
traveling cap and the bride wore a long
astrakhan cloak. The duke and duchess
had their first interview yesterday with
the dowager duchess, who was quite ill.
Their reception was most cordial and in
the evening there was a family dinner at
the home of Mrs. Lister-Kaye, aunt o£
the duke. The duke explained that the
ceremony in the Marylebon church as
regarded more in the light of a legal
contract than as wedding, which he ex-
pected would be fully solemnized at St.
Thomas', New York.

"We are both glad," said he, "to re-
turn to the United States and I am
confident that everything will be satis-
factorily arranged. I am sailing by the
American line, you see, for I must now
pattern after the Americans, and a. very
good pattern I have always found it.
Our plans depend upon Mr. Zimmerman's
arrangements. I hope to go to Cincin-
nati and thence to Florida or California
and to return here in February. I
sever myself from the past without re-
gret and start for the United States full
of hope for the future.

SAYS BE WILL SPEAK CUT
LORD WOLSELEY IS TIRED OF BE-

ING A SCAPEGOAT.

NEW YORK, Nov. 24.—A dispatch to
the Tribune from London says: Lord
Wolseley is again reported to be ex-
tremely dissatisfied with the position

which he holds of commander-in-chief,
without any real authority and it is
said he will not wait for Lord Roberts'
return, but will retire next week, in
which event his duties as the supreme
officer of the British army would be car-
ried on temporarily by Sir Evely Wood,
the adjutant general. .

Respecting Lord Wolseley, a London
dispatch to the Journal and Advertiser,
says:

"Wolseley, after his retirement, is go.
ing to raise a tremendous storm in army
circles by an exposure of who is responsi-
ble for the blunders of the African cam-
paign. His friends say all the blame has
been laid on him and he will endure it
no longer. He quits in order to clear
himself."

He may make the exposure through

the newspapers, or from his seat in the
house of lords.

The Liberal newspapers blame the sec-
retary of state for war for the Britisn
reverses. He defended himself and by
implication at least, sought to place the
blame on the conmmander-in- chief. Ths
Conservative press followed the govern-

HUGE LANDSLIDE.
Five Coal Slinest Da magert and

Stream's- Coarse Chnnsed.
PARKERSBURG, W. Va., Nov. 24.—

Five large soft coal mines north of
Clarksburg were badly damaged early to-
day, it is supposed, by an enormous
landslide. No lives were lost, owing to
the fact that the miners had not yet
entered the workings; but, several frame
dwellings were torn from their founda-
tions. The slide came from the hillside
overlooking the entrances to the mines.
Thousands of tons of rock and Cirt,
loosened, probably, by recent rains, slid
down the steep hill, destroying the build-
ings around the shafts and rolling into
the valley, where the channel of a largs
stream was filled. The course of the
water was changed and the hillside now
has the appearance of an undeveloped

of land. The shafts of the minei
were filled with dirt.

GAS WELLS GIVE OUT.
Rockefeller May Lose Money In

TOPEKA, Kan.. Nov. 24.— F. G. Lat-
terer, who owns a large brick"plant at
Ch< i lyville. Kan., in the gas belt, said
teeny that the Kansas natural gas fields
are failing rapidly. Many welis, which
two months ago furnished a strong flow
of eras, have failed, and others, Mr. Lat-
terer says, will soon have to be aban-
doned.

In the event the reds put up a fight
the executive has promised that the posse
shall be reinforced by cavalry from the
national guard.

Were Mingled With Cries nt "Vive
Krngrer" and "A Bos Chninher-

lain" From the Mercu-
rial Pa rlNia us.

PARIS, Nov. &.-Pa ris, while giving
rull vent to her pent-up feelings of sym-
pathy with and admiration of the Boersin its reception to Mr. Kruger today
comported herself with wisdom andprudence. While a few isolated in-
stances of anti-British vociferations wereaudible, never once throughout the daywas there any semblance of an organ-
ized demonstration against Great Brit-am to mar the unrestrained and enthusi-
astic, but essentially reassuring, char-acter of the reception, and it was witha feeling of relief that the authorities
went to bed after the forebodings caused
by unfortunate incidents that had mark-
ed Mr. Kruger's reception at places en
route for Paris. It is true M. Lepine,
prefect of Paris, disposed of his forces
in such a way as to render any attempt
at a violent outburst impossible, yet
it is only fair to add that no disposition
was manifested to create trouble. The
only difficulty was in keeping the im-
mense throngs that were anxious to se-
cure a glance of the venerable Oom Paul
in place. Upon reaching the hotel Mr.
Kruger was taken to the first story in
an elevator. As he emerged therefrom
a delegation from the Dutch colony of-
fered him addresses and bouquets. Up m
entering the ante chamber seven little
boys struck up the Volkslieb. Mr. Kru-
ger stopped bareheaded and listened with
tears in his eyes. He then passed to his
apartment.

OLD SONG REVAMPED.
The crowd immediately insisted upon

his coming on to the balcony and chant-
ed a fresh version of a song famous at
the time of the Boulanger craze, " 'Tis
Boulanger, 'Tis Boulanger That We
Must Have," substituting "Kruger" for
"Boulanger." Mr. Kruger appeared, ac-
companied by his granddaughter, dress-
ed in white and waving a Beer flag,
which brought forth a storm of cheers
and a responsive waving of Boer t!~gs
by a group of students who wore cock-
ades.

At this moment se-eral persons shout-
ing "Vive Kruger," attracted attention
by their English accent. The bystand-
ers turned toward them looking ugly,

when one of the *. n cried: "We are
American:;," and the attitude of the
crowd changed like magic, and they ex-
claimed:

"VIVE AMERIQI'E."
Afew cries of "A bas Ohambsrlain,"

and '"Down with assassins," were /aised
here, but., the police suppressed them
instantly arrested one or two offenc.ers.
At the same moment a pair of horses at-
tached to a carriage standing before
the hotel bolted, owing to the tumult. A
policeman was badly hurt in trying to
stop them.

Mr. Kruger sent 100 francs to the in-
jured policeman.

Among the callers upon the Boer presi-
dent were Prince Henry d'Orleans, who
was received by Mr. Kruger, Gen. Mer-
eier and Comte de Dion. x

Mr. Kruger on driving to the Elysee
was received in the court yard by a
military band playing the Transvaal
anthem. He was then conducted into the
palace. JtJotii Mr. Kruger and President
Loubet took a roundabout way to the
Elysee in order to avoid passing me
British embassy which is situated on a
boulevard on the direct route. Special
precautions had been taken to protect
the buildings, the gates of which were
closed and police and mounted guards

formed a cordon extending on either side
of the embassy to prevent a hostile dem-
onstration being made.

GREETED BY LOUBET.

The interview between Mr. Kruger and
President Loubet,was restricted to ex-
presions of mutual good will for each
other, without any political references.

Mr. Kruger returned to his hotel and
retired to his room immediately after.
Mr. Kruger declined to appear on the
balcony after diner and the police cleared
the space in front of the hotel of the
concourse whose plaudits were disturb-
ing the repose of the Boer president.
Large numbers however, remained in
the neighborhood until the early hour<-
of the morning.

Mr. Kruger's secretary announces thai
his chief will remain in Paris only a
short time, going hence to Brussels,
making a short stay, and then returning
to the Mediteranean for the benefit of
his health.

TO EXTEND HOLY YEAR.
Is Believed <o Be the Vatican's Pres-

In the firsc half Yale scored two touch-
downs In the second half she r^p^ated
this-: performance and in addition to tear-
ing Harvard to pieces for two touch-
downs, Sharpe, the Yale halfback, lifted
a lield goal from the twenty-five yard
line.

In the first fifteen minutes of the game,
by means of her stalwart rush line, the
famous tackles-back formation, with con-
fusing variations, tore through the Harv-
ard forwards for the first touchdown for
Yale. An easy goal made the score 6
to 0. A few attempts at rushing were
followed by a Harvard punt. Gould, the
Yale end, muffed the ball and it bounded
into Finches hands.

CLEVELAND. 0., Nov. 24.—The jury
tonight returned a verdict of murder in
the first degree agonist Edward Ruthven,
colored, who shot and killed Patrolman
John Shipp, while committing a burglary
in May last. Ruthven Was a .desperate
character. When the police tried to ar-
rest him here he held five, officers at bay
and escaped through a shower of bullet's.
He went to Indianapolis, whore he was
arrested after a light, in which he was
shot and seriously injured. He was
brought back to Cleveland after he was
recovered. Ruthven was enclosed in an
iron cage while on trial, and was con-
stantly guarded by two deputy sheriffs.

POISONED BY THE BEER.
Manchester, England, Stirred Up

Over Arsenic In the Beer.
LONDON, Nov. 24.—Manchester is suf-

ferng from ore of the most extraordin-
ary epidemics ever known, it is an epi-
demic of arsenical poisoning. Only beer
drinkers, are affected. Several breweries
for months have been unwittingly distri-
buting poisoned beer among multitudes.
In Manchester at least 1,000 cases of pois-
oning are known. In the hospital of the
Charlton board of guardians one ward
is practically full of victims of poisoned
beer. ,

Here is a dcs; ription of a stricken man
in the prime of life: Until three weeks
ago he was as strong as a bull. Today
he cannot stand. The effect of paralysis
is shown by his inability to grasp the
hand held out to him, as he has not as
much strength of grip as an infant. The
arms, the chest and face are copper-
colored, and the eyes running.

Mr. Kerkley, the lecturer in pharmacy,
at Owens college; Dr. Kelynck, of the
Manchester infirmary, and Dr. Forfeyth,
medical officer to one of the large local
breweries, have made an elaborate analy-
s'.s of beer from houses in which persons
are affected. They found arsenic In suf-
ficient -ouantities to account for the pois-
oning symptoms.
•Brewers are in a great flutter and em-

ploy every means to discover the origin
of the poison In their beer.
