MINNESOTA IS EEPKESENTED

Already Many -, Prospective Prize
Winners Have Been Snipped to

the Scene of Action—Some
Bis Hogs.

The International Fat Stock show
whicn will be held in Chicago next week
bids fair to be one of the most im-
portant ever held in the world. Minne-
sota will take a prominent pant.

Ihomas Shaw, professor of animal hus-
bandry at the university experimental
station, yesterday told some very inter-
esting things about tne s-how. He said
in part:

"All the beef breeds of cattle will be
represented, all the mutton breeds of
sheep, and all the breeds of swine in
America. It is supposed to be the largest
show of fat stock ever held in the world.

One feature of the show will be a con.
test between thr- agricultural colleges of
the United States. The four states com,
peting are Minnesota, Icwa, Wisconsin
and Michigan. The competition wili be
between different classes of fat cattle,
fat sheep and fat 'swine.

Yesterday Minnesota sent two carloads
of stock to Chicago for the competition
One car load consisted entirely of dif-
ferent breeds of swine grown upon the
university experimental station. Two
beautiful short horn calves were sent to
Chicago, each weighing between 1,0(0
.1,100 pounds, although the calves are not
yet more than eleven months old. This
contest promises to be a prominent
feature of the show every year.

All the stock to be shown by the Min-
nesota experimental station was fed by

a graduate of the college. Tnis cannot
be .s::id of the exhibits shown by the
other agricultural colleges as th«y se-
cured the services of expert feeders.
