GAS LIGHT COMPANY TENDERS BID

FOlt LIGHTING AND HEATING
CITY HALL

NO ACTION WAS TAKEN

City Hsjll and Court House Commis-

sion Postponed Consideration
of the Bid for One Week— \u25a0

—A Lower Estimate.

The Joint city hall and court house
Commission held a meeting yesterday
afternoon t'ur the purpose of awarding
the contract for heating and lighting the
city hail and court house, but adjourned
without taking any action. There was
only cue bid received and that was from
the St Paul Gas Light company which
offered to furnish the heat, lighting and
power at the following terms:

If awarded the contract for one year
they agreed to furnish the light for
?6,0C0, heat for $S,OOO, and power for the
elevators for $4,000.
If awarded the entire contract for one

year they would do it for $16,000.

offered to furnish light for $G,OOO a year,
> heat for $7,000 a jtear, and the power for

$3,500 a year, or if awarded the enthe
contract for the two years, would do it
for $15,000 per year.

For a three-year contract they would
furnish light for $(5,000, heat for $8,000 and
power for $3,000 per year. If the com-
mission should see fit to give the com-
pany a three-year contract, to furnish
the entire light, heat and power, they
would do it for $14,000 a year.

This bid is over $1,01)0 more than Ihe
bid three years ago, but President Lath-
rop of the company stated that the in-
crease was due to the rise in the prije
of coal.

On motion of Commissioner Quehl, the
bid was received and discussion on it
adjourned until next Friday afternoon at
3 o'clock.

E. H. Montgomery, who was formerly
chief engineer for the city, reported to

f
T the commission that he estimated the

old plant in the jailcould be made serv-
iceable by spending $350 in repair work
on the machinery of same; this would
require about twenty or twenty-five
days.

Mr. Montgomery estimated that the
heat and power for the elevators cou ci
be furnished for $10,300 per year, and
that the extra cost for electric lights
would only amount to what the lamps
cost, and the machinery. It would re-
quire two new dynamos to furnish the
light, but these he said could be pur-
chased for about $7,300.

In Its bid, the Gas company stated that
If at any time during the time of the
contract, the power for the elevators wag

k changed to electricity, a reduction of
$1,000 per year would hn made on the
bid. A certified check for $4,200 accom-
panied the bid.

TO SPEND HOLIDAYS AT HOME

Never Ask for Lower Rates, and
i Some Travel in Style—Hearing. in Iron Ore Case :

- Postponed.

Every mornLig, for the past two weeks
or so, parties of Chinamen have spent
a few minutes in St. Paul, waiting to be
transshipped from Eastern trains to
those "which take them to the Pacific
coast, where they embark for their own
land. The westward rush is now at its
greatest, and on Thanksgiving day no
fewer than forty passed through, on the
Soo line, en route to Vancouver, whence
they sail next Tuesday.

Yesterday's consignment was smaller,
only five being in the party which left
for Seattle over the Great Northecn.
All were going bsck to spend the Chinese
holiday season in the land of Confucian
lore. Every year, it Is estimated, sev-
eral thousand return in this way; some
have amassed competency and are go-
ing back to enjoy the fruits of their
frugality in a land where living is cheap.
Others are returning merely for a holi-
day trip and will be back by the end
of February.

Speaking of the annual exodus of Chi-
nese at this season of the pear, a rail-
road official yesterday yesterday said:

"It's a funny thing. Chinamen are
rot noted for their prodigality, but we
never hear of them asking for lower
rates. They may travel in parties of
forty, fifty or sixty, but they pay full
rates every time. Some of them even
travel on a luxurious scale. Only a few
days ago one of them who came through
St. Paul was in the drawing room of
the sleeper, ,and had a couple of serv-
ants to attend to his family. He was
a rich merchant, and had lived for years
in Boston.

"Many, If not most of those who are
going home, travel by the Canadian
line, although rates from Seattle are
considerably lower than those prevailing
at Vancouver. This is because they
prefer not to travel on steamers con-
trolled by Japanese, as one of the main
lines running out of Seattle is.

"Another funny thing is that all of
-them take out certificates of departure,
whether they intend to return or not.
These certificates all bear photographs
of the returnig man, but, they are all
so near alike that it is an easy mat-
ter to deceive the customs officers when
the certificate is returned by a China-
man who has never seen the United
States. The astute "Chinks" sell their
certificates in China, and nearly always
manage to pay the expenses ctf their trip
in this way."

Officials at the unionvdepot say that
during the past month fully 100 China-
men have been transshipped here for
the West.

EN ROUTE TO CHINA.

church here to pray for them.

Miss Plum and Miss Rouse are going
to Foo Chow, in the province of Fun
Kien. Miss Goetz will go to a small dis-
trict 200 miles south of Foo Chow.
It was just seven years ago Thanksgiv-

ing since Miss Rooise left for China the
first time. She stayed there five year,?,
and then came to this country for her
health and to see her relatives. Shesays that in one sense she will be glai
to get back to China.

Miss Florence Plum was born in China.
It was eleven years ago that she tirstcame to this country. She can speak
Chinese as well as English, and she will
undoubtedly be of great service in the
Flowery Kingdom because of this fact.
Since coming to this country Miss Plum
has been perfecting her education in Eng-
lish at the Wesleyan university at Dela-ware, O.

Three Are After It.

GUARDIAN TRUST.
Judge F. M. Black Appointed He-

ceiver of Stillvrell's Company.
ST. LOUIS, Nov. 30.-Judge AmosThayer of St. Louis,' in the United Statesdistrict court today appointed F. MBlack, of Kansas City, receiver of theGuardian Trust company, of which A. E.Stillwell is president. The appointment

was made in Judge Thayer's decision inthe suit recently brought by John WGates, of Chicago, and other stock-holders.
Receiver Black formerly was judge ofthe Missouri supreme court. The peti-

tion for a receivership was filed in Kan-
sas City on Oct. 23 last, the day before
the stockholders were to have held ameeting to elect a new board of directors.
The petition also asked for an injunction
to.prevent the holding of the meeting.
Judge John F. Phillips granted the in-junction and set a later day for a hearing
on the receivership question.

The petitioners contended that Still-
well took advantage of them in the char-
acter of securities placed in a resrganiza-
tion of the company. The bonds of the
old Kansas City, Pittsburg & Gulf rail-
road, now the Kansas City Southern, in
which Gates is interested, figured in the
bill and the contention was made that
the stockholders were in danger of los-
ing $1,000,000 if Stillwell were allowed
to carry out his plans. When apprised
of the appointing of a receiver today,
Mr. Stillwell declared that he had ex-
pected the action and is preparing to

form a new company which, he declared,
will finance the Kansas City, Mexico rail-
way, which he is promoting.

RICE WILL FILED.
By Its Terms Attorney Patrick Is

NEW YORK, Nov. 30.—M. E. Harby,
the attorney representing Albert T.
Patrick, today filed in the surrogate's
court what is called the "second" will
of the late Texas millionaire, William
Marsh Rice. In the petition accompany-
ing the will, counsel for Patrick says:

"Your petitioner further states that the
estate given to petitioner in and by the
said last wiil and testament of William
Marsh Rice must be taken subject to a
trust in favor of certain purposes and
beneficiaries intended to be benefitted by
the said will."

Counsel also said that he is now pre-
paring for execution by Patrick a paper
in which the petitioner may in legal form
make effective the instructions constitut-
ing the secret trust, the provisions of
which it 's promised will be made public
about the middle of December. In the
'so-called "second" will all bequests are
subject to the condition that the bene-
ficiaries accept without contest, "and
that they will execute such conveyances

and release of any or all of my estate
wheresoever situated and of whatsoever
nature tc the said Albert T. Patrick, as
he may demand; and any legatee not so
doing is forever barred from taking
under this will or in any manner inherit-
ing any portion of my estate, and such
portion shall inure to the said Albert T.
Patrick."

Following the bequests, the will says:
"I give, devise and bequeath to Albert

T. Patrick, formerly of Texas, all the
rest and residue of my estate, real,- per-
sonal and mixed, heretofore or hereafter
accrued and wheresoever situated."

SEEK CULTURE, NOT RICHES

Success Is Only to Be Attained at
the Price of Hard Work—

Blessings of Rich

Men.

A treat in every sense of the word was
the lecture given last evening at the
Hamline M. E. church by Rev. Charles
Bayard Mitchell of the Hennepin Avenue
M. E. church, Minneapolis.

"The Prize Maker" was his theme and
from it he drew the lessons of a young
man's life, showing in a most realistic
painting of words this every day drama
of life.

Of pleasing address, endowed with an
ability dramatic in its nature the lecturer
more than interested the large audience,
his sallies of wit which were frequent,
compensating for the serious phases of
his theme.
"I don't want any man," said Dr. Mitch-

ell, "to think me prejudiced against
wealth? Far from it. This would be
a sorry world without the rich. T-ike
the poor they are always with us. but
possibly in not such great numbers. No
young man can prepare his future anj
delve in money. The men in this world
who attract are not the rich but the
cultured. That culture is only attained
by work and study and to obtain it you
must forego riches.

"I take off my hat to a lawyer who
understands his profession. That under-
standing has been gained only by the
most laborious of work, a constant burn-
ing of the midnight oil, yet the result
is a grand attainment. The profession
of a lawyer is worthy of any young man.
But there is one thing I would have, you
understand, you can't be a good lawyer
and be lazy. You can be a good lawyer
and have a good time. There is a goal
to be reached and you must choose be-
tween the two. The young man who
starts out in this world with the avowedintention of getting rich has made a
good resolve, but the labor it involves is
tremenduous. Many attempt it but few
succeed*. I thank God for the rich man,
those who understand the value of money
and act as the stewards of God in its
rightful distribution. The rich man hasgiven us hospitals and Institutions of
learning and as I said, this would be a
sorry world without him. The reasonsome os us are poor is because we haveno sense. The truly rich man is the
economist Don't think that to be good
you must be poor or that the wickedare the rich. Wealth is a result, andwe get riches by observing conditions
and law.

Tlie prize of riches is the easiest to at-tain. A ridiculous statement, possibly
to your way of thinking, yet nevertne-
less true. Of all the prizes in the reach
of man, I think it the easiest, and you
will bear me out when, on sober, secondthought you think of the talents andgifts necessary to place you on thepedestal of fame in the particular pro-
fession you desire to follow. Economy
strict and relentless, regardless of therules of health or humanity will give you
riches untold, but what is money with.
out the man. Uneasy lies the head thatwears a crown. You want to be a
statesman. That is a large contract

amount of energy. We cannot all be a
second Davis. I don't want to discourage
any young man, but please remove the
idea from your head of being a second
Daniel Webster, another Angelo or a
greater man than Lincoln. The race is
not to the strong. The puny have just
as good a show as their more athletic
brother. He who takes a prize in human
life is the one who has learned human
ar>proach. You don't have to be a dude.
A gentleman is not always known by the
clothes he wears. We won't go to a
tailor for the making of a man. L>et
every man's rights begin where his
neighbor's end. It is the golden rule that
assists our futrre and an observance of
it will hasten its attainment.

"He who gets on in life is the one

who has learned human approach. Af
fatality, geniality and a studied method
to always please are, I mig-ht say, the
fundamental principles of success ni
life. The prize of life is to he who
learns to depend upon himself. If you
have a sen and $100,000, keep them apart.
No man ever attained the goal of life
on somebody elses energy. Work haru,
be a gentleman, strive tc make a sue
cess of tho profession that you have
adopted and the prize you have sought
will be yours.

NEWS OF THE PHILIPPINES.
Four Sentences of Hanging Con-

firmed by .Mm* Arthur.

MANILA. Nov. uo.—Gen. Mac Arthur
has confirmed the sentences of hanging
passed upon four natives recently con-
victed of murder at Ling-ayen. Tlie con-
demned were members of the Guardia de
Honor, a band of assassins whose vic-
tims were kidnaped and boloed.

VICTOR NEWCOMB'S SANITY.

Xe-vv York Millionaire Wants to Be
Restored to Competency.

NEW YORK, Nov. 30.—1n the supreme
court today Justice FitzGera^d reserved
decision upon the application fdr the ap-
pointment of a commission to inquire
into the mental condition cf H. Victor
Newcomb, the former railroad president
of this city. Mr. Newcomb's wife,

Florence, and his son, Herman, through
Col. Burton N. Harrison, make the ap
plication for the commission.

Delancy Nicoll, presenting Mi*. New-
comb, protested against the proposition,
saying that most of the men's names
submitted in the court as members of
the commission have already passed an
opinion on Mr, Newcomb's mental con*
d tion.

Fcr about ten years proceedings over
Mr. Newcomb'a mental condition have
occupied the attention of the court. In
that time he has been committed to a
sanitarium and discharged. At the pres-
ent time, Mr. Newcomb is endeavoring
to convince a referee appointed by the
supreme court that he is fit mentally to
regain possession of his property, valued
at about $1,000,000. Under the direction of
the court, Mr. Newcomb is under the
charge of a committee.

be ex-Gov Moses, of Charleston, S. C,
was arraigned today before United Stales
Commissioner Shields and held in bail of
$1,000 for examination on Thursday next.
The prisoner is said to bear a close re-
semblance to the notorious South Caro-
lina governor of "carpetbagger" fame,
whose record is in every police headqu ir-
ters in the country.

"Dr. Ferguson" was arrested on Tues-
day last on complaint of Dr. Jar man,
who alleges that Ferguson had swindled
him out cf a small sum of money, and
was continually annoying him. Th i; fed-
eral authorities wish to send him to
Washington, where he is wanted on
charges of swindling.

NEW YOKK NEGRO RIOTS.
Complaints AgwdMmt Police Alleged

NEW YORK, Nov. 30.—Frank Moss
has sent to Gov. Roosevelt, Mayor Van
Wyck, the. police board and the district
attorney, communications regarding the
late negro riots and the part taken by
the police, especially in the investigation
ordered by the mayor.

The communication was signed by W.
H. Brooks, pres dent of the Citizens' Pro-
tective league, an organizatio i,of colored
people._ With each communication is senta copy of numerous witnesses' testimony
of ciubbings by the police during the
riots. The object is to have the police
who did the clubbing and the officials,
the league declares, who are shielding
them, prosecuted and driven off the po-
lice force.

Mr. Brooks writes to the governor that
the police commissioners have discontin-
ued their investigations, pigeonho'ed the
complaints against higher'officials, and
have not proceeded against a single offi-
cer. The governor is asked to Ttivestigate
in order that he may take action.

The letters to the mayor, police board
and district attorney cover the sam«
ground.

Over Ten Thousand Blooded Anl-

CHICAGO. Nov. 30.—What promises to
be one of the greatest livestock shows
ever held in this country will open to-
morrow morning in the Dexter Park
pavilion at the stock yards. Over 10,000
pedigreed animals have already been re-
ceived and it is expected this number will
be increased considerably by Monday
morning. The display of blooded stock
will represent a cash value of over $2,-
--000,000. Six hundred classes are listed,
and prizes amounting to $75,000 will b«
awarded. Hundreds of visitors have
already arrived and the hotels are
crowded with stockmen from all parts
of the United States and Canada. The
first judging will be done on Monday, and
although tlie show willbe open tomorrow,
the formal opening will be on Monday
morning.
