At 9 o'clock yesterday evening his
temperature was 97; pulse, 60. This morn-
ing his temperature was £6.6; puise, 60.”

The condition of the czar this evening
is satisfactory. The decline in his tem-
perature since Sunday 18 explained as
ihe result of a diet of extract of beef and
milk. His physiclans are satisfied with
the progress he has made, and if no com-

—plications set in the daily bulletin o his

condition will be discontinued shortly.
His majesty s entering the period of con-
valescence. A nurse and his body phy-
siclans are In constant attendance, hut
the empress has not ceased her walch-
ful care, and is attending personally to
the wants of her Lhusband. In spite of
strain, her majesfy shows no signs of
fatigue, and enjoys good health. She
looks remarkably well.

The czarina has submitted to her all
urgent state affairs, so that any com-
munication for the emperor passes
her hands. Nobody sees the czar except
the empress and the physiclan.

‘The statement that Queed Victoria had
sent her private physician to report uron
the illness of the czar i{s without founda-
tion, but the queen is daily informed of
the course of the czar’s malady, and all
news relating to the impé#tal family.
Most of the ministers are hers, but Yal-
ta is rapidly becoming empty, as the sea-
son is over. The weather is dull, with
an easterly wind, but the temperature is
pleasant.
