The lodge has been
very fortunate during the past year,
none of its members having passed
through the portals of death. The lodge
room has been fittingly draped for to-
day's exercises and a large attendance is
anticipated.

The December meeting of the board of
prison managers will be held at the
prison on the 6th inst. A number of
application^ for parole will be consid-
ered.

George E. Rivers has been received at
the prison from Steams county to serve
two years for receiving stolen property,
and Robert Murray has been received
from Her.nepin county to serve five
years for assault.

There is at least one city in the North-
west that is satisfied with the census
figures as sent out by the census de-
partment. According to the retui'ns
Stillwater has a population of 12,318, a
substantial gain over the figures of 1830.
Many predicted that the population
would not exceed 10,000, and a few had
an idea that it would reach 12,000.

Farmers indebted to the prison twine
factory for twine are still sending in
their cash, about $10,000 having been col-
lected during the pa.st ten days. The
total amount collected is a trifle over
$305,000, leaving a balance of $70,000.

Weary of tlie Anti-Hobo Law.
FARGO, N. D., Dec. I.—The measure

known as the anti-hobo law, will corn©
up for discussion in the next legislature.
There are some people v*ho will ask ita
repeal. All summer there has been con-
siderable agitation over- it. The bill was
passed ai. the irostance of tha railroad
companies and gives the conductors po-
lice powers. Whenever liey catch a man
stealing a ride they place him under ar-
rest and turn him over to the officials at
the first county seat. The minimum pen-
alty is ten days in jail. The sentences
have cost many of the counties a consid-
erable sum, and has created a lot of op-
position among the taxpayers.

Of course, the railroads are entitled to
protection, being heavy taxpayers, but
lawiers assert the measure is unconsti-
tutional in that it is class legislation.

Secretary Kay nnd Sewor Conrea
. Signed the Treaty Between Nic-

arasnn ami the United
State* Yesterday.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 1.-Secretary
Hay this morning, for the government

of the United States, and Senor Correa,
the Nicaraguan minister, for his own
government, signed a treaty whereby the
latter government concedes to the gov-
ernment of the United States the neces-
sary rights and privileges within her
bestowal for the construction cf the Nic-
araguan canal.

This action is taken in anticipation of
congress not acting upon the pending
canal bill and the Hay-Pauncefotc
treaty. Pending the submission of the
treaty to the senate, which body must
ratify the agreement, its terms will not
be made public. It is understood, how-
ever, that generally Nicaragua, grants
to the United States government the ex-
clusive right to construct and operate
the canal between the Atlantic and Pa-
cific across Nicaragua, including the free
use of !-.he San Juan river and of Lake
Nicaragua as part of the water course.

Nicaragua is also to rid her^lf of any
outstanding treaties that would tend in
any way to abridge the privileges to be
acquired by the United States. It is un
der.stood also that Nicaragua concedes
to fhe United States full authority to
police the canal. Nicaragua is to receive
in compensation a certain amount ox
the securities of the canal construction
company, and although « Is not possible
to learn the figure set down in the
treaty, it is believed to approximate
$5,000,000.
