FROM FARM TO THE SENATE

Once a Ploughboy, He Met Courtly

Spanish Statesmen and Out-
Matched Them
Diplomacy.

The following eloquent sketch of the
late Senator Davis was delivered last
night by Rev. Thomas Hambly, pastor of
the Clinton Avenue Methodist church, as
a prelude to the regular services:

In the death of Cushman K. Davis, the
United States has met with a severe loss,
; and profoundly does -this nation mourn.
In his death the liberty-loving world has
! lost a champiom. When asked the ques-

tion:

“‘Senator, you believe, then, that we
should retain the Philippines?’ *“Most
assuredly,” was the answer, ‘“‘we owe it
to the world to erect a strong repulic
there to offset the rising empire of Ja- .
pan.”

I will not speak of his early life, only
tc sayv that, like most great men, it was

spent on a stump farm. The uneven ex-
periences of such a life brouzht to hiin
that ruggedness of character, which 1s
seldom the gift of the crowded city, with
its congestion of merchandise, . manurac-
ture, professionalism ana politics.

A CHAMPION OF LIBERTY.

In his early manhood he demonstrated [
his patriotism by marching to the front !
irc the solution of a question that has oc-
cupied his efforts ever since; a question
not so much the building up of empire
as giving to the empire the largest possi-
Lle liberty, and-.through.this republic to
the world untrammeled life. The thoughts
of statesmen are-always bo ss, There
are no horizons in the minds of great
men. Opportunities are only limited by
universal privilege, Worlds ar= but
specks. Man possesses cosmic mind; end-
less is his genius and power. Christianity
unlocks the avenue to- such thinking.
Therefore patriotism in our land is a
question of how can we best help human-
ity advance. Our deceased senator saw
that to allow conditions to remain as the

were in the South would be to commit
the whole system of civilization to |
atrophy. With this conviction, he sought

to Inject into Southern life living princi-
pies, rather than deadening influences;
and when, having changed places with
tne boy behind the gun in the armY of

the Tennessee and of the Mississippl, t I
the man at the head of the committee on |
fcreign relations in the most promising
government on earth, he saw an oppor-
tunity to fire a shot whose reverbera-
tions for liberty would be heard around
the. world, he fired it,-and sinceits ech-
oes have ceased and unfamiliar ears have
investigated the caugde "and source of the
scund, there has been attributed to this
country a greatness not the possession of
any other power. Mr. Davis was a strong
believer. Doubt is weakness. Faith is
strength. From his earliest expressions
until the closing of his wonderful lips, ha
preached love of country, the matchless
grandeur of Ameriean nationality and the
irviolable sacredness of the constitution.

His constructive genius foresaw the |
swell of empire and the Increase of |

power, and like only a few of the states-
men of the nation’s early period could
he proiecct his ideas into the future and
scan the vista of time and behold coming
millions marching to the uplands of high-
er citizenship, accompanied by the drum-
Leat of a liberty divine.
WAS A BROAD THINKER.

His sympathies were more than local,
This was the result of his broad study.
In his private library at Washington the
visitor and iriend could see the complete
history of the Latin race, from the iroa
age to the present, representing hundr:ds
of volumes; also the history of the French
people, written in their natural tongue.
These he would take down and read as
readily as he would English. He read
everything concerning nations, and con-
versed with every forelgn visitor and
traveler whenever possible. Fer informa. |
tion concerning the Cuban situaton !
he depended not upon the Cuban junta
nor the written word of correspondents,
but he interviewed the common and dis- |
tinguished traveler through that land and
reached bhis convictions accordingly. He
was thus in possession of knowledgeé more |
reliable than most officials, and it was
not to be wondered at that he prepared
such remarkable state papers in connec-
tion with the Venezuelan and Cuban dif-
ficulties.

Mr. Davis was a classic thinker, as weil
as gpeaker. He combined in language a
mastery of the rough, sinewy, racy Saxon,
which is the fittest speech for practical
Iife, and is not without resources for the
utterance of lofty emotion, but when his
great intellect would clothe itselr wich
state or splendor, he marshaled out the
Latin strength. With his Saxon he sent
his ideas like bullets to their mark, His
cilmaxes, which were the wonder of the
reader as well as hearer, were always
recached by the footpath of the Latin
ciimber. Some, since his lips are dqumb,
have claimed him as a libera.l. A citizen
of this city, in print, has said “I knew
him intimately. He was well versed in
Spencer, Huxley and Darwin.”

To the speaker he said: “T went off
like many others a quarter of a century
ago on Spencer and others, but I found
them to be chaff, and not the stuff that
man wants to strengthen him. They are
v;'eakness, and not power. 1 dropped
them."”’

INSPIRATION TO THE YOUNG.

Jis life is an inspiration to every young
American. He was weakly in youth. He
forged his way through colleze, fought
threugh the war, found health in a
change of climate, made himself great as
a lawyer, reached the governorship of the
state of his adoption at the age of thirty-
six years, and entered the senate of the
United States while comparatively young.
His eminent abiilties fitted him for weigh-
ty responsibilities in that high chamber.
It was he who largely moulded our ac=
tion in the Spanish-American war, prose-
cuting the investigations inte the loss of
the Maine, planning our Pacific squadron,
where a single gunshot left us in pos-
session of islands that will in the future
be a great republie, educating the Orient
{nto a better pelitical 1if>, finally acting as
ore settling the conflicting ‘elaims be-
tween victor and vanquished, and chang-
ing the boundaries of nations.

REMINISCENCE OF PARIS.

In his study at his home on Massachu-
setts avenue, Washington, one evening
just affer tea, his wife had gone to a
church sociable near by.. 'The senator
ighted his cigar, preliminary to a long
evening read. id to him: ..*“Senator,
tell me what impr ed you most of any-
thing in connecticn with your experience
on the Paris treaty.” “Well,” said he,
straightening back in his chair, with his
usual sOciable air, “one incident imp ess d
me with the transforming power of Amer-
ican institutions. Sencr Rios, a man
through whose veins ran generations of
diplomatic and noble blood, was appoint-
ed by the Spanish commissioners to pre-
sent reasons why the United Siates
should assume the indebtedness of Cuba.
T was selected by our men to present
the opposing arzument, and what to me
seemed the sitrongest possible feature of
the situation was that I, only forty-five
years ago, was swinging a brush hock
on a stump farm in. Wisconsin, .and only
i fourteen vears ago a pleader in the com-
,mon courts of Minnesota, shoud he teac .
ing successful Jiplomaecy to such a man
and making good my case.”

I would be delighted if time would per-
mit me to ccmpare him with statesmen
of other lands, and proudly could we
measure him up, but such a pleasure 1s
denied me.  Senator Davis had an un-
finching faith in the divine interyention
it the affairs of men. This is true of all
the world’s best men. sivi

DAVIS’ CAPACITY FOR WORK.

Rev. Dr. Sinclair Says That Was One
Secret of His Success,

Rev. Dr. John Sinclair, of the First
Presbyterian church, last night delivered
an address on the late Senator Davis.
Though he admitted that he did not
know the senator very well and that he
had only spoken to him once or twice,
the address was of much interest to all
who heard.

In the beginning Rev. Sinclair stated
that the dropping of the curtaln in the
front room of the Davis home to sig-
nify his death was symbolic of the ob~
scuring of a light which had filled the
state, the United States and the world.

He then referred, in a general way,
to the early life of the senator, drawing
morals from it, and showing the possi-
bilities of America for a country boy.
Further on he stated:

“Senator Davis’ reputation was of an
international character. It must neces-
sarily have been so: Tremendous re-
sponsibilities were placed upon his
shoulders because he had steadily worked
to the front by unceasing toil. Nothing
was too small-for him, nothing too
great. Davis himself did not have an

| awesome respect for genius as some-

thing that could not be acquired. He
was' wont to say that genius was ‘‘the
talent for taking trouble.” All his va-

ried accomplishments as lawyer, sena-
tor, statesman, came of this. Like
Carlyle, he believed in ‘work, work,
work.” A man should study all his
life.”

Later on the speaker quoted Ruskin

as follows:

“The greatest thing any human being
ever does Is to see a thing and to be
able to tell others what he saw in &
plain way.” He then sald that the sen-
ator could always tell just exactly what
he saw or what he read. He was a
natural born worker, )

A glowing tribute to the integrity and
honesty of the senator followed, and he
said that these qualities were a secret
of his success in life.

IN MEMORIAM.

It having pleased Divine Providence to

Were our sol-
diers the only heroes?

SACRIFICES AT HOMBE.

“No, most emphatically no! Look into
our American homes! Here you see the
noblest heroes of all; the mothers who,
with their blessings, sent their sons to do
their duty; the wives who cared for the
little ones while the father fought to
preserve for them  .the precious gift of
liberty; the sisters of tﬁe boys at the
front, they toiled and suffered in silence,
while the men, inspired by their noble
beering, aid valorous deeds amidst the ex-
citement of battle.. Our printed histories
eay little of these. herpes, but we should
cherish these memories in our hearts and
see to it that they are fostered by our
children and children’s children for all
time to come.

BE ALWAYS READY.

“Is it not a holy duty to raise our
voice and prevent 4 repetition of the sor-
rowful scenes presented by our military
history? If there was a shadow of a
doubt on this point, our recent expericnces
in the Spanish-American war should
quickly dlspel it. Better preparation must
be made; the demagogue must not he
permitted to conjure before the nation's
eye, for partisan advantazge, the
ghest of militarism; to pervert
history by quoting the aphorism that
standing armies are a menace to liberty:
to tell the Americdn workingman that it
threatens his interests, without challenze !
by men who witnessed the quiet return
to citizenship in civil life of a million of
victorious soldiers in 1865 and 1868,

‘“We may be told that history repeats
itself; this is certainly true, but it is
true also that only like conditions pro-
duce like results, and who is ready to say
that the conditions in our free country
tcday are similar to those In ancient |
Rome and the kingdoms of the old world,
or in the Spanish-American republics on
our continent, where victorious or unprin-
cipled generals have been able to seize
the 1eins of power?

ARGUMENT IS SELF-EVIDENT.

‘““The neew of ample, effective prepara-
tion in time of peace for war In our case
is celf-evident. It we contemplate super-
fically our past habitual unreadiness, our !
neglect of the simplest rules of precaution |
and the teachings of experience, we may
ease cur conscience and lay the blam= on
our administrations and congress. it we

¢ deeper we must quickly perceive, and |

hen honestly admit that in reality the .
responsibility rests with the nation itself.
Eternal vigilance is the price of liberty,
and the sovereign citizen cannot relegate
his highest duties to the servants he has
commissioned to conduct the routine of
government. The supreme direction, all
initiative, must come from the people.
This sound, hard common sense whizh
has so.far enabled us to solve every se-
rious problem in the path of our national
development must come to the rescue too
i1 military affairs; Democrats and Re-
publicans alike are Americans; the na-
tional honor is in the keeping of all, and
we must pull together and secure the !
establishment of asmilitary system ade-
quate for our needs and in accord with
cur institutions. First and most neces-
sary in this direction is:the creafion of a
regular army, as thoroughly efticient as
liberal provision and care can makc it.

If we have then a
rerfect regular army, an efficient national
guard, we can orgahize a volunte>r
army and direct its work and reduce the
measure of sacrifice our citizens must
ever be ready to make for this country
to a minimum. In contemplating a stand-
ing army, established with these ends in
view, we may console ourselves with the
assurance that even a hundred thousand
regular soldiers, recruited from the ng-
tion, ccmmanded by ~American officers,
armed with the most approved machines |
of destruction, are no match for mi]lian:‘
of freemen armed with the ballot. A
regular army in the United States, as far :
as I can see after a lifetime spent i it, !
can never be aught but }he people’s army. !
If the nation is patriotic, devoted to our
institutions, the army will ever echo (hese
feelings. A military education prommotes
the development and worship of the high- |
est idéhls mm human nature, and an ad-
mixture of these elements, with the de- !

DEFINITE ANNOUNCEMENT MADE
BY MANAGERS OF GRAND OPERA.

There will be a scramble after tickets
for the Grand opera today, because of
important information that was received
vesterday from Maurice Grau, who is ¢n
the Pacific coast.

There has been a remarkably good de-
mand for seats for the three evening

Yesterday a letter was received from
Mr. Grau announcing that ‘“Tannhauser”
would be given at the matinee. This is
qulte a distinct vietory for the musical
organizations and opera patrons of the
Twin Cities in particular, as they have
been insisting on ‘“Tannhauser’” from the
start. It means that there will be a
scramble for matinee tickets in St. Paul
and Minneapolis today.

The demand for Gadski in the part of
Elizabeth was unanimous, for there is
no greater favorite in the Twin Cities
among opera stars than Gadski, and she
will certainly appear in‘ Tannhauser.”
She recelves §$1,000 every time she sings,
and as the other artists are all expen-
sive, the cast for the matinee Is stronger
in the opinion of many, than that pro-
vided for any of the evening operas.
