GEEATEST BRIDGE
Of Ita Kind in the World Is In a

. Pennsylvania Wilderness.
Pittsburg Post.

The greatest steel .;structure in the
world, so far as railroad work is; con-

; cerned, is j just about completed in this
state. It is the wonderful bridge of-the
Erie railroad across the Kinzua « valley
in McKean county. The original bridge

"was a marvel and was''considered one of
the wonders of the New World. • The; old abutments are used to support the
new structure and an iron plate at the
southern end contains the following in-
scription: "Erected A. D. 1882, General
Thomas L. Kane, President; Octave Cha-
nute, Chief. Engineer; Charles Pugsley,
Chief:Assistant; C. H. Keefer "and• Wil-
liam Seaman, Assistants. Loca-fed and
designed by O. W. Barnes and -A. Bou-
zano. Masonry built ~by John C."
Noakes. Iron work by the Phoenix
Bridge Company." \ : "... This original !structure. was found to be
too .weak for the modern heavy engines
and cars of the Erie railroad, and last
May;, traffic on this branch was sus-
pended. It extends from Carrol; on
the main line to Johnsonburg, a distance
of 53.2 miles, and passes \u25a0 through Brad-
ford, Custer City and Mount Jewett and
connects with.the narrow gauge division
of the F. and W. R. R. It traverses a
wilderness region where bears, deer and
wildcats are found, and the ruffled grouse
is' at home in : the almost impenetrable
slashings and virgin forests. -.''-"

The new bridge is much heavier than
the" old structure. In the old bridge 2,500
tons -of material were used, but in the
new structure there will be 3,500 tons of
steel, or 700,000 pounds. The. modern
steel miracle is 301% feet above the level
of the small "wilderness stream and is
2,100 feet "in length " and 9 feet wide.
Twenty: tours ot steel support the struc-
ture, and these vary from 23 feet to 285

" feet in height, and rest on solid tiers of
stone jwork. Looking up from the bot-
tom these magnificent towers look like
a 1 spider web, but as they are closely ex-
amined some idea of the strength of the
pew bridge is : ascertained. Web :plate
girders of three eighths .inch mild steel.. with _a depth of 6% feet look like mere
cords from below. These girders are
placed on steel oilers 33 inches long and
3 inches in diameter to provide for elas-
ticity, or in other words contraction and
expansion.- This wonderful structure ;is
now ready for traffic. It is one of the
marvels of the age.
