Of back yards inspected, 2,344 are noted
on the monthly. list, nuisances arising
from the same being ordered abated to
the number of 1,480,

Quarantine was established in -nine-
ty-four instances, as a re*ult of conta-
gicus diseases, but of that number all
have been removed. with the exception
of one. Preliminary to quarantine, cul-
tures from 131 suspected patients were
examined.

In the general clean-up resulting from
inspections, 83 vaults were ordered
cleaned, 68€ loads. of garbage and rubbish
remcved, 467 empty lots cleaned and 269
alleys cleaned.

During the month no less than 4,373
pounds of meat and poultry unfit for
food was condemned and destroyed.
Under the miik ordinance 529 dairy cattle
were inspected, 57 of the a'¥mals quar-
antined and 2 Kkilled.

Only one warrant was necessary to
compel obeyance of orders given for the
benefit of the public health.

MISS JACKSON'S CONCERT.

An Excellent Programme Rendered
by the Gifted Musician.

Very flattering from the standpoint of
enthusiasm was the reception accorded
Miss Leonora Jackson's second appear-
ance in St. Paul at the Peopie’s church
last evening. That the audience was not a
larger one is certainly to be regretted in
view of the unusual excellence of the pro-
gramme presented. The playing of this
gifted young musician last evening rerv-
ed but to emphasize and increase the en-
viable impression made during her first
visit here. That even the brief period
of twelve months may broaden and
heighten a musician’s art was made evi-
dent last night, and those who heard
Miss Jackson play could not bui be im-
pressed with the fact that she is enti-
tled tc a prominent place in the ranks
of the best musicians. Her beautifu! bow-
ing,the admirable technique that masters
difficulties, apparently without eXort: tha
breadth of sympathy and remarkable
musicianly insight that she displays in
her treatment of the loftiest motifs, and,
in addition to this, her winscme personal-
ity, all contribute to make her playing a
distinct delight. One of the most inter-
esting of her numbers last evening was
Vieuxtemps Fourth Concerto (D minor).
The second movément,adagio religioso, is
full of lofty passazes that are a demand
on temperament as well as on skill. The
movement was beautifully played. In-
deed, the concerto was given an inter-
pretation that.left none of. its heauty un-
revealed.

Piquant contrasts characterized the
grouping of the four numbers which fol-
lowed the concerto. The Sarasate ar-
rangement of Chopin’s nocturne (D flat)
was played first. Then followed Tschai-
kowsky’s Humoresque; Simonetti's Mad-
rigale, and Joachim’'s arrangement of-
Brahms' Hungarian dance. Kach, so
characteristic of the nation it represent-
ed, was characteristically interpreled.
Bazzini's fantastic Ronde des Lutins
completed Miss Jackson’s programme.
One encore was played,

It was the audience’s loss that Mr. Sel-
den Pratt, pianist, was unable to {inish
his solo, Liszt's Polonaise, or to play tlie
second group placed before his name on
the programme. The-little-that he played
of the Polonaise proved his musicianship.
Mr. Pratt was suffering from an indis-
position, and was only able to appcar as
accompanist. "His work with Miss Jack.-
son, especially in the concerto, was ad-
mirable.

Miss Josephine Elburna,. Soprano, made
a very favorable impression. She pos-
sesses a high and very sweet soprano of
wide and even range. Her enunciation is
especially commendable, and all her tones
are clear cut.  She sang last evening, in
addition to the numbers substituted for
Mr. Pratt, the aria, “‘Care-Nome,” from
Verdi's ‘“Rigoletto;” Gaynor's “The
Night Has a  Thousand Eyes;” Masse-
net’'s “Ouvyre te yeux Bleus,” and *“The
Maiden’s Wish,” Chopin. An ungraccful
way of holding her hands marred, last
evening, what would otherwise have been
an irreproachable stage presence.

Chief O’Connor's detectives added an-
other good piece of work to their list
last night by arresting Arthur Cupps
and Ole S. Gustav, of Stanley, Wis., who
are suspected of committing murder in
that place Tuesday, Nov. 27. The arrest
~was made at the postoffice, while the sus
pects” were getting their mail, by Detec-
tives Frazer and O’Neil.

About two miles from Stanley there is a
resort that was run by a woman named
Ollie O’Dell. Early on the morning of
Nov. 27, there was a rap at the door of
the O'Dell woman'’s house.. She answered
the door and on reaching there was
heard to cry out: “My God, don’t shoot.”
The appeal was followed by the report
of a revolver. The women of the house
were too much frightened to investigate,
and the murdered woman laid at the
door until observed by a passerby. In
the meantime the perpetrators had had
sufficient time tc escape and for several
days there was no clue. z

Shortly after the murder Cupps and
Gustav disappeared from the town. An
investigation was made, gnd it was de-
cided to bring them back. Chief O’Con-
nor received a description of the men
from District Attorney Parkhill and soon
after had them in jail. -

'NEED NOT BE OPPRESSION

H. W. CHILDS SPEAKS ON
“NATIONAL EXPANSION”

There was a well attended meeting of
the local Economic leaguc at the court
house last night. The paper of ihe
evening was read by H. W, Childs, Tor-
mer attorney general, his subject being
Expansion. Mr. Childs advocated ex-
pansion and urges that it was for the
lasting benefit of all concerned. 1le said:

“It is a universal law that the strong
must overcome the weak, either by the
uplifting or extermination of the weak.
The progress of this law is nevitable
and has been demonstrated repeatedly.
On the other hand it is unjust and in-
expedient for a strong nation to isolate
itself. China’s isolation has led to racial
stagnation, and the nation is now with-
ered and decayed. National iseolation
must inevitably result thus, while na-
tional intercourse leads to national ex-
pansion.

Our country has been given unusual
opportunity for beneficial expansion, and
the opportunity should not be saecriiiced.
As time advances the condition in tre
east becomes more critical. 'The United
States should have a strong Interest in
the final settlement of the eastern prob-
lem. Our navy and army should be aug-
mented by vantage points on the sea,
both for strategic purposes and harbor
facilities. Expansion dces not mean op-
pression. It is the extending of all the
benefits of trade, commerce and educa-
tion to those whom we take into our
charge.

As to our right to acquire land there
can be no question. Chief Justice Mar-
shall, probably the greatest authority on
the constitution that ever lived, stated
many years ago that the constitution
confers the right upon the government
to acquire territory by conquest or treaty,
whether it be contiguous or noncontigu-
ous, continental or insular. Why should
we hold back when it is our duty and to
our advantage?

There was a short discussion after Mr,
Childs had finished his paper, ani the
meeting adjourned. The subject of the
next meeting will be “Municipal Owner-
ship.”

PRIZE AND SWEEPSTAKES
AT, CHICAGO

IN FAST COMPETITION, ~T0O

Chicago Show Being Supposed to
e One of the Finest Ever
Collected Any=-

‘where.

The predictions by Minnesotans that
the state would carry off prizes at the
international stock exposition at Chicago
have come true, and, as a consequence,
the stock raisers of the state are now
Jjubilant.

The State Agricultural college has just
been notified by Dean Liggett, now in
Chicago, that the Minnesota exhibit of
wethers Had taken first prize and sweep-
stakes. The communication also states
that the experiment farm has taken
first prize ior a steer,c?,t.

In view of the fact thaf the exposition
now on in Chicago is one of the largest
of the kind ever held in .the world, the
showing made by Minnesota is surprising
to people of other states, if not in this
state. There are 10,000 cattle on exhibi-
tion in Chichgo, another fact which puts
the showing of Minnesota in a very cred-
itable light. :

This state only sent two carloads of
stock to the exposition, but the quality of
this stock has more than made up for
the lack of quantity, The calf that took
first prize was one of the two ihat
were sent. The calves were Shorthorn
animals, eath weighing between 1,000
pounds and 1,100 pounds, although not yet
more than eleven months old.

The State Agricuitural school is highly
gratified over the results of the show in
Chicago as announced so far, and is hop-
ing to hear more good news. A party of
elghty-five students of the school are now
attending the exposition for the purpose
of studying the different breeds of cat-
tle on exhibition.

Late advices from the state experimen-
tal farm are to the effect that, in ad-
dition to the priges already won, the first
and second prizes and the sweepsiakes
have been awarded for the Tamsworth
hogs sent from here.

CHICAGO, Dec. 4.—The judging of car-
loaqd lots in the open air, considered the
mest important judging of the entire ex-
position, began today. In cattle there
was a fierce contest between Frank
Godding, of Towa, and F. I. Oswald, cf
Salt Lake City, Utah, the former win-
ning in one class, ‘and the latter in
another. T. M. Kerrick, of Eloomington,
I1l.,, a breeder of Aberdeen-Angus cat-
tle, won the first prize in the two-year-
old cattle.

SINGLE DAILY SESSION IN HIGH
SCHOOL IS SO CHAR-
ACTERIZED

REVIEW OF CITY SCHOOLS

Former Supt. Smith’s Review in
Annual School Report Discusses
Shortcomings Without
Any Gloves.

The board of school inspectors has just
completed its forty-second annual report,
and it is the best that the board has
ever issued. Secretary Healy for many
months past has been superintending
the work of getting the report in shape.

One of the most interesting parts of
the report is that written By Superin-
tendent Smith. Referring to the single
daily session, so common all over the
state, the former superintendent says:

“The one session daily in high schools
is far from an ldeal arrangement, and
is everywhere recognized as a choice be-
tween evils. -That the children, even of
the high school, can study as advan-
tageously at home as in the schoolrcom
has not been proved, and the early
_breakfast hour, the long fast and the
undue tension resulting from continuous
recitation, and the immediate change of
attention from one subject to another,
work great injury in many cases to the
health, beth of body and mind. Indeed,
this is a most serious problem and one
that I am very far from believing is
settled.” Speaking of the graded
schools, the superintendent says:

“For a long time high school teachers
have complained that pupils coming from
the grades were deflcient in a knowledze
of arithmetic and grammar. Teachers of
Latin and French and German have vig-
orously insisted that the pupils attempt-
ing those subjects knew but little of
English. Business men have declared
that boys and girls seeking employment
with them could not spell or punctuate
correctly, write legibly or calculate ac-
curately. Are these objections impar-
tial ,and are they grave enough to re-
quire earnest consideration? I belleve
that they are.” Further on, the super-
intendent states that radicalism is to be
avoided, and the “geolden mean” should
be eagerly sought and followed.

He says that more attention should be
given to the three R's. In regard to in-
dustrial education, the superintendent
says:

*“It seems proper that more careful at-
tention should be given to the subject
of industrial education than has been
heretofore accorded to it. Many citles
are seriously considering radical changes
in their course of study, and a strong
influence is working in favor of the in-
troduction of business instruction. The
time has come when a demand of this
kind can be no longer ignored. An ex-
treme position, either in favor of this
proposition  or agalnst it, shou'd be
avoided. The beginning made in the
Central high school, I trust, will lead to
a careful and -definite arrangement of
work relating to practical duties that
come after school days are over, but
the foundation of the work must be laid
before the pupils reach the high school.”

The superintendent refers briefly to the
good work accomplished by the Teach-
e}‘s' training school and Mothers’ elubs.
Under the head of “Supervision,” the su-
perintendent says:

“It is unnecessary to offer an argu-
ment in favor of the theory that the
school is just what the teacher makes it.
All other agencies may help the teacher
but eannot help the pupils in any other
way. If the teacher be sensible, weil
prepared and faithful to her duties, the
success of her efforts will be certain and
satisfactory, but if she be lacking in
égose matters no assistance frombany
