NEW YORK, Dee. 5.—Today's market
somewhat reversed the speculative posi-
tion of yeSterday.

GAMBLING HOUSES

Never Encourage Meh Who Handle
Other People’s Money.

New Orleans Times-Democrat. B

‘‘Strange as it may seem, I go to church
occasionally,” saia a New YOrk sport-
ing man who is in the city to attend the
winter race meet, ‘“‘and the last time I
was there the clergyman preached a
sermon against gambling. Naturally I
was interested, and I am free to confess
that a good deal of what he said was
true; but one of his statements was
away beside the mark. He spoke- of the
frequency with which bank cashiers and
other trusted employes go wrong, and
added that gambling houses make g
practice of enticing them in and en-
couraging them to play. That is a mis-
take. I don’t claim, mind you, that gam-
blers as a class are any too good to do
precisely what the dominie said, but it
would be poor business policy. As a
matter of fact, the big gambling houses
of the country all make it a ruie to bar
men who handle O. P. M. What does
‘0. M.” mean, did you ask? Why,
‘other people’s money,” of course. They
have been taught that lesson by hard
experience. You see, when a bank cash-
ier defaults or a confidential clerk loots
the safe, or any other trusted employ
steals a lot of money, an inquiry is im-
mediately set on foot to find out what
he did with it.

If it is learned that he lost any part
of it in a gambling house a tremendous
uproar is certain to follow, crusades are
started by the newspapers and ‘the
preachers, and it's dollars to doughnuts
the place is closed up by the police. I
know ot one instance in which a bank
teller visited a noted gamblng ®house
with a friend, merely cut of curiosity, and
lost $25 at the roulette wheel. It was the
first time he had ever been there, and
he never called again, but some montls
after he turned out to be a heavy de-
faulter, and the circumstanee of his visit
was recalled by somebody who had seen
him there. As a result, the establish-
ment was broken up and the proprietor
suffered an actual loss of nearly $69,000.
That's an extreme case, but there have
been many others along the same line.
At the big gambling houses in the North
a stranger must be introduced by some
responsible person before he can get in,
and the management immediately makes
it its business to ascertain his occupa-
tion. If Xe handles O. M. P. that set-
tles him. He never crosses the threshold

: again. The play such houses wants is

that of men of independent means, fash-
ionable idlers, politicians, actors and so
on, but not trusted clerks. The risk is
too great. If a clerk wants to gamble
he can find plenty of facilities in cther
directions.”

TO HER GRAVE .

Woman Carried a Secret She Had
Been Ofiered $50,000 For.
Philadelphia North American.

_The suit of a woman inventor, who
died here a year ago in the Philadelphia
hospital, brought to recover $150,000 dam-
ages for alleged breach of contract, was

abated in New York Wednesday by
Judge Anarews, and thus is written
“finis”’

to be peculiar history of Dr.
Isabel M. Mitchell.

She was the inventor of a process for
preserving meats, fruits, &c., without
the aid of ice. by the use of ozone.

For many years she struggled” with
poverty, interested men of wealth in her
process, refused handscme offers for the
formuia, and on the very eve of success,
when a ccmpany was being organized to
deveiop the patent, she died in the alms-
house Nov. 17, 1889, taking the secret with
her to the grave.

On Ler deathbed she refused to disclose
the process.

The defendants in the action just term-
irated were Henry F. Taintor and Wil.
lam H. Lleweillin, both of New York,
who tested Mrs. Mitchell’'s invention in
Chicago in 18%, and pronounced it a faij-
vre. Thereupon the inventor entered suit
for damages.

This city was the scene of Dr. Isabel
Mitchell's life trials. Here she was mar-
ried, reared a family, was divorced, and
then centersd her energies upon the in-
vention. She suffered two paraiytic
strokes and was further disabled in a
railroad wreck, but still persisted.

In a store In Arch street joints of meat,
fruit and vegetables, all preserved by her
process, were displayed for several
months. She gave a big dinner at the
Continental, all the viands of which had
been preserved for a given time for her
formula.

Extreme poverty and fatal illness over-
took her in a little room at 133 North
Eieventh street, whence che was removed
to the Philadelphia hospital. Her body
escaped the dissecting table only by the
merest chance. To the last she refused
a standing offer of $50,000 for her secret.
