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INTERNATIONAL COMMISEION BE-
ING FORMED BY COUNT VON
WALDERSERE

HISTORY OF THE PEKIN SIEGE

Chinese Government Credited the
Boxers With Supernatural Pow-
ers, and Thought It Could
Defy the World.

LONDON, Dec. 11.—“An imperial
edict,” says the Shanghal correspondent
of the Morning Post, ‘“orders an ex-
change of offices between" the viceroy
of the provinces of Shen Si and Kan Su
and the viceroy of the provinces of Vun
Nan and Que Chow, the object being to
get the viceroy out of Kan Su together
with his Kangese troops, so as to give
Gen. Tung Fu Hslang a frée hand in
Kan Su.” &

“Count von Waldersee is forming an
international,.commission under a Ger-
man president,”” says the Pekin corre-
spondent of the Morning Post, “‘to estab-
lish harmonious civil administration and
1w0r the collection of taxes and customs
with other duties. The Chinese repre-
sentative is Ching Hin, government of
Pekin. Thils action is intended to pre-
vent friction and tQ prepare the way for
the transfer of the administratiog ‘oi
the city on the return of tne
court.”

“A Chinese blue Bpok has been issued
devoted almost exclusively to the dis-
patches of Sir Claude MacDonald, for-
merly British minister ‘aty Pekin, from
May 28 to Sept. 20, and consisting large-
ly of the history of the siege of the le-
| gations.

GOVERNMENT WAS MAD.

“The Chinese government became so
influenced by the pretension of the Box-
ers to supernatural powers,” says Sir
Claude, ‘“‘as actually to believe that it
could safely defy the rest of the world.
In fact the government became mad.

‘“Among the curious incidents men-
tioned is one of a Swedish missionary,
who eseaped -to -the Chinese and gave
them a deal of valuable information.”

A special dispatch from Shanghai an-
nounces that Li Hung Chang's Manchu
secretary, Yiko, has been arrested by
order of Field Marshal Count von Wal-
dersee on the charge of -communicating
with the Boxers.

REGENTS TO TAKE ACTION,

Several Important University Ques-
tions to Be Discusscd Today.

The board of regents of the state uni-
versity will hold their regular quarteriy
session in Presldent Northrop's office thig
afternoon. The most important mat-
ters that the board will be asked to
take action upon will be two petitions,
one from the college of agriculture and
one from the dental department, ask-
ing the board to make an effort to secure
from the legislature two new buildings,
one. for each school.

President Northrop has not as vet
taken any action'in connection with the
recent sophomore-freshman row which
took place in the chapel not long 2”0,
but he says that he will not 1et tng mat.
ter pass unnoticed, but that the guilty
parties will be singled out and maide to
pay for their amusement.

A meeting of delegatey from rthe va-
rious fraternities of the university was
held in President Northrop's offica
last week and the matter of the inter-
fraternity compact Wwas taken up and
discussed. The compact was entered
into last year at the suggestion cf Presi-
dent Northrop and was design>d with a
view to limiting the season when new
men ¢fan be  ‘“rushed” to the Months
when the university is actually in ses-
sion. It was claimed last year that -the
fraternities wh%[ secure most of their
members from Inneapolis were “rush-
ing’” students at the high schools to such
an extent that they interfered with class
work of the high school pupils. The
compact at present in force is far from
satisfactory, and many of the fraterni-
ties are anxious to drop it. They claim
that the compact has been brokan openly
and repeatedly by one or two of the so-
cleties, in spite of the fact that theoy
have bound themselves by their Fo-or
to obey -its regulations, and that theosa
of the fraternities that have strictly ad-
hered to the rule have lost a number.of
men as a ccensequence. Prezident North-
rop, however, insists that the compact
shall continue. He announced his po-
sition at the meeting last week and bhas
left the societies to fight the matter out
among themse!ves.
