CANNOT CUT PRICE OF GAS.

So States Manager Lathrop, ¢f the
Loecal Gas Company.

St. Paul-will not soon be favored, as
has Minneapolis; by a cut in the charges
for illuminating gas. Manager Lathrop,
asked yesterday concerning such a possi-
bility, said:

“Minneapolis is a larger city, with 25
per cent more people than St. Paul,
and they use a proportionate amount
more of gas. That makes the service
cheaper. There are certain fixed char-
ges, which would be the same if we
produced and delivered 25 or 30 per cent
more gas. As it Is, rates in thig ecity
are lower than in any other similarly sit-
uated. I mean by that, a city of about
the same population and with the same
number of consumers, that is as far
away from the coal market and the mar-
ket for residual @roducts as this city.

“We are so far away from the coal
producing centers that we have to pay
more for freight on our coal than the
coal costs in the first place. We are
also far away from the markets where
we can sell our ammonia and carbon and
tar, and we get less for them than they
get in the East.”

GRAND JURY CHARGES IT AGAINST
FRANK H. HAMILTON
AT LAST

FIRST DEGREE IS NAMED

It Is Probable That the Case Will
Not Come te¢ Trial Before
the January
Term.

F. H. Hamilton has been indicted for
murder in the first degree. The grand
jury, which has beea investigating the
case for several days, decided upon the
indictment yesterday shortly belore noon.

The indictment charges Hamilton with
the murder of Leonard Day at the Weast
hotel the morning of Nov. 25.

When told of the report, Hamilton tooi
it very coolly, simply expressing a wi.n
for a speedy trial. He bad hoped that ir
an indictment were found, it would be for
a lesser offense that would be bailable,
As It is, he will not be admitted to balil.

Although Hamilton's attcrney will press
for an early trial, it is doubtful whether
the case will be tried this month. County
Attorney Reed was asked yvesterday as to
this, in case an indictment were returned,
and he said he was not prepared to say
whether the state would be ready to pro-
ceed to trial this month.

ASKS A LARGE BUDGET.

University Will Ask a Third of a
Million This Time.

The board of regents of the state uni-
versity met in President Northrop's of-
fice yesterday afternoon, and will ask tha
legislature for an appropriation larger
than any that has heretofore b:en re-
quested by the university. The budget
aggrezates §325,000. The original cstimates
amounted to nearly half a million dol-
ars, many of the minor items were cut
out. The board will ask the legislature
to give it $165,000 this year and the re-
mainder in 1902.

The principal new structures asked for
are buildings for the physics, b tany,
mining, engineering and veterinary sci-
ence departments. Appropriations are also
asked for a dormitory for girls and a
chemical building at the college of agri-
culture. The propositions to establish a
school of commerce and a school of ped-
agogy were laid on the table.

Dr. E. 8. Schaper, of Iowa, was elected
assistant professor of political scicnce to
assist Dr. W. W. Folwell. He will begin
work after Jan. 1. On the nomination of
the faculty of the college of medicine and
surgery four-clinical instruectors were ap-
pointed, Prof. John Zeleny, who has been
assistant professor of physics, was elect-
ed associate professor, and Prof. J. Neil
Downey was granted a year’s leave for
study abroad.
