The real question in the cass
was how the plaintifi fell from the car.
On ' the trial plaintiff testified that it
was the shock of the train which threw
him from the car.

They were married
at Duluth in July, 1392. The alleged de-
sertion took place in December, 1898,

The servant girl prob-
lem, the lecturer admitted, was not one
that considered an early or an easy sSo-
lution. - Mistresses must face this hard
fact that when an ordinarily Intelligent
American girl is confronted with a ‘choice
of castes, the factory, the shop or the
kitchen, . she naturally choses the high-
est.  Remove the stigma that attaches
itself to household labor and the proplem
is solved. But how remove that stigma?
Miss Shepard thought training schools
would help scme, especially if they car-
ried with them diplomas. ‘She suggested
that instead of establishing one large
school for training in domestic sciences.
it would be more satisfactory to nave a
number of smaller schools” which ‘young
girls might attend without leaving home.
It lieu of such a school she suggested thoa
advisabilily of a number of housekecpers
banding together for theg purpese of
teaching young: women household work.
The mirls would be taught every grade of
work, and at the completion of their
ccurse a certificate would be given
them. There would have to be a secre-
tary to look after applications for ad-
mission and applicants for help as srell.
Such a secretary should be a paid ‘mem
ber of the organization.

An animated discussion followed the
paper. The discussion was noticeable
because of the disposition on the part of
the women present to treat the servant's
side of the case as tolerantly as. their
own.

A number of small girls from the Feo-
ple’s industrial school gave an interest-
ing democnstration concerning the proper
way to set the breakfast table, aud the
most hygieniec method of making a bed.
Fach "cbild had her toy dishes and her
toy beti on the stage, and under the Jdireo-
tion of Miss FHarriet Smith, each one
showed herseif to be a capable, if tiny,
housekeeper.

The programme closed with a demon-
strdation in omelet making by MisS Shep-
ard.
