TWO0 NEW WARDS PROPOSED

Conxeguently Twe New Aldermen,
Who Are to Be Insured Re-
publican Memberships,
of Course.

That eminently hungry horde of Re-
publican ofilceseekers ~which =zlouds its
real purpose under tne guise of the *Ldu-
coln Republican club” is the sponsor for a
new plan to create more offices for the
faithful, to wit, the redistricting of the
city so as to give two more wards, which
it is intended to so arrange that they
shall be safely Republican.

The excuse given is that the Eighth
ward, with a population of over 30,000, is
disproportionate to the other wards of the
city; the recal reascn is to get the beneiit
of the enormous Republican pluralities in
the present First and Seventh wards, so
as to increase their political leverage.

Under this plan the First ward would
be divided into two, on the line of Burr
street, from the city limits to Collins
street, on Collins to Bedford, Bedford to
North, North to Bradley, and on Bradley
to the line of the present Third ward.
This would cut the First quite equally
into two, both Republican wards.

The Second, Third, Fourth ahd Fifth
and Sixth wards are to be left as they
are.

The Eighth ward is to be cut into two,
along the line of Western avenue, due
north and south.

templates taking away from the Seventh
ail that territory lying north of Mar-
shall avenue and divide it between the
two myew wards, which, it is believed,
would then be safely Republican,

When he boarded thestrain at the
Union staticn some one telephoned to
Washington, Pa., that the president was
traveling to that town. The recidents of
‘Washington county, proud over their new
court -house; ‘were not-surprised. When
the train arrived there was a big crowd
at the statioa. *““There he i3,” shoutcd
one citizen, as Mr. Silvey walked down
the steps. What some of the eminent
citizens of . the town said when they
found it was not the president will not be
told here. - -

“It is quite annoying, not to say hu-
miliating,” said Mr: Silvey, “to find that
crowds of people who a few seconds be-~
fore wanted to cheer and give me the
‘glad band,’ thinking I was the president,
turn away and say things.

ROCKEFELLER HANDS ouUT AN-
OTHER MILLION AND A HALF.
CHICAGO, Decec. 18.—At the convocation
exercises of the University of Chicago taoe
day President Harper announced that
John D. Rockefeller had made anoctiner

gift of $1,509,000 to the institution.

Of this sum §1,(00,000 is to be used as
an endowment fund and the university
is to derive the benefit of the income of
it from year te vear. It is also stipu-
lated that the $1,000,000 is to be in tha
university’s name gnd is to be considered
its absolute property for all time.

The balance of the gift is to be used
for immediate purpeses and for general
necds. Mr, Rockefeller suggests that
$160.000-0f the $500,000 he used for tne con-
struction of a university press building,
a large part of the structure to be des
voted to a library. :
