Looking to the clearance of old
business and the' inauguration of new
executive officials or St. Paul-Chicago
roads are making their annual December
tours, and fierce St. Paul, for the next
few days, will be the center of not a few
of these out-of-town officials.

Yesterday was an extremely busy day

in this respect and the number of visit-
ing officials exceeded that of any day
during the past month. Several of the
local offices were visited by prominent
representatives of their respective lines.

A special car occupied by officials from
the operating department of the Milwau-
kee arrived in St. Paul yesterday morn-
ing and left in the afternoon. President
Earllng, of the Milwaukee, ' headed the
official party, in which were also H. R.
Williams, general manager; N. J. Goll,

assistant general freight agent; E. D.
Sewell, general Northwestern agent; and
C. A. Goo.lnow, recently appointed gen-

eral superintendent of the road.
The party spent some time at the gen-

eral freight offices here and it was ru-
mored after their departure that some
improvements in that department are
contemplated and their visit was for the
purpose of arriving at the extent and
plans of these improvements. This is
the first trip which Mr. Goodnow has
made over the road since his recent ap-

pointment, and he is being carefully pi-
loted by the other members of the party.

C. Pond, general agent for the Wiscon-
sin Central; S. G. Hatch, of the Illinois
Central, introducing the new traffic man-

THREATEN A BOYCOTT.

Central Passenger Association Dis-

liken Methods of Certain Roads.

CLEVELAND, 0., Dec. 19.—The lines of
the Central Passenger association have
decided to boycott several of the railroads
west of Chicago unless they agree to
withdraw the prepaid orders from this
and the trunk line association territories.
It is charged that the Western lines
have protested against the practice of
the two lines in question of flooding the
territory in the East with prepaid orders
exchanging them through the brokers
and coupon agents, thereby prejudicing
regular business. The committee appoint-
ed by the Central Passenger association
representing the lines west from Chicago,

St. Louis and Cincinnati, have had sev-
eral conferences, and now report in favor
of a boycott of the offending-Western
lines. This will be done by limiting the
prorating privilege between this and Wes-
tern territory. The committee making
this recommendation consists of Warren
J. Lynch, general agent of the Big Four,
and W. J. McCarthy, general passenger
agent of the B. & O. S. W.

To Promote a Railroad.
WINONA. Minn., Dec. 19—At Foun-

tain City, Wis., a meeting to discuss the
building of the railway from Eau Clair3
to Winona, or La Crosse, was attended by
forty-eight delegates from Winona, La
Crosse, Gilmantown, Eieva and Eau
Claire. Engineer Kirk, of Chippewa
Falls, submitted a preliminary survey of
the route from Eau Claire through Eieva
and J Oilman ton to Fountain City, a dis-
tance of fifty-five miles. There arc only
fhree bad trrades, and the cost of the read
might be $100,000. David Douglas, T. F.
Frawiey, of Eau Claire; Thomas Simp-
eon, of Winona; Frank Turner, of -311-
--manton, and R. Calvert, of La Crosse,
were named a committee to prepare a res-
olution for consideration. The resolution
called for the naming of a committee to
draw articles cf incorporation under the
laws of Wisconsin, and take such other
preliminary steps as are necessary to
give the enterprise a start.

GERMAN MINISTER OF INTERIOR

MAY BE FORCED OUT.
BERLIN, Dec. 19.—A fresh onslaught

upon Count Posadowsky-Wehner, im-
perial secretary of state for the interior,

partment of the interior from, the Cen-
tral Association of Manufacturers of thesum of 12,000 marks to be devoted, to the
printing of official reichstag matter, in

ing bill, has just been commenced. It
causes the Conservative press to express
a fear that the minister's position will
become untenable. A significant fact is
that the presentation of a lengthy com-
munication in the Berlin Neve Nach-
richten by Herr Krupp expresses sur-
prises that neither Count yon Buelow,
the imperial chancellor, nor Count yon
Posadowsky has uttered a word In the
reichstag in defense of the manufact-
urers. The writer of the article regrets
that Count yon Posadowsky has with-
drawn his sympathy from the Central
association.

The Kreuz Zeitung regards the situa-
tion as a court attack upon the minister,
the Kreuz Zeitung saying if such is the
case it pressages his downfall. .

The Frankfurter Zeitung, Radical-Lib-
eral and an advocate of social reform,
claims to liave accurate information
that Count Posadowsky-Wehrner not
only knew of the affair, but aided in the
collection of the money.
