YEAR

{TO FORESTALL THE COUNCIL

Gn All the Lines Cars Will Be Rua
Until 1 O’Clock in the Morn-
ing—An Experi-
ment.

The pressure for a 1 o’ciock service on
all the lines of the city railway is to
bear fruit. The company yesterday an-
nounced its intention of complying with
the request and beginning Jan. 1 the new
schedule will go into effect.

According to the promise made to the
council by the street car company, at
1 a. m, on the date named, the new
service will go into effect and will con-
tinue untii proved a failure, as some con-
tend. According to the arrangement the
last car on each of its lines will leave
the central part of the city at 1 o'clock
in the morning.

The service is put on, the
company says, as an experiment and will
also be instituted in Minneapolis.

The concession as made by the com.
pany is done (o forestall the large num-
ber of resolutions and orainances intro-
duced and on the tapis for passage by
ithe assembly and board of- aldermen.
The “‘owl"” car ordinance, introduced by
Ald: Hunt, was killed, “but it' may Dbe
resurrected at any time, and it was to
forestall this, it is saia, that the new
service was anncunced. A

Assemblyman Whitcomb has a 1 o’clock
ordinance now in the hands of the com=
mittee cn sireets, but in view of thke
promise made by the company it will re-
main there for the present, at least.

One objection offered to the owl car
ordinance by the street car company, is
the added expense with little acditional

‘remuneration, it claiming that few peo

ple are abroad at that hour. Between
midniznt and morning cars are cleaned
and machinery repaired and to run cars
at these nours would call for an addi-
tionn to the equipment and an increase of
the power service.
