The stone mar-
ten muffs are popular also.

Tiny fur heads and tails constitute an
important part of the trimming-.; of furgarments. In millinery there is a per-
fect fad this season for the use of fur
heads. There are little chinchilla heads
with tiny jewels for eyes. At the fur-
riers are shown large cards containing
rows of tiny fur heads, just as one i«
accustomed to buy buttons. The crownof a hat has just been completed made
of royal ermine, spotted here and therewith tiny chinchilla heads. For hat
trimmings broad tall, mink and Perisianlamb are used extensively. There arewhole cards of "front view heads" and''side view heads" to be used in attain-ing artistic effects. The tiny sealskin
heads and the Hudson Bay sable head*
work up effectively in millinery.

SHAKESPEARE IN ART, MUSIC

Another Xovel by Emma Wolf That
Treats of the Problem of

the Jew and
Gentile.

"Heirs of Yesterday," Emma Wolf. A.
C. McClurg & Co., Chicago.
Miss Wolfs treatment of the problem

of marriage between a Jew and a Gen-
tile in 'Other Things Being Equal,"
created something of a sensation in the
literary world. Her latest work, "Heirs
of Yesterday,' deals with the problem
of. the Jew and Gentile in their relations
to the world and to each other, but in
many respects this story is inferior to
her first novel. The scene is laid in San
Francisco. A young man, Dr. Phillip
May, the son of an uncultivated but
wealthy and honorable Jew,is sent abroal
to be educated. In appearance the young
man does not look like a Jew, and while
abroad has never admitted that he 'was
one. When he returns to his own coun-
try he still prefers the society of Gen-
tiles to that of the Jews. When it is dis- j
covered that he is a Jew he is black-
balled at one of the fashionable clubs !
and his career in Gentile society is prac-
tically finished. In her prologue .he au-
thor thus hints at the conclusion of her
argument in the story: "The tide of so-
cial culture sweeps literally upward with
the grade in San Francisco, dropping in-
adequacies on the way. The tide of Jew-
ish social culture runs its mimic parallel
along side if it, mounting hill for hill,
matching inadequacy with inadequacy.
Yet science proves that this side of infin-
ity parallels never meet." One fault
of the book is its didactic style. There
\u25a0was a suggestion of this in "Other Tilings
Being Equal." In the present story it is
more than a suggestion.

proper uses. Prof. Carpenter has had
thirty years experience in providing en-
tertainments for the American public,
and is certainly well qualified to teach a
full understanding of hypnotism in its
uses and abuses.

His first contention is that the person
to be hypnotized must be a willingsub-
ject. Having passed into the subjective
state, the operator must be careful not
to over-excite the patient, for results
may be dangerous.

A very sensible view taken by Prof.
Carpenter is that testimony obtained
through hypnotism should never be ad-
missible evidence in legal cases.

The book i?> we!! written in a clear,

concise manner, and will be appreciated
by those who wish to inform themselves
as to the merits of hypnotism and mes-
merism.

Japan Re-solves to Be Independent

of Europe.

London Express.
Enterprising Japan has hitherto been

Several fine battleships and cruisers,
equal to anything contained in the navies
of the world, l.aye been turned out for
Japan during the last few years from,
the yards mentioned.

The battleships carry no less than 3,000
tons of steel protection, costing more
than £100 per ton.

Hundreds of thousands of pounds have
been paid in Sheffield for armour by
Japan.

Se\eral Ergllfh firms: are tendering
for the plant, and it is believed that the
Japanese government desires that the
work should be given to this country.
