STATE'S EFFORTS TO PROMOTE

IMMIGRATIONBRINGING
IX SETTLERS

2ESUBMISSIONISTS PLEASED

Conditions Bronght to Light in Lln-
delie Trial Give Them Hope

for Future Suc-

cess.

BISMARCK, N. D., Dec. 24.—The bien-
nial leport of Commissioner H. U. Thom-
as, of the department of agriculture and
labor, v.hich has just been filed with
the governor, deals briefly with the ag-
ricultural interests of the state. The
commissioner alludes to the work that
has been done in securing immigration,

and says gratifying progress has been
made, as shown by the large additions
to the farming population. The legis-
lature of two years ago was the first to
recognize the wisdom of expending mon-
ey in putting forth printed matter and
making a systematic effort to build up
immigration work. The appropriation
was small, only $500, but good work has
been done in getting out printed matter.

The report of the state dairy commis-
sioner, Prof. Kaufmann of the agri-
cultural college at Fargo, is made a por-
tion of that of the agricultural depart-
ment, and urges more attention to the
holding of farmers' institutes and the
upbuilding of dairying and kindred inter-
ests. Many successful institutes have
been held, and much benefit has resulted
to the farmers in the line of. practical
information on agricultural topics.

LTNDELIE'S TRIAL.
The resubmissionlsts do not conceal

their satisfaction at the disclosures made
at the trial of Lindelie. the secretary of
the state enforcement league, at Grand
Forks. Well informed public men say
that additional impetus will be lent the
resubmis-ion movement by such testi-
mony as came out at the "Lindelie trial
iind at the trial of Mrs. Haas at Fargo.
This is the first time that the methods
of the enforcement league detectives
have been aired in court, and it does notappear to have helped their cause. It
is reported that the testimony may bepublished without comment for distribu-
tion as a feature of the fight between
resubmission and prohibition. It is be-
lieved the events of the past six months
l:ave brojght about a ripe time for the
resubmission movement, \u0084nd that if the
rt-submissionists cannot win this winter
they might as well give up the tight.

DEMOCRATIC PLANS.
The Democrats are talking organiza-

tion. There are a many difficulties
in the way. During the campaign, the
Bryan and Stevenson club at Fargo pass-;

k ed a resolution shutting out all Demo-
crats who did not support the presidential
nominee. If the party is reorganized
tlong the lines suggested, by a reversion
to old time Democratic principles, ie
looks as though the fellows who were
shut out would be In the saddle and the
< thcr fellows would have to take the back
seat. If the Democrats reorganize, as
suggested, the Populists will form prob-
ably a straight party organization and
trust to luck to get into the saddle again
at some propitious time. At present,
the state is so solidly Republican t>at
there is little chance for either the Dem-
ocrats or Populists.

NEW STATE OFFICERS.
The changes in the state's offic'al fnm-

-11/ h&ve begun. Jujge Morgan will ou.U-
ify as supreme jud.^e at Fargo this vjiem
after the court has disposed of some mat-
ters pending. This places Attorney Gen-
eral Cowan on the bench in the second
judicial district. Cowan is one of the
shrewdest politicians In he state, and
held the tightest grip on the reins of the
combination that aictated the ticket n.t
the Grand Forks convention. He was
in charge of the second district forces,
which came down to the convention to
nominate Morgan for the Supreme bench.
The solid sceon 1 district was a dopirable
nucleus for combinations, arid Cowan
niade the.. most of the opportunity. He
ran for judge against the strongest Dem-
ocrat in his district, John Burke, of
Kolla, and defeated him by a majority
of over 1,700. He has been attorney gen-
eral for three terms and his elevation
to the district bench is gratifying to a
large number of personal and political
friends.

the Ninetieth battalion, the Winnipeg
Dragoons, the Thirteenth field battery
ahd the Veterans' association.

There will be a monster parade to
Holy Trinity church, where the primate
of Canada, Archbishop Mackroy, of Ru-
perts Wood, will conduct short thanks-
giving services for the safe return of
the men. Then the procession will be
continued to the drill hall, Broadway,
where a banquet will be held, to whichonly 200 of the principal citizens will be
Invite3.

Believed Montford Bank Robbers
Are Desperate Criminals

MILWAUKEE. Wis., Dec. 24.—The
names given by.^Uve .<£our->meji .captured
at Ridgeway Sunday afternoon, charged
with an unsuccessful rob the
bank of P. P. Stevens, at Monfort, are
Harry Devet, J. Montague, J. F. Ber-
ry and James Hopkins. It is alleded
the men are noted criminals. A detec-
tive,is expected here who will identi-
fy them. The alleged leader of the gang is
Devett. He is 24 years of age, 5 feet 10
inches high, smooth face, black hair,
dark eyes and complexion. His front
upper teeth protrude and his nose has
a peculiar indentation on the bridge.
He is an exceedingly smooth, intelligent
talker. His overcoat has the stamp of
a St. Louis clothing house. Montague
is a veritable giant of an Irishman,
six feet and one inch high, very
broad shoulders, dark eyes, black hair
and black mustache, 27 years of age,
with tattoo marks on fingers, wrists and
arms.

Berry is 5 feet 8 inches high, very dark
complexion, slender form, smooth face,
20 years old. He is very nearsighteJ,
wears glasses and is intelligent in ap-
pearance and manner.

James Hopkins is Irish, 54 years of age,
with gray hair and mustache and red
face. His height is 5 feet TVs laches.

IXTEROOLLEGIATE DEBATE.

Carleton and Cornell, 10., to Meet
In March.

NORTHFIELD, Minn., Dec. 2f.—Ar-
rangements have been completed for an
intercollegiate debate between Cornell
college of lowa and Carleton college to
be held on March 7, 1901. The debate will
not only be intercollegiate, but inter-
state. Cornell is the champion debating
school of lowa, having defeated Grinnell
repeatedly. Carleton, in her contest with
Hamline two years ago, came out vic-
torious, proving her to be one of
Minnesota's strongest debating colleges.

CAN'T BEING tROOPS HOME

Until Arrangements Have Been Com-
pleted to Send 'others to the

Philippines to Replace

Them.'

WASHINGTON, Dec 24.—As a result
of a conference between the secretary of
war and Quartermaster General Luding-
ton, it has been decide}^ that no fur-
ther action can be taken with regard
to the return of the vojijiiteers from the
Philippines until congress shall make
provision for their replacement. The
war department is considerably embar-
rassed by the failure of congress to make
provision before the recess for the relief
of the military situation in the Philip,
pines. Acting upon representations

made by General McArthur, the depart*
ment has concluded that it is absolutely
necessary to maintain an army of 60,-
--000 men in the Philippines until the cur-
rent policy of establishing municipal
governments throughout the archipelago

has been executed. It is stated at th»
department that any reduction of the
military strength below that figure under
existing conditions would prove most
disastrous to the interests of the Unite.l
States.

There are now about 69,000 troops, reg-
ulars and volunteers, in the Philippines

and arrangements have been made al-
ready for bringing home 9,000 of that
number. No further reduction will be
made until the war department is advis-
ed fully of the purpose of congress with
regard to army legislation. "When the
necessary authority has been given it is
the purpose of the department to bring

home as rapidly as possible all the vol-
unteers and regulars whose terms of
enlistment expire on the 30th of June
next, but not before it is possible to re-
place them, man for man, with new re-
cruits enlisted under the terms of the
new army bill. It therefore appears
that after the 9,0t""0 volunteers have left
the Philippines no more troops will be
withdrawn from that Country until they

can be relieved by fresh troops recruited
in the United States, in accordance with,

legislation yet to be^-eitajcted.
It is expected tha|^ fcofrgress will act

promptly on the armj*'*3^ll soon after it
reassembles in Januarys; but even in
that event, it is said atspe war depart-

ment, it will not be possible to get the
fresh troops to the,r Philippines insidfe
of two months' time. "'Th^ general home-
coming movement of trTt* mass of vol-
unteers, therefore, will have to be post-
poned until about the first of February.

That will give the quartermaster's de-
partment but five months to bring home

the remainder of the volunteers and the
regular troops whose terms will expire

at the same time, aggregating about-

-40.00C men, before the first of July.

This undertaking is^befieved to be be-
yond the capacity of the transport ser-
vice as at present organized and may

necessitate the charter*' of additional
steamships. All arrangements in that
line, however, will be in abeyance

until definite information has been re-
ceived of the intention of congress with
regard to the proposed increase of tb.3
regular army.

Recent cable advices from Gen. Mac-
Arthur indicate a strong desire on the
part of the volunteers generally to re-
turn to the United States and that com-
paratively few of them are likely to re-
enlist without the most liberal induce-
ments are offered. It is understood that
Gen. MacArthur has recommended that
a bounty of $250 be allowed to each
soldier in the Philippines who re-enlists
for another term and the plan is said to
meet with the favor of the officials «f
the war department. .'.

The United States supreme court today
advanced two more cases involving ths
question of the relationship between the
United States and their insular posses-
sions to be heard on Jan. 7. There are
now eight of these cases for that date.
One of the cases advanced today involves
the collection of duties on goods imported
from Hawaii.

COLONIAL CASES ADVANCED.

The German embassy has laid before
the state department the claims of a
number of German subjects for damages

to their interests in Cuba, as a result of
the Spanish-American war and the in-
surrection which led up to the ward it-
self. This action of the German gov-
ernment has raised a most important
issue and the department of state has
given it the closest consideration. It has
been concluded, however,,that the Un'.ted
States government cannof accept respon-
sibilityfor the claims, Tftey are regarded
as practicallly the same in principle as
the claim of Porto Rico against Cuba
for $2,500,000 on account of a war loan.
Although in that case| Goy. Allen of Porto
Rico represented the [United States
government in preferring the claim, that
government was obliged to deny its lia-
bility, or the liability of Cuba under pres-
ent conditions. The 'answer to the Ger-
man presentation will be Txised upon the
reply to Gov. Allen, recjently made. It
is known that other governments besides
Germany have claims aggregating a very
large sum, based on the Cuban insurrec-
tion, and succeeding events. They will
not be abandoned on account of the at-
titude of the United States government,
but on the contrary they will b.2 he'd
in abeyance until such time as Cuba,
shall have become independent when
they will be presented directly to the
government of the island.

TREATY 111 IIS 1'
ONE COPY GOeS TO LONDON ON TO-

DAY'S MAIL STEAM-
SHIP

NICARAGUA AND COSTA RICA

Attitude of the Two Interested Cen-
tral American Governments

Has Xot am Yet Been
Declared.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—The state de-
partment has decided to atftd the amend-
ments to the Hay-Pauncefote treaty to
the British government through two
channels—one copy being transmitted
through Lord Pauncefote, the British
ambassador, and the other through Am-
bassador Choate, at London, who will pre-
sent it to the foreign office. It is the
understanding that the state department
wilL make no representation whatever
as to the changes made in the treaty;
the senate amendments will be allow-
ed to speak for themselves, and the ac-
tion of the department in notifying them
to the British government will be pure-
ly formal. As the papers leave New
York on tomorrow's mail steamer, they
should reach London about New Years
day, so that the negotiations will cer-
tainly lapse over into the next century
at the very earliest.
It can be authoritatively stated that

there has been no proceeding, either in
the shape of written notes or oral com-
munications, between the state depart-
ment and the governments of Nicaragua
and Costa Rica, that has developed the
threat on the part of those governments
to refuse assent to the construction of
a canal over the action of the United
States senate upon the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty. All that is officially known of
the attitude of the two governments

mentioned is that their representatives
here, Senors Corea and Calva, thorough-
ly approved of the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty as the basis for the canal con-
struction. Whether or not the changes
made in that convention will affect this
attitude is unknown. The impression pre-
vails that not being called upon to come
to a decision on this poinf until the
British government shall have passed
upon the senate amendments, the gov-
ernments of Nicaragua and Costa Rica
will not anticipate that action by any
declaration at this stage. The British
government has not, up to this time,
given the slightest indication as to its
purpose on the amended Hay-Pauncefote
treaty, and it is understood that the sub-ject will not be taken up by the British
cabinet until the draft of the amended
instrument and the advices of the British
ambassador at Washington are received.
The general results have been briefly
summarized in cables to the
London authorities, but in a matter
of this magnitude they would not act
until they were in possession of all the
data by mail.
-PRESS STATEMENTS UNAUTHOR-

IZED.
Under these circumstances, it Is evident

that today's utterances of the London
press, to the effect that Great Britain
will stand firmly on the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty, while indicating the popular and
to some extent the official trend of opin-
ion, do not announce a policy which has
assumed any definite sanction thus far
on the part of the British government.

The Nicaraguan-minister, Mr. Corea,
was asked today as to the report that
he had protested on behalf of Nicaragua
at the amended form of the treaty. He
said he did not care to discuss the matter
in its present status, but. pointed out the
unlikelihood that Nicaragua and Costa
Rica would protest while the matter was
one of domestic policy. Later on, If it
assumed the concrete form of proposi-
tion to be submitted to Nicaragua and
Costa Rica, it would be for them to say
whether it was acceptable or not, but in
the meantime it was hardly likely that
there would be any protest or any other
action concerning a subject still In its
creative stages in this country and in
Great Britain, and not yet before Nica-
ragua and Costa Rica.

Tt also can be stated, not on Mr. Costa's
authority, but as a fact, that the Nicara-
guan government has not, up to this time
defined its attitude on the amended doc-
ument. Mr. Corea forwarded it with
full advices, but as the senate acted
only a few days ago, there has not yet
been time for the papers to get before
President Zeyaya's cabinet. And even
then, as Mr. Corea has pointed out, it
is doubtful whether Nicaragua will as-
sert her position in advance of receiving
overtures as to the canal. It appears
to be the accepted view, however, in
Central American diplomatic quarters,
that the senate confined its consideration
to the Interests of the United States, ana*
other maritime powers, and failed to take
into much account the interests of those
countries most vitally concerned by hav-
ing the waterway through their territory.

TUTUILA, Samoa, Dec. 9.—Gov. Tilley
has gone to New Zealand with the Abar-
enda to get supplies of coal and to have
the ship repaired. Lieutenant Command-
er E. J. Dorn, of the Abarenua, is now
in charge of the station. Previous to
leaving New Zealand, Gov. Tilley made
official visits to all the districts. He
was accompanied by Judge E. W. Gurr,
secretary for native affairs. District
meetings were held at the leading centers.
At these meetings; all the native official?,
native chiefs and talking men were pres-
ent. Highest tributes of praise and
thanks were unanimously given by the
people to Gov. Tilley and to the United
States government for the protection now
afforded them. At each district meeting
the Samoans passed resolution, recom-
mending to the government the passage
of the following laws:

One—The raising of revenues by taxing
the Samoans for native affairs.

Two—The abolishment of the custom
of presenting large numbers of fine mats
and property at marriages and deaths
for distribution among the friends at-
tending the marriages or a funeral rite.

The prohibition of the custom of a
whole village or a district taking a Ma-
laga (journey) and billeting themselves
on other towns and districts for an in-
definite period. Some trouble has been
caused by the differences and disputes
between the local missionary societie-,one which is 'the mormon. It became
necessary to enact a law enabling set-
tlements of disputes and a Sunday o^di-
rance is now in force.

HE'S JUST BEHIND THE TIMES.
Mataafa of Upolu does- not seem to re-

alize that the German government has
supreme control of "the government of
Upolu and Savii and... that the United
States has" that of Tuluila. He has
written a letter to the chiefs of Tutuila,
inviting- them to attend a gathering of
the whole of the Sarridair government at
his place on Mulimi»r JLn .Upolu, and to
bring presents which may be construed
as tributes. Tutuila' chiefs have strongly
resented the invitation.

The German g-overnment is collecting
all the back taxes prior to the hoisting
of the Hag at Apia.
